' Special lUntiiin May 18, 1971*

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LFXIISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III, 

Section 51-a, of the Texas 
Constitution, be amended to 
read as follows;

“ Section 51-a. The Legisla­
ture shall have the power, hy 
General Laws, to provide, sub­
ject to limitations herein con­
tained, and such other limita­
tions, restrictions and regula­
tions as may hy the Legisla­
ture be decm«l expedient, for 
assistance grants to and/or 
medical care fer, and for re­
habilitation nrd any other 
services included Ir. the federal 
laws as they now read or as 
they may hereafter be amend­
ed, providing matching funds 
to help such families and indi­
viduals attain or retain capa­
bility for independence or self- 
care, and for the payment of 
assistance grants to and/or 
medieal care for, and for re­
habilitation and other services 
to or on behalf of:
