Austin, Texas.—A special session of
the Thirty-third legislature has' been
balled to meet in this ecity at' 10
o’clock Monday morning, Aug. 24. The
governor's proclamation making suech
convention was issued Monday. It
submits ~only ‘the question of ware-
house legislation to relieve the cotton
growers, but contains -the "clause aa
thorizing the governor to submit addi-
tional subjects for legislation, if he
8o desires. He declared he had not
made up his mind as to whether oth-
gr matters would be proposed, but it
is safe to say that further topics will
be tendered the solons for action.

A matter which may be submitted
by the governor is possible amend-
ment to the state banking act to make
it conform to the new national bank-
ing legislation. Banking Commission-
r Collier and Chief Bank Clerk Z. D.
gonner have -conferred as to changes
flegsired and will probably request the
governor to submit them. Since nc
gontroversy is anticipated over them,
the governor is expected to acquiesce
in the event the request is made.

At this time the national banks are
required to maintain only a 12 per
rent reserve, as against 25 per cent
by the state banks, placing a handicap
on the latter.

Gov. Colquitt said that the Farm-
ers’ union had prepared a warehouse
bill for introduction ‘and that the at-

to give rise to typhoid fever.

Get the closet in shape. = The dis
charge from humzu being constitutes
the most dangerous material on the
farm in the summer time. It should

be caredfor as:carefully as if it were
a deadly poison, A good closet is
the most important thing on the
farm in the summer.§A good closet
should keep the material diy, coff
the ground, away from the flies,
and should be cleaned as often as
necessary. The material should be
carried away burned or buried.
Flies carry typhoid fever germs
on their feet. They are dirty and
rilthy insects and spread diseases.
Screen them out' of the kitchen,

catch or kill those that get in, and

keep them _away from the food,
1 especially the milk. ;

To avoid thphoid fever yourself:

First, wash the hands before eating

nything, and do put them into
the mouth.  Second, do mnot drink
any water that you do not know
comes from a good well, unless it
has been boiled just before drinking
Third, do not drink milk unless you
know where it comes -from, and
know that i t has been carefully
locked afier in a place where there
is no typhoid fever. Fourth, if
you are in a strange place, do not
eat anything umless 1t has been
recently boiled or otherwise heated
through and through.
