This is the report: Each slop-barrel
fly carried an ayverage of more than
6,000,000 germs; the hog-pen fly car-
ried a little less than one million; the
cow-stable fly carried only about 420,
000; the housefly carried about twice
that number, or 850,000.

If you must have a slop barrel on the
Premises, keep it carefully screened,
else it may spread diseagse. If you
have a garbage can at the Kkitchen
door, keep the can covered. Burn all

Otherwise drain it and wrap it in pa-
per before putting it in the can.
