Water Commissioner E d w in  
Baum, Jr., told the Review yester­
day that iiotentlal of all wells now 
exceeds 200.000 gallons dally, 
whereas highest consumption thus 
far thLs year has been 150,000 gal­
lons dally.

Both the settling Link and 
reservoir have been kept near full
