The conversation of Mary and Elisa­
beth regarding the coming of their 
children is one of the most sacred and 
beautiful in Biblical biography. It 
was in the home of Elisabeth in the se­
cluded hilly country of Judea, that the 
hearts of Elisabeth and Mary were 
filled with the joy of expectant moth­
erhood.

Ants Used in Surgery
xdam and Eve learned the rudi­

ments of the art of sewing from 
watching birds building their nests, in 
the opinion of Sir John Bland Sutton, 
Britisli surgeon and scientist, says 
Popular Mechanics Magazine. Accord­
ing to Sir John, surgeons have been 
searching for many years for an ideal 
substance for stitching material to 
close wounds. Birds, plants, insects 
and other animals have been studied 
in the search for new ideas. In India, 
Brazil and Asia Minor ants have been 
used since remote antiquity to close 
wounds, he adds. The edges of the 
wound are brought together and the 
ant, held by forceps applied. The ant 
opens its mandibles and grasps the 
edges, holding them tightly, and the 
body is then clipped off, leaving the 
mandibles in place.

“ Raisins”  and “ Currants”
The name “raisin” Is primarily a 

French word meaning “grape.” It is 
given to the dried fruits of certain 
varieties of the grapevine (genus Vi- 
tls). The name “currants” originally 
(and still is) applied to the dried 
seedless fruit of a variety of the 
grapevine. The most obvious distinc­
tion is one of size, so-called raisins 
usually being large and currants 
small. Both really are kinds of raisins, 
the latter being grouped ns ordinary 
or large raisins, sultana seedless 
raisins and currants. The last were 
so called because originally brought 
from Corinth. The name also is ap­
plied to a well-known garden fruit 
produced by plants of an entirely dif­
ferent genus.

OLD CAPITAL DOZES 
AS OTHERS DEVELOP

Cettinje Continues Its Monoto­
nous Life.

Cettinje, Montenegro.—While all 
the other capitals of Europe have 
been growing at a rupid pace, Cet­
tinje, once the stronghold of King 
Nicholas’ picturesque Montenegrin 
kingdom, has slumbered In an atmos­
phere of medievalism and oriental 
self-complacency. \Jr ***?

Situated In the heart of the ‘‘Black 
mountain" district, the natives live 
the same precarious, monotonous lives 
they did centuries ago when they fled 
from the Turks.

But the “littlest of Europe’s capi­
tals” still retains nil that color, ro­
mance, animation and oriental fasci­
nation which gave Franz Leliar, the 
Austrian composer, his inspiration for 
writing “The Merry Widow."

The spot where he wrote that lively 
operetta Is still pointed out to vis­
itors. The great oak tree under which 
the redoubtable King Nicholas car­
ried on the affairs of state and col­
lected tribute from his subjects still 
stands, the object of Intense curiosi­
ty of all tourists;

The Inclusion of Montenegro In the 
kingdom of the Serbs, Croats and 
Slovenes, while conferring many 
benefits on the hardy mountaineers, 
has changed the outward aspects of 
Cettinje but little. In a country which 
Is made up largely of rock and bar­
ren soil, life is given only to the sure, 
the strong and the swift. In many 
cases the Montenegrin pitches Ills, 
modest stone hut high up among, the 
crags where the eagle makes Its nest.

One American visitor characterized 
Montenegro as a “land of tomb­
stones.” Left to Itself, the country 
would starve, for such small arable 
land areas as exist produce only 
about one-third the population's food 
requirements. The rest must come 
from the outside.

Yet In this primitive, poverty-ridden 
land, women do all the work. It Is 
an adage as old as the country itself 
that “man Is the warrior, and woman 
the worker.” Man’s sole duty Is to 
defend the home and his family's hon­
or with firearms. The women age 
prematurely under the ceaseless bur­
den of work, aud few of them live be­
yond fifty.

A  M AGNIFIED VENICE

Section Full of Charm and 
Historic Interest.

