p'l‘he State Health Officer is the
administrative and executive head
of the Department. The field ac-
tivities are organized in 18 differ-
ent divisions, A division director
with specific tralning and ex-
perjence in one of the speclalized
fields of public henlth as well as in
general public health measures di-
rects the activities of each division.

The many problems faced today
by every American community and
by every school, farm, business and
{ndustry are: how to prevent and
control {llness, malnutrition, and
epldemics; how to make the com-
munity in which one lives as free
as possible from hazards to hmlm_.

The world of discase is not di-
vided; It I8 a common world. Tu-
berculosis in the United States ls
not different from tuberculosis in
any other country. In terms of
human needs, the world is truly
one world. Public health and medi-
cine have a tremendous part to
play.

INTERNAL CORK OF
SWEET POTATOES

Bweet potato growers should be
on the look out for “Internal Cork
Disease”, Internal cork was first
found In Texas last spring. All
y8eed stock known to be infected
| were condemned by inspectors and
were dehydrated for feed.

According to Dr. A. A. Dunlap
of A&M College, this is a virus
disease and It causes hard, black,
corky islands or streaks inside the
sweet potato, The corky areas re-
main hard after the infected po-
tato has been cooked. The cork
symptoms develop during storage
50 more Infection would be found
now than at digging time.

The use of slips from infected
sweet potatoes offers the most
Ikely means of spreading the dis-
ease and utmost care should be
exerclsed In selecting the potatoes
to bed. In the case of small lots,

potatoes be cut into thin slices
in order to check for the presence
of the disease. With larger lots,
one bushel out of each 40 or 50
to be bedded should be similarly
sliced. Merely cutting the potato
In half or Into quarters is not
enough. The small corky areas may
occur anywhere in the potato even
as a short, narrow band just be-
neath the skin and complete slic-
|ing must be practiced.

Usually the disease does not af-
fect the external appearance of
the spud. If any diseased ones are
found the whole lot should be dis-
carded. Since the disease is known
to be a virus, it Is not lkely that
internal cork would be transmitted
through the soll or through barn-
yard manure from animals that
have caten discased potatoes.

Growers should be on the look-
out for this disease and stamp it
out before it becomes established
{in Texas. If Texas could be freed
|from the disease, it would be a
{ valuable cconomic asset. The state
