Texas Keeps l  Hound Packs Just 
To Hunt Down Mountain Lions

Austin -T he hubbub over Okla­
homa City's escaped leopard point­
ed up the fact that Texas, minus 
the ballyhoo. Is constant stalking 
an animal almost as vicious. This 
creature Is the mountain lion, o f ­
tentimes known as the panther or 
cougar.

Two employees o f the Oame, 
Fish and Oyster Commission main­
tain two dog packs for the primary 
purpose o f controlling the Hons 
along the Mexican border on and 
westward past the wilds o f the 
Davis Mountain country. Two regu­
lar game wardens aLso specialize 
In the use o f traps to remove 
marauding Hons from ' their dis­
tricts.

The combined kill o f both trap­
ping and stalking Is not high, but 
the work Is considered highly de­
sirable by ranchers and farmers 
and Is credited with controlling 
the big cats which are the most 
ruthless o f the varied Texas pre­
dators.

Actually, some o f the commis­
sion hounds had been alerted to 
help in the Oklahoma City hunt 
when It seemed that other dogs 
were having poor luck. The pack 
custodians were described os be­
ing very eager to take their 
hounds to tile Sooner State and 
probably would have given clear­
ance hod not the leopard return­
ed to the city zoo from which it 
had fled.

Mountain lions are controlled in 
the Texas wilds by dint of the 
most painstaking kind of work by 
both man and his faithful ally.

Bob Snow has one 
pack that works up and down the 
Mexican border and Fred Moore, 
stationed at Sierra Blanca, has 
another pack. Moore covers the 
Davis Mountain, Sierra Diablo 
Mountain, the Eagle Mountain 
areas and the country cast of lllg 
Bend National Park along Mara- 
villas Creek. In addition, two ex­
perienced state Oamo Department 
trappers are kept in the field con ­
stantly. They are John E. Hearne, 
at Cotulla, between San Antonio 
and Laredo, and Herbert Ward, 
at Catartna, northwest of Laredo.

The Director of Wildlife Res­
toration explained thnt the dogs 
arc held in readiness to pick up 
the trail when marauding Hons 
are reported by rnnehers, farm ­
ers and other persons. For the 
trappers, there Is a day-by-day 
routine ' trying to outguess the 
wily cats. Thry mny set the big 
double spring traps at a carcass 
plant where the beasts have kill­
ed livestock or big game. One of 
their favored tricks Is to find 
trace of Hons, maybe even a foot­
print, and make a blind set of a 
trap. The trappers have found 
that the huge predators Invari­
able return to an old route, even 
though they may be gone for 
weeks during which they cover 
scores of miles.

Traps usunlly are attached to 
a six foot chain which has a 
double forked hook at the end. 
As the cat drags the trap along. 
It Inevitably catches In the brush. 
The Director o f Wildlife Restora­
tion said that unlike wolves and 
coyotes, members of the so-called 
cat family give up comparatively 
easy and seldom struggle des­
perately to escape a trail.

The lion hunters, using dogs, 
usually find their prey cornered 
by the pack or forced Into a tree. 
The big cats cannot run very 
fast, barring a short distance. The 
hunters swing Into action with 
thrlr guns Just os soon as passible 
after the cats nrc brought to bay 
to spare the hounds from savage 
rushes by the beasts.

Call Physician If
Chickenpox Noted

Says State Doctor
Has chickenpox come your way? 

I f  it has. or If It does com e your 
way In the future, the first thing 
to do Is to call your physician, 
says Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State Health 
Officer.

Chickenpox Is a common com ­
municable disease caused by a 
virus. It  occurs most frequently 
In the winter and sprtng among 
children less than IS years o f age. 
The virus Is present In the dis­
charge from the mouth and nose 
and from  the small blisters which 
contain a watery fluid. Chicken 
pox Is very contagious and Is 
probably spread by direct contact 
with the patient.

Chickenpox begins from about 14 
to 21 days after exposure, usually 
with feverlshneas and loss of a p ­
petite. W ithin about 24 hours, the 
skin breaks 'out in small raised 
rose-pink spots which change Into 
blisters. The blisters quickly be­
come crusted with scabs which 
eventually fall off. The scabs are 
not contagious. Each crop com ­
pletes Its course from  rose-pink 
spot to crust In from two to four 
days.

Scratching or picking at the 
blisters may cause serious sores 
and disfiguring scars. The doctor 
will probably suggest a remedy to 
relieve the Itching, which may be 
severe. Usually the child Is not 
very 111 and begins to feel better 
In from one to three days.

