Letter from Hubbard Timbers N

As I have never seen anything in your valuable paper from
this section of God's moral vineyard, I thought [ would pen
you a few lines...The busy times has come with us and many
of our stockmen are out not on the war path but the cow trail
hunting up their strayed property. It is to be hoped that the
losses from the severity of the winter will not be as heavy as
was at first supposed. Our school, under the tutorship of Mr.
Frank Parrott, opened on Monday, the 12th inst., with fifteen
scholars and with a prospect of considerable of an increase
in numbers. Mr. Parrott gives unmistakable evidence of
becoming a number one pedagogue. The school already
shows the beneficial results of having a good and fully alive
teacher; and no other branch should a neighborhood feel so
proud of as her school, and I think this is fully appreciated
here. Our population is still on the increase. J.B. Cutbirth is
the happy immigration agent this time. It’s a daughter.

Mr. Thos. West has moved from the “Rock Ranch’” up
into the Hubbard Timbers, in order to avail himself of the
benefits of our school. It is indeed gratifying to give the
rising generation an education.

Mr. John J. Adkins is having his fine stone house painted.
Mr. L.K. Dillard is the artist.

Mr. Askie has bought the place adjoining Mr. J.C.
McCombs’, one of the places formerly owned by you, Mr.
Editor, and has built a picket house on the same; he will have
a beautiful home. Mr. Blinn has brought his flock of 1300
head of sheep, which he has for some time been herding
near Belle Plain, into the neighborhood of Mr. Massie on
the Bayou. These sheep were driven up from San Antonio
during the winter, arriving here in splendid condition and
with comparatively no losses. Mr. K.M.G. Baugh wants a
sheep-shearer immediately; can’t you send him one? Mr. B.
is one of our most estimable neighbors and I hope he will be
able to soon secure the desired help. There is every evidence
of our going to have a railroad right through our timbers. The
prairie dogs on the Blancett prairie are already conferring
with the locators and trying to find out whether their town
will have the depot or not...

Grass is growing finely and stock of all kinds getting
fat, and everything is beginning to put on a appearance of
prosperity...

CALLAHAN COUNTY, TEXAS
ORDER PROHIBITING
OUTDOOR BURNING

WHEREAS, in accor-
dance with Section 240.906
of the Local Government
Code, the Callahan County
Commissioners Court had
found that dry conditions
in the unincorporated areas
of Callahan County cre-
ate a public safety hazard
that would be exacerbated
by outdoor burning; and,
whereas, such a finding
authorizes the issuance of
an order which prohibits or
restricts outdoor burning.

NOW THEREFORE
BE IT ORDERED that
the following regulations
are hereby established for
all unincorporated areas of

Callahan County, Texas.

(1) Action prohibited:

A. A person violates this
order if he or she know-
ingly, intentionally or reck-
lessly burns any combus-
tible material outside of an
enclosure which serves to
contain all flames and/or
sparks, or orders such burn-
ing by others.

B. A person violates this
order if he or she knowing-

1y, intentionally or reckless-

ly engages in any activity
outdoors which could allow
flames or sparks that could
result in a fire, or orders
such activities by others.

A POEM A DAY
How a good idea turned
into a great website--Poetry
Daily.
By Michael Chitwood

For Don Selby, a good idea
was born with a glance.

In 1995, Selby was
publishing law books. He
had stepped into the office
of colleague Diane Boller,
and there on the shelf beside
a book titled Liability of
Corporate  Officers and
Directorswasaverydifferent
sort of book, a collection of
poems by W.S. Merwin.
Selby knew Merwin’s much-
lauded reputation among
contemporary poets but was
surprised to see that another
person at the decidedly
nonliterary publishing firm
did. It didn’t take long before
he and Boller were trading
favorite poems. “I think the
first poem Diane showed
me was a Frank O’Hara, and
I'm sure the one I gave her
was an A.R. Ammons, who
1. was reading at the time,’,
Selby-said: “Ammons is a
North Carolinian but taught
many years at Cornell.

From the exchanges, the
excellent poetry Web site
Poetry Daily (www.poems.
com) was born.

“The law  publishing
business was one of the
first to get involved with
electronic publishing,
Selby said. “We had that
experience, and Diane and 1
knew that poetry publishers
struggled to get poets their
deserved audience.”

The two hatched the idea
of online poetry publishing
that would feature a new

poem every day, drawn
from  established  print
poetry journals. During

business travels, they made
side trips to visit such
influential editors as Joseph
Parisi, then editing Poetry
magazine in  Chicago,
and Peter Davidson at the
Atlantic Monthly. Everyone
they talked with thought
the idea was a win-win. A
poem would be selected
from the magazine and
featured each day. The poet
and the magazine would get
well-deserved attention, and
Poetry Daily would have its
content.

So, in 1997, Poetry Daily
came online, and it’s been
onward and upward every
since. There are a number of
poetry Web sites now, but |
think Poetry Daily is the best

The pen is mightier than the sword

in both design and concept.
It’s been my home page for
a number of years, and it’s
always a treat to log on each
morning and see what new
poem the site will bring me.
The site is my daily literary
supplement, a singular tablet
that can be taken first thing
or returned to later.

You can read “Today’s
Poem,” which comes from
prestigious magazines such
as Poetry. Paris Review,
Threepenny Review, the New
Republic, Southern Review
and others. Some days the
poem might come from
one of the very fine smaller
magazines that perhaps aren’t
known to as wide an audience
but should be--journals like
Field, crazyhorse and Beloit
Poetry Journal. Selections
are also made from recently
published books from both
mainstream and  small
literary publishers. There’s
a brief bio note about the
writer and information about
the publishing source.

“We read like crazy,”

Selby says. “We are getting

more review copies now
in addition to the literary
magazines. We are looking
for authentic poems, poems
that aspire to serious art
but we try to avoid aligning
ourselves with a particular
school or approach. We just
want to make the general
reading public aware of
what’s being published in
poetry.”

If you want to dip deeper
into the poetry world, the
site also features “From the
Newsroom,” a section that
contains links to reviews and
newsitemsconcerningpoetry.
On a recent day, there was a
review from the New York
Times, an announcement of
the Washington State Book
Awards, Mary Karr’s poem
selection for the Washington
Post and an article about four
poets and their “day jobs.” In
that delightful piece, Irish
poet Dennis O’Driscoll notes
that at Revenue and Customs
he “got a life from work: a
living which freed me from
literary drudgery: access to a
distinctive linguistic register;
stimulating subject matter;
and the welcome distraction
a busy office provides from
the obsessive anxieties which
bedevil the isolated full-time
poet.” Not what you might
expect a poet to say. Poetry
Daily delivers that kind of
surprise every day.

In addition to the online
version, PD has published
two print anthologies (full
disclosure, I have poems in

_each) of poems drawn from

the Web site.

There’s a lot happening
in contemporary poetry.
If you're not plugged in to
the world of small literary
magazines and college
reading series, you might
not know about it. But with
Poetry Daily, you can get
a regular dose or just an
occasional tonic. Either way,
you get the real thing right
at your fingertips.
