Rules and Regulations. In some 
cases violations of those Rules 
and Regulations are violations 
of Federal Law. 

"I have broken AFR 91-4. 
When Higher Echelon, in my 
case; Director-of Engineering 
—USAFE: sent a representative 
to the Base to request I be 
given a Reprimand the Base 
Commander gave me a Com-
mendation as my action had 
kept my Base open for four 
days. Circumstances alter cases. 

"Copies of the reference art-
ticle have been sent to HUD, 
with a copy to a Newspaper 
Syndicate interested in HUD 
management. It is suggested 
definite action by the Public be 
deferred until next week, at 
which time I may have an an-
swer from HUD. At present the 
only feasible way to secure 
funding of a legitimate program 
would be through resignations 
and the initiating of a new Ap-
plication beginning with full 
and complete conformance with 
HUD Rules and Regulations 
governing Community Develop-
ment Block Grants." 

Gravlin noted that his seal 
was affixed only to assume re-
sponsibility for the statements 
above and it is not to offer his 
services for a fee, other than 
in state of registration of ser-
vice to the United States of 
America.
