that have been going on since 

Clements announced plans foe 
the negotiation session. after dis-
cussing the matter with William 
eradford Reynolds, head of the 
I 	S. Justice Department's civil  
ights division. 
Parties to the meeting will ire 

elude Reynolds. White, attorneys 
for the inmate plantiffs, Texas 
prison director Jim Estelle and 
other officiads involved in the 

I case. 
Clements also says the Justin 

Department has agreed not to push 
for single cells for inmates. 

White, though, has pointed out 
that a federal court order by Tyler 
Judge William Wayne Justice re-
quires single cells. Members uf 
White's staff also have said at-
torneys in the case have been 
meeting periodically in attempts 
to settle issues in the case — meet-
ings in which the governor's staff 
has not participated. 

However Clements' negotiating 
cessions turn out, the prison suit 
promises to be a highlight of the 
gubernatorial campaign, with 
Clements already contending that 
White's "incompetence" has drag-
ged out the case for several 
months.

Two 
other insecticides recommended 
for use are Malathion or Sulfur 
dust. Be sure to follow label di-
rections for applications and ob-
serve restriction for days be-
tween application and harvest, 
Gerngross reminds.
