Land Commissioner Garry 

Mauro came out a big winner 
this session, when the gover-
nor signed new law giving him 
added land management au-
thority, not only over public 
school lands, but all other 
state-owned lands as well. 

Mauro will have added pow-
ers to trade low-revenue state 
land for property bringing 
more money to public schools. 
His new responsibilities call 
for him to assess and make 
"best use" recommendations 
for land owned by other state 
agencies. 

Mauro, a Democrat, owes 
much of his success to a quiet 
binartisan effort headed by the 
bill's Republican sponsor, state 
Sen. John Leedom of Dallas. 

Vet Tracts Easier 
Another approved bill gives 

the Veterans Land Board, also 
chaired by Mauro, the author-
ity to make veteran loans on 
5-acre tracts, much easier than 
the present 10-acre minimum 
requirement. 

Urban sprawl and the de-
cade's rising interest rates 
have made it difficult for vet-
erans to find an available ten 
acres.

Abor-
tion foes L. B. Kubiak, D-
Rockdale, and Jan McKenna, 
R-Arlington, tried to build 
their measure into other legis-
lation renewing the Texas De-
partment of Health, but some 
key lawmakers threatened to 
filibuster. 

The Speaker asked Kubiak 
and the others to retreat and 
avoid a confrontation that 
could lead to a special session 
this summer. 

State Agency Axed 
The Sneaker called it right, 

too, as House members demon-
strated when Bruce Gibson, D-
Cleburne, and some other anti-
abortion foes tried to revive 
the Texas Health Facilities 
Commission by tying it to 
abortion regulations. 

The controversial commis-
sion regulates who can build 
and expand hospitals and nurs-
ing homes, but House members 
voted 97-49 to axe it.

AUSTIN—Texas lawmakers 
neared an accord on the state 
budget by giving conference 
committee approval to a new 
twist on motor vehicle inspec-
tions.
