Fall gardening is in full swing. 
Insects will not be the problem 
they were in spring and summer. 
The fall garden could include 
beets, spinach, cauliflower, tur-
nips, mustard and collards, car-
rots and radishes. 

Start harvesting sweet potatoes 
when vines begin to yellow. Cure 
for a week or so at 80 degrees 
fahrenheit. Store at a cooler 60 
degrees fahrenheit all winter. 

Cut asparagus back to the 
ground when they turn brown and 
cover with a layer of mulch. Add 
some manre to the mulch to in-
crease next year's yield, 

Dig up your gladiolus corms I 

and caladium bulbs when the fo-
liage begins to brown. Store over 
the winter in a cool place in dry 
sand or old stockings — do not 
freeze. 

This is a good month for mov-
ing, dividing'and re-setting peren-
pia's, including day lilies, iris and 
amaryllis. 

Next month begins the season 
for transplanting fruit and nut 
trees. Prepare the sites now —
high, friable soil that is well drain-
ed and in a 1,,cation that will re-
ceive ample sunlight.

David Nichols, 28, of Abilene is 
scheduled to go on trial for mur-
der October 12 in 42nd District 
Court in Baird. 

Nichols, who was indicted earl-
ier this month for the stabbing 
death of Geneva Louise Green, 37, 
of Euless on July 3, entered a non-
guilty plea in proceedings last 
Thursday at Baird. James Paul 
Shanks, Baird attorney and for-
mer Callahan County Attorney, 
has been appointed to represent 
Nichols. 

Present Callahan County Attor-
ney Bob McCool will prosecute the 
case. 

Mrs. Green was stabbed while 
in the women's room at a rest 
stop on Interstate 20. Mrs. Green 
collapsed and died near the park-
ing lot after stumbling out of the 
restroom. 

Nichols was charged with the 
murder after he was arrested in 
California for allegedly attempting 
to murder a female hitchhiker 
there by stabbing her more than 
20 times. 

At the time, Nichols was driv-
ing a vehicle that matched the 
description of the one seen leav-
ing the scene of Mrs. Green's 
murder. He later waived extradi-
tion to Texas after local authori-
ties filed murder charges here. 

Nichols has been absent without 
leave from the U. S. Naval Re-
serve Center in Abilene since July 
23.

In verses 1 and 2 we have the 
work of creation in epitome (a 
brief statement) and in embryo. 
In epitome: that God is the maker 

I v. 1 	. . in embryo v. 2; from 
chaos, darkness, void, to God, is 
moving. When God moves some-
thing is done and so we are led 
to read on. 

Then the various working and 
moving of God in His creation and 
fixing of all order on earth pre-
paratory to creating man. . . . 
Chapter 1, 26 and 27. 

The thing that may arouse our 
deepest interest is the making of 
man in His image or likeness; we 
must ask, what is God's image? 
that we may know just what we 
would be like if indeed, we are 
the image of God. . . . This is an-
other exhaustive study for we must 
first know God and His charac-
teristics. A study of the whole 
Bible is required here. 

To say the least, in God's im-
age, man has a conformity of all 
his natural powers to the whole 
will of God. He has the ability to 
see divine things clearly . . . 
(though man is not divine, but 
he is endowed . . .). Man's will 
complying to God's will complete-
ly. Thus was man made for the 
Garden of Eden.

Lion Service office in the court-
house at Baird. Anyone engaged 
in engineering, building, planning, 
land appraising, real estate, local 
and state government, or fann-
ing or ranching can make use of 
the survey. 

The recently published soil sur-
vey of Callahan County can save 
many people time and money, 
according to Jim Boykin, District 
Conservationist for the Soil Con- 
servatinn Service in Baird. 

The survey contains detailed 
maps of Callahan County's soils, 
plus many pages of information 
telling about the soils for a variety 
of land uses. The information is 
based on soil observations to a 
depth of five feet. 

The survey can help a home-
buyer or developer determine soil-
related hazards or limitations that 
affect homesites. It can help city 
and county planners determine the 
suitability of areas for housing or 
onsite sewage disposal systems. 

A farmer can use the survey to 
estimate the average potential 
crop or forage production of his 
land_ Engineeres can use the soil 
for pipelines, buildings, landfill, 
recreation areas, and many other 
uses. 

Many people assume that soils 
are more or less alike. They are 
unaware that great differences in 
soil properties can occur within 
short distances. 

Soils may be seasonally wet or 
subject to flowing. They may be 
too unstable to use as a, 
foundation for buildings or roads. '
