New Device, Worn Around Neck, » 

To Warn Of Atomic Radiation
AUSTIN, TEXAS — Development 

of the first simple and inexpensive 
device to measure the extent of 
exposure of individuals to atomic 
radiation capable of mass pro­
duction to meet both military and 
possible civil defense needs—is an­
nounced by the Department of tha 
Army.

Designated by the Army Signal 
Corps as a self developing photo­
graphic dosimeter, the device is 
small and light, may be hung 
around one’s neck like a soldier’s 
“dog tag”, yet will measure very 
slight to fatal doses of radioac­
tivity.

A reading can be obtained from 
the dosimeter one minute after 
exposure, without recourse to a 
photographic laboratory or the 
use of supplementary equipment.

The dosimeter was developed 
under the sponsorship of the sig­
nal Corps Engineering Labora­
tories, by the Polaroid Corporation, 
Cambridge, Mass. It employs 
principles discovered by Dr. Ed­
win H. Land, President of Polar­
oid, and used in the Land camera.

Because it works on a photo­
graphic principle, the dosimeter’s 
sensitivity can be changed simply 
by altering the type of photo­
graphic emulsion used.

The dosimeter consists of a 
small metal case containing a 
flat paper package. The package, 
or plaque, in turn contains pho­
tographically sensitized film and a 
pod of developing solution. Thé 
film has graduated scales on its

outer edges and an unexposed 
center part. Exposure to gamma 
radiation causes the center strip 
to turn light—the greater the ex­
posure, the whiter the strip. By 
comparing the center strip with 
the graded scale on the edges, a 
good measure of the dosage of 
radiation received by the dosi­
meter’s user can be made. Shield­
ing in the case blocks out alpha 
and beta radiation, since gamma 
rays are the ones to be reckoned 
with in an atomic explosion.

When an individual suspects 
that he has been exposed to dan­
gerous radiation, he merely pulls 
a tab from the case. The tab is 
attached to the film plaque, which 
is removed. As the plaque passes 
through a narrow slit in the case, 
it breaks the pod containing the 
photographic developing fluids, and 
spreads the chemicals over the 
test strip and scale inside the 
plaque. The user waits approxi­
mately one minute, breaks open 
the plaque, examines the test 
strip and scale, apd learns the 
extent of his exposure.

The Signal Corps said the cases 
can be made for less than a dol­
lar and can be used repeatedly. 
The film plaques will cost about 
five cents, and new ones can be 
inserted in the cases after each 
exposure.

Steps are being taken to initi­
ate pilot production of the device 
for military use. Large quanities 
will not be available for at least 
six months.

Less Money Went 
To State Schools 

In Year of 1949
Austin.—One-half cent less of 

each state tax dollar went to sup­
port Texas’ public schools last 
year than in 1939-40 despite the 
tremendous strides made in the 
school system since the Gilmer- 
Aiken laws went into effect.

“Not only has Texas climbed 
from very low on the national 
ladder to near the top in public 
school education in the first year 
under the Gilmer-Aiken program, 
but the state accomplished what 
amounted to a near révolution in 
education without taking a bigger 
bite out of each tax dollar,” Dr. 
Mortimer Brown, president of the 
Texas State Teacher’s Associa­
tion, pointed out here today.

“In 1939-40 the public school 
support totaled 30.3fli cents of each 
state dollar expended. During the 
last school year the schools’ share 
of that dollar was 29.67, or exactly 
.54 of a cent less.

“At the same time, enrollment 
greatly increased, the number of 
teachers employed went much 
higher and the average daily at­
tendance skyrocketed.

“The average daily attendance 
jumped in one year 35,708 under! 
the new school program. Too, it 
is pertinent to point out that every 
child in Texas is guaranteed the 
opportunity of having 175 days of 
actual instruction per year.

“There are now 49,628 class room 
teachers in Texas schools,” Dr. 
Brown pointed out. “That is 4,225 
more than in 1939-40.

“That makes for better educa­
tion of our children,” Dr. Brown 
commented. "Classes are now 
smaller, allowing for more indi­
vidual instruction.

“Too, there were only 150 su­
pervisors, counsellors, and special 
services personnel, such as nurses, 
available in 1939-40. Now there ara 
2,181.”

Charles H. Tennyson, executive! 
secretary of the Teachers Associa­
tion, commented that until thé 
Gilmer-Aiken program gave. Texas 
a position near the top ef the na­
tional education field, a propor­
tionate share of the state dollar 
was not going to the schools.

