Sept. 30 Last Day

For Crop Insurance

September 30 is the last day to
apply for crop insurance for barley,
oats, and wheat in Callahan County
according to Ardell Kalmbach, a
Representative of the Federal Crop
Insurance Corporation (FCIC).

Recently a new crop insurance
plan, called Actual Production History
(APH), became available to farmers
for specific crops. It is designed to
promote actuarial integrity and fair-
ness on a producer-by-producer basis.
“Using your own farm records or
other available sources of in-
formation, an APH Yield is de-
termined for each crop produced.

The higher your individual APH
Yield, the more insurance protection
you are offered,” explained Kalm-
bach, “"And the lower your premium
rate.”’

Since no one crop insurance policy
is best for every situation, individual
and financial needs must be con-
sidered before buying insurance.

“To find our more about the
program, contact an authorized in-
surance agent,”” urged Kalmbach,
“‘As the deadline to apply for crop
insurance is September 30.”

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ounty Seeks

$78,500 Cut

County Commissioners have called
a public hearing for Thursday.
September 18 from 6-8 p.m. in the
commissioners courtroom at the cour-
thouse in Baird. for taxpayers input
concerning Callahan County's 1.198
million dollor budget for the 1986-87
fiscal year.

Commissioners have spent the last
couple of weeks trimming the budget
after the county lost $56.000 in federal
revenue sharing money and S10
million in tax value in the county due
partly to the oil slump.

County Commissioners also had to
come up with $57.000 for the indigent
health care program forced upon them
by state officials.

Commissioners have agreed to pre-
sent a budget which sees $78.500 in
expenditure reductions by the county.

The cut likely to be felt by most
county residents is the elimination of
funding for dumping at the regional
sanitary landfill in Abilene. The coun-
ty had been paying $16.000 a year in
fees for residents to dump free of
charge at the landfill. All county
residents dumping trash at the landfill
will have to start paying themselves.
Funding for the sanitary landfill fees
had been coming from revenue sharing
money.

Commissioners also cut the salaries
and benefits of some county
employees hours which will result in a
saving of $27,600.

County employees hours cut includ-
ed: county librarian three hours a
week, county extension agent's
secretary four hours a week, closing
the Veteran’s Administration office
one additional day and not replacing
an employee who had resigned in the
tax collector’s office.

Commissioners plan to operate the
county library hours to afternoons on
weekdays and keep the VA office open
two days a week.

Another bid budget reduction will
be seen in the county constable ex-
pense fund. Commissioners hope to
pay constable for the number of cita-
tions issued. Constables were being
paid a salary of $1 a month and $285
expense allowance. Revenue sharing
money had been used to pay the con-
stables also.

The program of killing coyotes in-
side the county and paying $5 per
animal will be eliminated. Savings by
eliminating this program will amount
to $3,500. Money used to pay for this

program had been coming from
revenue sharing.
Commissioners also voted to

eliminate funding to the Clyde and
Cross Plains Libraries. This  will
amount to a saving of $4.400. Each
library had beén receiving $2.200

from federal revenue sharing money.

County fire departments will also
feel the wrath of the budget cuts.
Commissioners expect to save $3.000
by eliminating funding to the Clyde.
Baird and Cross Plains Fire Depart-
ments. Each department had received
$1.000 each year from money . the
county received from revenue sharing.

Commussioners also cut $1.500 off
the donation made to the Callahan
County Nutrition Program. The Nutri-
tion Program along with the Meal-On-
Wheels Program will only receive
$3.000 each from the county coffers.
The Meals-On-Wheels Program will
receive the same amount of donation.
Funding for these two programs had
been coming from federal revenue
sharing money.

The county jail will also feel the
blade of budget axing in the amount of
$1.500 for the jailer's transportation
allowance and a $1.200 saving ex-
pected from jail food and kitchen sup-
plies.

Other reductions commissioners
hope will be made include: saving
$4.000 a year in telephone expenses:;
saving $3.000 in office supplies by us-
ing a purchasing agent: and saving
$1.500 in eliminating some equipment
service contracts.

The only service to see a increase in
the amount of funding by the county
will be a increase from $850 per
month to $1,000 per month given to
the Citizens Emergency Medical Ser-
vice in Clyde.

A bookkeeping reduction in the
budget in the amount of $52.000 is
also planned by the commissioners.
The savings will be made when the
county transfers half of the four county
commissioners salaries from the
general fund to the precinct funds.
Half of the commissioners salaries will
be taken from the precinct funds
because of a surplus of funds in the
precinct accounts.

With all the budget cuts. the tax rate
will still be 6.9 percent above the ef-
fective tax rate. Commissioners are
hoping for a .3050 cents per $100 tax
ratc which 1s 12.5 percent over last
year's tax rate of .2712 cents per $100
of valuation.

Although the county is asking for a
6.9 percent increase over the effective
tax rate of .2852 cents, the only in-
crease is in the indigent health care tax
rate of .0213 cents. There was no in-
digent health care tax last year. There
will be a reduction in the general fund
tax rate to .2128 cents, a .5 percent
decrease from the cffective tax rate.
The County Farm to Market Road tax
ratc of .0709 cents is also a .7 percent
decrease from this year's effective tax
ratc of .0714 cents.

