heating bills this winter through the
Home Energy Assistance Program,
according to Texas Department of
Human Services Commissioner
Marlin Johnston.

Johnston said the one-time payment
is available to many low-income
households. Applications for energy
assistance were mailed to households
that received food stamps, Aid to
Families with Dependent Children, or
Supplemental Security Income in
December. Other low-income in-
dividuals may request an application
from local DHS offices during the
enrollment period of January 15
through February 18.

Eligibility is limited by gross in-
come and resources. Aid is available
for a one-person household having less
than $589.49 gross income per month.
The gross income limits are $781.49
for households of two persons,
$973.49 for three, $1,165.49 for four,
$1,357.49 for five, and $1,549.49 for
SiX.

Households are eligible if the cost
for heating is included in the rent pay-
ment or if the household pays a portion
of its home energy costs.

Energy assistance checks are sent
directly to the people who are eligible
for assistance. However, the checks
are made payable to the energy pro-
vider.

Persons receiving one of these
energy assistance checks should mail it
or take it in person to the energy pro-
vider business office with their regular
energy bill. The check can be cashed
only by the energy provider. If the
HEAP check is more than the energy
bill, the additional amount will be
credited to the person’s account for the
next month’s bill. If the energy bill is
higher than the check, the person is
responsible for paying the difference.

State Organ-Tissue Donor

Law Takes Effect

AUSTIN — Under a law passed by
the 70th Texas Legislature, hospitals
are required to identify potential
organ/tissue donors at or near death,
inform the family of the option to
donate, and document the approach
and its disposition. The state law
became effective January 1, while a
similar federal law took effect
November 20, 1987.

A written protocol for conforming
with the state law is required of each
hospital in the state, and hospitals in
the Medicare and Medicaid program
must comply with federal law, accor-
ding to Matthew T. Wall, staff at-
torney with the Texas Hospital
Association. :

"‘'The protocol must provide for
trained individuals to perform the ap-
proach to the family of a dying patient
and inform them of the option to
donate,’” Wall said.

“Neither the federal or state laws
require asking the family for the
organs or tissues of their loved one.
This is not the intent of these new
laws. Rather, they envision the ap-
proaching of the family to deter-
mine/identify whether the deceased or
dying patient was an organ or tissue
d_on0r, as evidenced for example by a
signed donor card. If not, then the
hospital must simply inform the family
of their option to donate or decline
donation, and document the approach
and its disposition,’’ the attorney ex-
plained.

Under the new state law, no inquiry
is required: if the decedent is medical-
ly unsuitable for donation, there is ac-
tual notice of objections to donate by
the decedent or persons authorized to
make a donation, or if the hospital has
not been notified by a procurement
organization as to current medical

needs for organs/tissues and the
organization’s availability for
retrieval.

“In considering organ or tissue
donation, families should keep in mind
that no costs are incurred by the donor
family, and that the identity of both the
donor and recipient are kept confiden-
tial. No visible alteration to the body
and no interference with funeral ar-
rangements is anticipated,’’ Wall
noted.

**The best time to think about organ
or tissue donation is while you are
well, and decisions to donate should
be shared with family members,’’
noted THA President Terry Town-
send. ‘‘These laws were drafted in
response to a critical shortage of
organs and tissues. In complying with
these laws which the health care in-
dustry supported, hospitals will be
sensitive to dying patients and

families. Organ and tissue donations
from dying patients literally will pro-
vide life for others. For donors and
their families, it can be a final act of
love, a way to make death meaningful.
For recipients, it's a chance to live a
productive life once again.”

for those seeking election to the Silver
Haired Legislature: the individual
must be at least 60 years old by
January 1, 1988; a registered voter;
and reside in the region for which he
or she is seeking election.

The Silver Haired Legislature was
authorized by the 69th Texas
Legislature. It is a non-partisan body
of senior citizens who will meet in
Austin in September 1988 to draft and
propose suggested legislation to be
considered by the 7lIst Texas
Legislature which convenes in Austin
January 1989.