GLACIER CUTS DO W N  
M OUNTAIN IN PATH

Vast Alaskan River o f Ice 
Cuanges Its Course.

Washington. — Agitation to snve 
Fort Hunt and Fort Washington as 
historic sites turned attention to the 
lower Potomac, an historic region 
which seldom makes any considerable 
ripple in the world’s news, says a bul­
letin from the Washington fl). C.) 
headquarters of the National Geo­
graphic society.

"School histories tell how tobacco 
planters of colonial Virginia depended 
on rivers for transportation; and, in 
1926, the lower Potomac and Chesa­
peake bay country still is in the river 
transportation stage,

“ Representative of the numerous 
tiny steamers that carry both pas­
sengers and freight In tills region is 
one line which plies from Washington 
to Baltimore. It makes a trip 360 
miles by water In 63 hours, which can 
be covered In 45 minutes on a rail­
road train.

Salute to Mt. Vernon.
“The standard bay steamer Is a 

screw propelled boat 100 to 150 feet 
long. It carrcs one or two decks of 
cabins and draws from 8 to 12 feet 
of water.

“On its leisurely way down the Po­
tomac cn the way to Baltimore, the 
steamer touches history nearly every 
time It puts in at a landing In Mary­
land or Virginia. Soon after leaving 
Alexandria where General Braddock 
landed on Ms way to meet the French 
and defeat, near Pittsburgh, the 
steamer passes under the guns of 
Fort Hunt and Fort Washington. 
Then the passengers hear the whistle 
blast the traditional salute to stately 
Mount Vernon. Across the river Is 
Marshall hall and In Gnnston Cove 
Is brown brlclc Gunston hall, manor 
of Washington’s close friend. George 
Mason. Port Tobacco cannot be 
reached. I.ts creek Is silted up. But 
Coloninl Bench, once the private land­
ing of ‘Light Horse Harry’ Lee, awaits 
the steamer. Colonial Beach Is now 
a summer resort for capital residents. 
Wakefield, birthplace of George AA'asli- 
lngton, Is within sight, from the steam­
er lane. Tills site and monument will 
soon receive more attention from 
Americans, for the government has 
recently authorized the building of a 
good road to the main pike.

"The dependence of this historic 
Virginia shore on water transport Is 
typical of the whole Chesapeake bgy 
country. Northern neck; is the birth­
place of Presidents and Statesmen. 
From Northern neck come George 
Washington, James Monroe, Robert E. 
Fee, Thomas Lightfoot Lee, and Rich­
ard Henry Lee, nnd the father of 
John Marshall. Near the edge of It 
was born James Madison. r 
> “ Northern neck Is the northern 

strip of a great rectangular block of 
land between the parallel lines of the 
Pdtomac and James rivers. If you 
search the map closely you will see 
that tills block Is sliced Into three 
quijor sections by tidal rivers. On 
the bay side there are five wide river 
mouths on a 70-mile front separating 
and Isolating broad headlands almost 
as effectively as would mountainV ■ 5ranges. On the opposite Maryland 
shore there are five headlands in 60 
mljes. In the Chesapeake one goes 
visiting in a motor boat. Light sig­
nals are more applicable than the tel­
ephone.

Rivers Too Wide to Bridge.
“There are numerous villages In 

tidewater Virginia that are three and 
Lour times farther from a railroad 
than any town in Illinois, Iowa or 
Ohio. Even modern auto truck serv­
ice cannot help them much, because 
a trucker would have to spend much 
of his time in this large-scale rural 
Venice, ferrying rivers too wide to 
bridge economically.