W am jng—Chickenpox Is an en 
tlrely different disease from small­
pox. But when a person has not 
been vaccinated, mild smallpox Is 
sometimes mistaken for chicken- 
pox. because the early symptoms 
are strikingly alike. Smallpox Is 
a serious disease which spreads 
rapidly among unvaccinated per 
sons.

At the first sign o f what ap ­
pears to be chickenpox, call ypur 
physician so that an early diag­
nosis can be made. I f  he finds 
that the patient has smallpox, 
prompt vaccination may save the 
other members o f the family and 
outsiders, who have been exposed

LICENSE REQUIRED 
TO USE S.4-D

The recent rains have already 
caused the weeds and undesirable 
plants to Jump up In the grain 
fields and m any people have come 
to me with questions on how to 
use weed killers. W eed killers are 
very good, but every person should 
be familiar with the law on weed 
killers passed by the last session 
o f the Texas Legislature.

The dealers who sell the 2.4-D 
and other harmone type weed kill 
ers as well as the users are re­
quired to have a license. Persons 
requiring a license are: 1. All per­
sons wishing to apply any har 
mone type o f weed killer for hire, 
2.. All persona who wish to  apply 
them by plane; 3. Dealers who sell 
or offer for sale any harmone type 
o f weed killer for commercial use
and 4. Distributing agencies sell 
ing direct to consumers.

Persons who are exempt from 
securing a license are: 1. Persons 
using ground equipment on their 
own land: X  Employees o f licensed 
persons; 3. Persons using hand 
manipulated equipment; 4. State 
and Federal Agencies; and 5. Deal­
ers selling or offering for sale 
hormone type weed killers for 
yard or garden use not to exceed 
one quart or two pounds measure.

Here Is a point that should be 
closely read through. All equip­
ment that Is used to apply these 
weed killers must be licensed ex­
cept hand manipulated equipment 
This means that any farmer or 
rancher who used a tractor and 
sprayer in the weed killing opera­
tion must have the equipment 
licensed.

A  fee o f $23 must accompany 
each application for a license. If 
a license cannot be Issued the fee 
will be returned. The license can 
be secured from the Commissioner 
o f Agriculture, Austin, Texas.

There arc other regulations con­

cerning the selling and tfie of 
2,4-D and the other harmone type 
weed killers. Persons planning on 
using weed killers should check 
on these regulations. A copy can 
be seen In the County Agents o f 
flee.

Any person violating any o f  the 
provisions o f this law and caught 
and convicted o f doing It can be 
fined not less thsn 1100 or more 
than tl.000.

commercial superphosphate ferti­
lizer. He stated that the best pro­
cedure for putting out the mix­
ture was to broadcast about half 
(300 pounds) In the shallow* 
water (from two Inches to two 
feet In depth) In the first appli­
cation, and then add 60 pounds 
every 20 days thereafter until the 
total o f 60o pounds per acre has 
been applied.

Get Sun Tan Slowly 
Says State Doctor

Summer weather Is Just around 
the corner and many Texans will 
try to acquire a sun tan as quick­
ly as possible.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State Health 
O fficer today released a statement 
concerning the danger of over ex­
posure to the sun.

"Sun stroke Is not thought to 
be due to the heat of the sun, 
but to certain direct effects o f the 
sun on the human brain. It is 
likely to occur after the sun has 
shone excessively on the back of 
the head and neck," Dr. Cox ex­
plained. "This can be prevented by 
protecting the head and back of 
the neck from the sunshine," he 
added.

Dr. Cox asserted that exposure 
o f the sun has some virtue since 
the action o f the sunshine tends 
to kill the germs on the skin. 
Further sunshine produces vita­
min D  from  the fats In the skin 
and this produced Is absorbed and 
used by the body.

In general the good effects of 
sunshine are not due to the heat 
rays but ultraviolet rays." Dr. Cox 
stated. “ It must be remembered, 
however, that It Is these same rays 
which bum  the skin and extensive 
application o f direct sunshine to 
the skin may produce painful and 
severe burns which actually may 
endanger life."

The State Health Officer advises 
those who wish to obtain an ex­
tensive suntan to get it by slow 
degrees. Expose small portions of 
the skin to the 'un for a short 
period of time. When tanning Is 
established, exposing a greater area 
for a longer period of time should 
prove safe a n d  comfortable.