“We are delighted to find the 
vastly improved school system, and 
I believe everyone will agree that 
our schools are far superior tq

those of such a short time ago as 
1948-49, is taking less of the state 
dollar.”

The total cost of state govern 
ment during the 1949-50 fiscal 
year was $527,252,453. Of that 
amount, $156,430,539 went to thq 
vast network of schools.

A total of $1)45,350,068 was used 
by the per capita apportionment, 
the supplementing foundation pro­
gram and for administration, 
Tennyson reported.

Textbooks costs and distribution 
accounted for $3,410,723. The free 
lunch program cost $3,759,361. Thé 
State Commission for the blind 
used $¡117,006. Vocational educa­
tional education cost $3,794,401, of 
which $2,018,657 was federal funds, 
Tennyson said.

INSECTICIDE AND FERTILIZER 
SUPPLY SITUATION

There is a shortage of insecti­
cide material of all kinds. The 
reason for the shortage is that 
manufacturers cannot stockpile 
the materials used to make the 
insecticide. The government al­
lots raw material to them only as 
they sell out the present supply. 
This same thing applies to ferti­
lizers.

Ranchers and farmers who plan 
to kill lice and flies and insects 
on their livestock this spring and 
summer should begin to order and 
get part of their insecticide sup­
ply on hand now. There will be 
plenty of insecticide material for 
everybody if each man buys part 
of his supply now or at least get 
in an order for the material.

There is already a definite 
scarcity of cotton poison material 
and cotton farmers who haven’t 
already got a supply of the ma­
terial should see their dealers and 
talk over this situation with them.

The fertilizer situation is very 
similar to the insecticide deal. 
Nitrogen is one of the main ele­
ments of most fertilizers and is 
also one of the main ingredients of 
munitions. The increased produc­
tion of munitions due to the war 
has made nitrogen a critical item. 
Manufacturers of fertilizers are al­
lowed only a certain amount on 
hand at one time and can only 
get more as they make and sell 
the fertilizer. Therefore if farm­
ers will get part of their fertilizer 
supplies now, there will probably 
be enough for everybody at plant­
ing time.

Any dealers or person who needs 
help in locating a supply of these 
materials may contact the county 
agent.
POULTRY OUTLOOK

Economist have pointed out 
some interesting facts about poul­
try outlook for 1951. The low 
prices of eggs now along with high 
feed prices has caused a lot of 
people to not plan on having as 
many baby chicks this year. It 
is estimated that there may be 
three percent fewer pullets rais­
ed in 1951 and fall egg prices 
should be even better in 1951 than 
usual.

Since seeing this report from 
the economist, it may be a wise 
thing for Callahan county poultry 
raisers to plan on getting a few 
more baby chicks than was plan­
ned. Your pullets should be in 
full production by fall and that 
is when the expefcted extra good 
price for eggs is expected.

Of course, the wage and price 
freeze which the government in­
voked on January 25 may change 
the whole situation as outlined 
above. If the top price on eggs 
happens to be set too low, then 
it would be unwise to plan on more 
baby chicks at the present time. 
One should study the whole situa­
tion carefully before buying any 
extra chicks at the present time.

end of the GI Bill unemployment 
allowance program on July 25, 
1952, will I be eligible for this bene­
fit after my discharge?

A—The law states that veterans 
must apply for unemployment oij 
self employment allowances within 
two years after July 25, 1947 or 
date of discharge, whichever is 
later. You are bound by your 1948 
discharge, for that date marked 

; the end of your World War XI 
service. Hence your eligibility for 
the allowances ended two years 
after that date, or in January, 
1950.

Q—My enlistment for GI Bill 
training will rim out just three) 
weeks before I finish my semester. 
Is it true that VA will let me 
finish the semester anyhow:

A—So long as your enlistment 
carries you past the mid-point of 
a term, quarter or semester, you 
will be permitted to complete that 
term, quarter or semester even 
though you have no remaining en­
titlement.

Q—Does the law extending VA 
out-patient medical care to Span- 
ish-American War veterans also 
allow them private hospital care 
at VA expense?

A—No. The law specifically limits 
the benefits to out-patient treat­
ment.

Q—My husband, a World War I 
veteran, is drawing a VA pension 
for nonservice-connected total dis­
ability. He has a yearly incomd 
of $2,000, while I have a personal 
income of around $600. When he 
reports his annual income to VA, 
does he include my $600 along 
with his, or does he just mention 
his own money?