WTU Giving Refunds

West Texas Utilities customers this
month are receiving refunds and also
paying less for the electricity they
use.

The double-barreled relief comes
from a continued decline in the
Company’s boiler fuel costs, which by
law are passed on to the customers.
The Company is refunding over 85
million — an average of about $11 per
customer — in retail
collected in excess of actual fuel costs
over the past several months. At the
same time, the charged
customers for fuel is being reduced.

The fuel cost refund is the third
within about a year for WTU, thanks
mainly to the decline in the price of
natural gas, WTU’s main boiler fuel.
A further decline in fuel costs is
expected when WTU’s
burning Oklaunion Power
goes on line late this year.

““The cheaper coal should partially
offset an anticipated increase in base
rates necessary to pay the plant’s
construction costs,”” Don Welch of
Abilene, vice-president and director
of customer services, said.

Welch said the new fuel cost factor,
which was set by the Public Utility

Commission at WTU’s request,
brings WTU’s standard residential
summer rate down below average for
investor-owned utilities in Texas.

WTU customer now will pay $72.59
for 1,000 kilowatt-hours, compared to
$80.01 under the old fuel cost factor,
and $40.55 for 500 kilowatt-hours
compared to $44.26. The average
reported by the PUC for eight
investor-owned utilities in August
was $76.55 for 1,000 KWh and $40.72
for S00 KWh.

WTU's average rates for an entire
year now are even lower. Including
both summer and winter rates, the
12-month average would be $68.84 for
1,000 KWh and $38.67 for 500 KWh.
The summer rates run from May 1
through October and were established
by the PUC to encocurage energy
conservation during hot weather.

Coal deliveries are now being made
to the Oklaunion plant, which is
nearing  completion eight miles

southeast of Vernon. WTU’s share of
the plant’s generation will be equal to
about one third of the Company’s
total existing generating capacity,
which comes from eight major gas-
fired power stations.
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Max Pevey Oil Co., Abilene, will
drill three wells in the Gladys Young
to 600 feet in the regular, 2 miles east
of Webb on a 117-acre lease, Wm.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 15 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that ‘would permit the legislature to
provide by general law for the ap-
portionment of the value of railroad
rolling stock among the counties in
which the property of the railroad
is located for purposes of property
taxation, and would delete the re-
quirement that the Comptroller par-
ticipate in making the allocation. To
comply with both statutory and con-
stitutional law, the apportionment
currently is being made by the State
Property Tax Board in conjunction
with the Comptroller.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

allow the legislature to provide by

genera] law for the apportionment

of the value of railroad rolling

stock among counties for purposes

of property taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 33 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would replace the constitution-
al requirement that the subject of a
bill be expressed in its title with a
mandate that each house of the legis-
lature adopt rules of procedure that
would require the subject of each
bill.to be expressed in its title in a
manner that gives the legislature
and the public reasonable notice of
that subject. Determining compli-
ance with the rule would be the re-
sponsibility of the legislature. Cur-

rently, a law is invalidated if a
court finds its caption is defective.
The amendment would provide that
past and future enactments may
not be held void on the basis of an
insufficient title. ;

The amendment also would elimi-
nate the suggestion that the state’s
laws be revised every fen years, and
instead would provide for continu-
Ing revision of state laws.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutionai amendment re-
guiring each house to include in
its rules of procedure a rule that
each bill contain a title expressing
the bill’s subject, and providing
for the continuing revision of
state laws.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 73 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would permit the Legislature to au-
thorize any county, city, town, or
other political subdivision ‘to use
public funds or credit to pay insur-
ance premiums on nonassessable life,
health, or accident policies. Due to
the prohibition in the constitution
against the lending of credit and
granting of public money, political
subdivisions currently are prohibit-
ed from becoming shareholders in
associations such as mutual-insur-
ance companies, in which policy-
holders are shareholders. A nonas-
sessable mutual insurance policy
does not allow a company to raise
capital by assessing the policy-
holder an extra amount on a pre-

The amendment would also
authorize the Legislature to permit
a state bank or a national bank
domiciled in this state to engage in
business at more than one place if it
acquires a failed state bank or na-
tional bank domiciled in this state.

The female prefers a position high
in the branches of a tree to build her
nest. She usually lays two tiny white
eggs about the size of navy beans.
The young hatch in about two weeks,
they have no feathers and cannot see.
Within three weeks they are fully
feathered and strong enough to leave
the nest.

We have had one in particular that
through the years had layed claim to
our humming bird feeder. He hides
on a small leaf in one of our Althea
bushes and guards the feeder. If an
“intruder’’ attempts to sample the
sugared water, he attacks with the
speed of a bullet, but comes to a
screeching halt if it turns out to be a
red wasp. We have received a lot of
knowledge and enjoyment from the
simple man-made humming bird
feeder and wanted to share it with
others.

The sugared water does not have to
be colored and once you pick a place
for your feeder, do not move it.
They’ll find it and every year come
back to that same spot expecting to
find it there.

In this day and time of violence,
crime, pain and suffering, we can
receive peace and serenity from the
perfection of God’s beautiful hand
work of making the humming bird.