The Silver Haired Legislature pro--

vides the opportunities for the senior
citizens of Texas to become actively
involved in the issues which concern
them. The first Silver Haired
Legislature met in September 1987
and addressed many issues, some of
which were homestead taxes,
catastrophic health insurance, and
medicaid.

One does not need to be an ex-
perienced politician to serve in the
Silver Haired Legislature. A concern-
ed citizen with the willingness to learn
about the legislative process and the
desire to use that process for the bet-
terment of others will find this to be a
challenging and rewarding experience.

Social Security
Beneficiaries Will
Receive Benefit

Statement

If you're a Social Security
beneficiary, you should receive a
Social Security Benefit Statement
(Form SSA-1099) in the mail
sometime this month, The form shows

the amount of Social Security Benefits °

you received or repaid in 1987. You
should use the form to help you figure
whether any of your Social Security
benefits are subject to Federal income
tax.

Most Social Security beneficiaries
do not have to pay any Federal income
tax on their Social Security benefits. If
your Social Security check is your
largest source of income, you pro-
bably won't owe any tax on your
benefits. But if you have substantial
income in addition to your Social
Security benefits, up to half of your
annual Social Security benefits may be
subject to Federal income tax.

Your Social Security benefits may
be taxable if your taxable income plus
your non-taxable interest plus half of
your Social Security benefits exceeds
the base amount, The base amounts
are $25,000 if you are single, $32,000
if you are married and file a joint
return; or $0 if you are married, live
with your spouse at any time during
the year, and file separate returns.

Included with your benefit statement
will be an IRS Notice 703. This notice
includes a worksheet you can use to
get an idea if any of your benefits may
be taxable. If you are married and you
and your spouse will file a joint return,
be sure to combine your incomes and
your Social Security benefits when
you fill out the worksheet, :

If you have any questions about the
worksheet or how to figure your tax-
able income, call any IRS office. The
phone numbers of IRS offices are
listed on the back of the Notice 703,

High school students are creative.

But, as a recent survey at Concordia
Lutheran College in Austin found, much
of this creativity is not confined to
school work.

Recently, 16 senior teacher education
students from the school surveyed 1,500
Texas high schools in search of the most
creative excuses given by students for
tardiness, absence and missed
homework.

Using inescapable logic, a student
said, "I would have been on time but the
bell rang." Another just asked, "Have
you ever tried to find toilet tissue in this
school?"

The modern age has brought new
excuses. "I had jet lag," said one. "My
water bed leaked and I spent two hours
mopping up water," said another. By far
the most used of the new excuses was

* The Cross Plains School system
provided a copy of their annual perfor-
mance report for publication.

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Nutrient Supplementation Necessary
For Cattle In Winter

Cattle graze pastures all year long,
but the nutrient composition changes
with the seasons, and fall and winter
diets are generally low in protein and
usually inadequate for beef cattle, says
Dr. Larry L. Boleman.

*‘Once the grass has stopped grow-
ing and loses its green lush appearance
it becomes coarse and fibrous,"
Boleman says.

Boleman, beef cattle specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M University
System, says the crude protein content
of the grass falls, and the forage
becomes harder for cattle to digest.

Animals consuming diets low in
protein lose their appetite, develop a
rough appearance, become weak,
posses lowered resistance to disease
and overall growth, reproduction and
calf weights are greatly reduced,
Boleman adds.

‘‘Some people think cattle can simp-
ly eat more to make up the needed
nutrients,’’ Boleman says. ‘‘Since the

grass is slowly digested. consumption
is lowered and the animal receives
even less nutrients.

If protein is added to this type of
diet, digestion will increase, and even-
tually the animal will eat more.

Protein supplements are available in
many types and forms. such as cubes.
cakes and liquids. Each will vary in
nutrient composition and the producer
should be aware of the protein
amount.

‘‘Since protein is required for
growth and milk production.™
Boleman says, ‘‘the protein re-
quirements for heifers and lactating
cows are higher than for dry. pregnant
cows. "’

Boleman says the amount of dry
matter (energy), vitamins and protein
are all to be considered when a defi-
ciency occurs.