“One of the most historic of the 
Pdtomac landings is St. Mary’s. The 
steamer winds up between the nar­
rowing banks of the St. Inigoes creek, 
a sunken creek mouth like all the 
Chesapeake bay rivers. Then as the 
boat makes the final turn among the 
crescent beaches, green fields and 
blqtches of dark pine, a pier comes in 
view at the foot of a high green bank. 
Among the trees is the white shaft of 
a mouument to Leonard Calvert, who 
founded the Palatinate of Maryland 
on this site in 1634. For many years 
St. Mary’s was the capital of Mary­
land and the bricks of the old state- 
house are now incorporated in the 
vine-covered Episcopal church set In 
the ancient graveyard.

“The charge that America Is cursed 
by the speed of modern life cannot be 
made to include the Chesapeake bay 
country. Life there takes its pace 
from the soft, sunny climate and the 
inhabitants at each landing watch the 
arrival and departure of their ‘Ar­
gosy to the Outside AVorld’ with im­
mense calmness of spirit. Since there 
are no hills, the tree-clotted head­
lands and Islands and jutting piers 
seem to be some peaceful and pas­
toral design embossed upon a limit­
less blue sheet of water.

“A Chesapeake bay voyager soon 
realizes that fine seamanship Is not 
‘confined to the high seas. Taking a 
river steamer up the turns and twists 
between narrow banks and turning 
the 100-foot boat around in a space 
which appears to be 100 feet, calls 
for careful navigation.

“The visitor’s growing conception 
of river traffic’s importance to this 
region Is enforced at places like 
Coan’s Landing, which is about 200 
feet from the next stop, Bnndick’s 
wharf. Yet to go by road from Coan 
to Bundiclc’s is a 25-mlle journey.”

Cordova, Alaska.—Henry Glacier 
has changed its age-old course and 
is now literally pushing Its way over 
the top of a mountain to reach the 
sea, declare observers returning from 
the vicinity of Mile 75.

What was first thought smoke Is­
suing from the top of a peak near 
here later developments show to he 
great clouds of dust caused by the 
breakup of the soil under the pressure 
of the ice river.

Henry Wolklns, sourdough, who has 
traveled over a large part of the ter­
ritory Investigating geological freaks, 
visited the scene and inspected the 
glacier’s actions. He heard the tons 
of rock, pushed by the glacier, fall­
ing into canyons below, causing crasli- 
ings audible for five miles. The 
mountain side has the appearance of 
heavy blasting operations.

Due to the tremenuous pressure re­
sulting from the slew progress across 
the mountain, the glacier has buckled 
aud mammoth cracks crosswise are 
noticeable. The peak of the moun­
tain being slowly disintegrated is 
about 3,000 feet high but composed 
of soft shale. Prospectors believe the 
whore mountain will soon crumble 
from tiie pushing of the Irresistible 
force of the ice structure.

King of Yugo-Slavia Has 
Yearly Income of Million

Belgrade.—King Alexander of Yugo­
slavia Is one of the highest-paid mon- 
urchs In the world, recent additions 
to his civil list bringing his yearly in­
come to $1,000,000 a year.

This is forty times greater than the 
personal allowance made by Bulgaria 
to King Boris, and about five times in 
excess of the yearly income of King 
Ferdinand of Rumania. It is almost 
fourteen times more than the salary 
of the President of the United States 
and Is probably exceeded only by the 
civil list of the king of England.

But out of his $1,000,000 a year 
Alexander must maintain a huge pal­
ace at Belgrade, another at Top- 
chider, near Belgrade, a third at Bled, 
in northern Slovenia, and several 
smaller villas.

The young king does not entertain 
on an elaborate scale, but he has an 
enormous number of servants and 
others attached to his various palaces 
who must be paid.

“ Nonstop”  Trip in Persia

Tabriz, Persia.—The championship 
among the world's feminine horseback 
riders ought; to go to Miss Marjorie 
AVilson of AVatertown, N. Y., an Amer­
ican girl in the Near East Relief or­
phanage work here.

In order to save a large group of 
refugees from political intrigues which 
threatened to depriVe them of their 
homes, she made the nonstop trip of 
140 miles on horseback, halting only 
to change animals. The journey was 
from Tabriz to Urmia,, and she made 
the distance In 24 hours less than the 
weekly train: requires between these 
same two points.