A—He reports only his own in­
come to VA. Your income has no 
bearing on his rights.

Q—A friend of mine served in 
World War II and received an 
honorable discharge. After the 
war, he reenlisted and was later 
discharged dishonorably. Will hel 
be entitled to GI Bill benefits?

A—Yes, on the basis of the 
military service for which he ob­
tained an honorable discharge.

Q—I have just been discharged 
from service, and I want to keep 
my National Service Life Insurance 
in good shape. I would like some 
tips on the best way to handle 
premium payments.

A—The safest way to pay your 
premiums is by money order or 
check. Do not send cash through 
the mail. Also, be sure to use the 
printed return envelope VA sends 
your regularly; then you’ll know 
your premium won’t be misdirect­
ed. Most important of all, pay 
your premiums on time.

Q—I obtained a GI home loan,

and authorized the lender to ap­
ply VA’s four percent gratuity to­
ward reducing the principal of the 
loan. Now I find myself unable 
to meet my payments. May the 
lender reapply the gratuity toward 
the payments I can’t meet, and

thus prevent a possible fore­
closure?

A—Yes. It is legally proper to 
reapply gratuity initially credited 
toward the principal, if it’s for 
the purpose of preventing or cur­
ing a default.

Washington.—The Defense De­
partment knocked out last Friday 
a draft rule which had caused 
many college students to quit 
school in mid-term.

The new order gives the stu­
dent who gets a draft notice the 
right to volunteer for the armed 
service of his choice. As is the 
practice now, he won’t be called 
to duty until the end of the school 
year he has started.

Under the old plan, the student 
getting a draft call automatically 
was destined for the army. Num­
bers of them dropped out of 
school to volunteer and get their 
choice.

The new order permits them to 
wait until near the end of the 
college year before signifying their 
enlistments in the two months 
prior to the final month of the 
term. Then the enlistees will not 
be called until the term is over.

The rule is effective immediate­
ly. Officials said, for example, that 
if a college student got a draft

US Population Jumps 
2,000,000 Since April

How To Handle 
Pressure Cooker 

With Safety

The population of the United 
States has increased by nearly
2.000. 000 since the census was 
taken last April, which brings the 
total—including men overseas in 
service—to about 1153,000,000 as of 
the end of 1950, according to the' 
Metropolitan Life Insurance Com­
pany.

For the full year the natural in­
crease—the excess of births over 
deaths, including losses in thé 
armed forces overseas—was close; 
to 2,250,000. The rate of natural 
increase was about one and a half 
per cent, which is substantially 
higher than the average for tha 
past decade.

The total increase in the 10 
years just past was more than
20.000. 000—the highest for any 10 
year period in the country’s his- 
tary—and for the five year period 
since the end of World War II 
the natural increase itself exceed­
ed 11,000,000.

"The population record of the 
country in recent years provides 
an index of the vitality of tha 
American people which is partic­
ularly reassuring in the present 
crisis,” the statisticians comment.

College Station.—Pressure cook­
ers are familiar items in the home­
maker's kitchen equipment. Ber­
nice Claytor, home management 
specialist with the A&M College 
Extension Service, emphasizes 
cleaniness as being the first rule 
in the care of a pressure cooker.

For safe operation, she says, the 
vent tube must always be un­
clogged. At each washing it is ad­
visable to see that this tube is 
clear. A pipe cleaner is a handy 
gadget for cleaning the tube.

Mrs. Claytor cautions against 
ever immersing in water covers 
that have pressure gauges or 
weights for controlling the pres­
sure because bits of food or grease 
may get in the tube. The gasket 
needs thorough washing because! 
it will deteriorate if grease ac­
cumulates on it. Some gaskets can 
be removed for washing. Rims of 
the lid and cooker should be saved 
from raps and knocks, Mrs. Clay­
tor adds, because they are the 
sealing surfaces. If a dent is made 
on the rim, a leak will develop 
and it will be almost impossible 
to build up steam pressure in the 
cooker.

When a cooker is not in use, 
keep it open to the air to prevent 
off-flavor or taste that it may ac­
quire if tightly covered. The home 
management specialist also advises 
having a safe place for storing 
the removable gauge or weight. 
If no special storage place is de­
signated, the homemaker or cook 
may lose valuable time in trying 
to locate the gauge whenever it 
is needed.