“‘When energy is low. some grain
may be fed along with protein to make
up for the difference,”” he says.

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Conservation And The
Tax Reform Act of 1986

The Tax Reform Act of 1986 revis-
ed Section 175(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue code regarding: Soil and
water conservation expenditures eligi-
ble for deduction on a taxpayer's
return,

Expense deductions under Section
175 are limited to those that are con-
sistent with a conservation plan ap-
proved by the Soil Conservation Ser-
vice (SCS) of the Department of
Agriculture or in the absence of such a
plan, a plan of a comparable state con-
servation agency.

SCS and the Internal Revenue Ser-

. vice have determined that Section

175(c)(3) soil and water conservation
expenses may be deducted by the tax-
payer in the following cases:

a. An individual conservation plan
approved by SCS or;

b. A county plan approved by the

SCS State Conservationist or:

c. A plan such as forestry manage-
ment plan approved by a comparable
state agency.

An SCS county plan has been
developed for Callahan County lan-
downers and consists of 15 commonly
used soil and water conservation prac-
tices that farmers and ranchers apply.
This list of eligible practices is
available in the SCS office in Baird for
those taxpayers who request copies
and for tax consultants.

VA Cost Of Living Increase

According to Putt Brandon,
Veterans County Service Officer for
Callahan County, the Social Security
Administration has recently announc-
ed a cost-of-living increase of 4.2 per-
cent in Social Security benefits, effec-
tive December 1, 1987. Accordingly,
the Veterans Administration has
amended its regulations to implement
corresponding VA benefit increases in
Pension under Public Law 95-588
(New Improved Pension); the max-
imum annual income limitations in
Pension programs in effect on June 30,
1960 (Old Law Pension) and on
December 31, 1978 (306 Pension);
and the maximum annual income
limitations and the rate formulas ap-
plicable to Parents’ DIC.

Since these rates were effective
December 31, 1987, beneficiaries
should notice the adjustments in their
Pension checks beginning with the
January 1, 1988 check.

Provisions for an increase in VA
Compensation and DIC benefits have
not yet passed Congress. Currently it
appears that Congress will award an
increase of 4.1 percent to those
veterans in receipt of Compensation
and to those widows and children of
deceased veterans in receipt of DIC.
Though a date of passage cannot ac-
curately be projected, it is thought that
the effective date of increase when
passed by Congress and signed by the
President will be December 1, 1987.

FIRE ALARMS CAN

BURN CONSUMERS

Thousands of people die each
year in home fires. Some of those peo-
ple thought they were protected by
fire safety equipment. But what they
had been sold was junk.

As in many other product areas,
we find consumers subjected to high
pressure sales tactics, leading to the
sale of worthless or less than efficient
fire protection equipment-much of it
at inflated prices.

. THE PITCH

One typical sales Lactic is Lo send
the consumer a card in the mail of-
fering a free fire safety inspection.
Once the salesperson gets in the door,
he may take a look around and
declare the home to be a matchbox,
ready to go up in flames at any time.

If the homeowner already has
smoke detectors, the salesman may
say that these alone will not do the
job. He may also say there should be
a “coordinated system'' covering the
entire house, which, coincidentally,
his company offers.

He may tell the consumer that
smoke is not the biggest killer in fires,
when, in fact, it is.

He may also try to sell the con-
sumer heat detectors on the false
premise that smoke detectors are in-
adequate. But the National Fire Pro-
tection Association (NFPA) says if

you can only afford smoke detectors,
they are probably adequate. If you
want maximum protection, and can
afford it, then heat detectors in the
kitchen, garage and attic, along with
smoke detectors at each level of the
house, are a good idea.

SAFETY TIPS

Check to see if your smoke detec-

tor is UL (Underwriters Laborau_;ry)
listed. If it is, it should do the job.

There's no need to spend a great deal
of money.