The story of her remarkable ride 
has just been revealed in an official 
report filed with the American embas­
sy here.

The Ten Commandments furnish us 
with the greatest moral code that the 
world has ever seen.

I. The Preface to the Decalogue
(w . 1, 2).

The Ten Commandments are based 
upon the truth set forth In the preface. 
Two great thoughts underlie this. 
AVhat the Lord Is and what He did. 
AVhat He Is is embodied in the name 
Jehovah-ElolUm. The name Jehovah 
sets forth three great truths, viz. :

1. His all-sufficiency. All that He 
Is and does centers In Himself.

2. His sovereignty. There is no be­
ing equal to Him, nor above Him. He

j Is outside of and above every being in 
j  the universe. He is immanent and 

transcend ant.
3. His unchangeableness. The “1 

am that I am” (Ex. 3:14) may be ex­
panded Into “ I am what I was,” "I will 
be what I am,” “Jesus Christ Is the 
same yesterday, today and forever 
(Heb. 13:8). The name Elohlin signi­
fies the strong and mighty one. What 
He did is asserted to be their deliver­
ance from Egyptian bondage.

II. The First Commandment (v. 3).
“Thou shalt have no other gods be­

fore Me” means literally, ‘Thou shalt 
have no other gods before My face” 
This commandment requires single- 
hearted worship and service. Every 
man has his god. It Is either the true 
God or a false god. Life Itself with all 
Its activity Is worship. The center 
around which our activities revolve is 
our God. This commandment may be 
broken:

1. By living for one’s self. If one’s 
activities gather around himself ha 
worships himself and Is therefore an 
idolater.

2. By making pleasure the goal of 
our lives and spending our time and 
money for sensual enjoyment.

3. By being covetous (Col. 3:5). 
Every man who Is greedy for gold 
breaks this commandment.

III. The S e c o n d  Commandment 
(W. 4-6).

The first commandment is directed 
against false gods. The second Is dl- 

| rected against the worship o f the true 
God.with false forma. This command- 

j ment may be broken:
1. By resorting to the use of crosses 

' and images in our worship.
| 2. By putting into, the place of
! Christ the pope and following after 
■ priestcraft. It should be observed that 

this pommaudment Is accompanied 
with a warning and a promise. The 
warning Is that Iniquity will be visited 
upon the children even to the third 
and fourth generation. The promise is 
that He will show mercy to thousands. 
This means that the workings of the 
same divine law will pass on God’s 
mercy to thousands of generations.

IV. The Third Commandment (v. 7).
The Hebrew word translated "vain’’

in this prohibition against taking the 
name of God in vain means lying, de­
ceptive. unreal. Therefore, to take the 
name of God In vain means to use it 
In a lying, deceptive and unreal way. 
The word “guiltless” Is from a Hebrew 
word, the root-meaning of which Is to 
be clean, to go unpunished. The mean­
ing, therefore, is that God will not hold 
such a man to be clean and will not 
allow him to go unpunished who takes 
the divine name in a lying and hypo­
critical way.

The third commandment may b# 
broken:

1. By profanity.
2. By perjury.
3. By levity and frivolity.
4. By hypocrisy, which Is profess­

ing to live for God when living for self.
V. The Fourth Commandment (w. 

8-11).
The essential principle embodied In 

this commandment Is work and rest. 
It enjoins work on six days and for­
bids work on the seventh. The com­
mand to work six days Is Just as bind­
ing as the rest on the seventh. Only 
those who have worked can really 
rest. This commandment may be 
broken:

1. By living In Idleness.
2. By working on the day set apart 

for the worship of God.
3. By making it a day of feasting.
4. By devoting It to pleasure and 

games.

God alone, and trusts Him as it 
should, is raised above all anxiety for 
earthly wants.—Gelkle.