If you are solicited by a company

X
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wanting to install fire alarms, check
with your local Better Business
Bureau or fire department to see
what kind of reputation the company
has. And. remember. if you are
solicited in your home and sign a con-
tract there, you have three business
days in which to cancel your contract.
If you decide to do so, it must be done
in writing.

AUSTIN-In a turaultuous wecek
that can only mcan the clection
campaign season has begun in
earnest:

e The Texas Repubiican Party
began investigating whether sig-
natures were forged on the pe-
titions of presidential candidates
Bob Dole and Alexander Haig.

e Robert Campbell, a leading
Democrat on the Texas Supreme
Court, resigned from the bench,
angering his party’s officials by
giving the GOP governor another
free appointmeat; meanwhile, the
Republicans launched their slate to
reform the high court.

e Former state Scn. Lloyd
Doggett, D-Austin, uncloaked his
well-veiled candidacy for the
Supreme Court and cranked up his
organization of liberals.

e In order to avoid a primary
fight with Doggett, former Con-
gressman Jack Hightower switched
his campaign over to the scat being
vacated by Campbell.

e A former head of the Ku Klux
Klan filed for president on the
Texas Democratic ticket.

Forgeries Suspected

A spot check of petitions by The
Dallas Morning News turned up
evidence that dozens of names had
been forged on the Dolc and Haig
petitions, including the names of

Dcemocrats and one dcad person,
all from Houston.

Officials in both those cam-
paigns denied knowlcdge of forg-
cries, and thc Tcxas Republican
Party is seeking out the over-
zcalous worker who may have
committed the fclony.

The position of those candidatcs
on the Texas ballot could be in
jeopardy.

Justice Resigns

While the presidential race will
dominate the scason, it looks like
most of the good action will take
place in-of all the unlikely places-
the Texas Supreme Court races.

Campbell’s resignation caught
Democratic headquarters by sur-
prise, and they blasted him for
giving Gov. Bill Clements “an-
other backroom appointmcnt.”

Some party faithfuls contend the
party is in no position to cxhibit
sclf-rightcousncss about backroom
mancuvering, sincce it's under

Contioversial Doggett, adored
bv the liberals ai.d abhorred by the
conservatives, should get the prize
for the scason’s best-Kept secrct.
Not unul the filing dcadline
approached did Doggett reveal his
plans o rcgaina public office.

Some saw a basic irony in the
initial Doggett-Hightower match-
up, for Doggett is closcly aligned
with Agriculture Commissioner
Jim Hightower, to the extent that
they share much of the same
Austin liberal support.

The irony was that Jack High-
tower could be confused with Jim
Hightower bv uninformed voters-
the old namic-game snarc which is
common in Texas.

High Court Battleground

The struggle for political domi-
nance of this state will be fought in
1988 on the Supreme Court cam-
paign trail. Certainly, the scenario
is in dirc disarray, and perhaps
well-matched.

At issuc 1s whether the court
should be lcft or right, and
whether justices should be elected
or appointed.

For starters, the majority of
justices aren’t happy with recently
dcparted Chicf Justice John Hill,
who quit in mid-term to lobby for

an appoilited court

The expose on CBS' ~Sixty
\Minutes” made justices suspect
in the eves of the nation and as
Justice Oscar Mauzy 1mplied in
rcmarks last week, 1t's war.

Then when Campbell quit to
campaign to keep electec judges,
the other faction got angrv.

Prcsently, it's the most divisive
pohiiical issue to hit the Supreme
Court and legal profession this
decade.

Dcmocrats have lost the edge.
Gov. Clements is sitting with
two appointments and a  well-
funded rcform slate to topple a
Dcmocratic court which 1s at war
with itself.

Observers arc convinced 1t's
going to bc a bitter fight. The
issuc of wholesale 1mpropricty
by somec justices is what started
this confrontation, and if the
warriors gct out of hand during the
campaign, Texans may wait a long
time before the Supreme Court i1s
again vicwed as the hallowed halls
of dccorum.
