A one car accident occured 
November 14, 13.7 miles south of 
Baird on U.S. 288 around 11:50 a.m. 
The vehicle driven by Jayanti Bhakta 
had just passed a truck when it went 
out of control and ran into the bridge. 
After impact the vehicle hung partially 
off the bridge. 

Bhakta was killed instantly. Justice 
of the Peace Rolan Jones pronounced 
the man dead at 12:30 p.m. He was the 
owner and operator of the Hereford 
Motel in Albany. 

Prital J. Bhakta, his f.even-year-old 
daughter, died from injuries sustained 
from the accident at Humana Hospital.

Baird advances after winning an 
Area title.

Brown scored his second 
touchdown on a sweep to the left from 
the three. 

Curtis Wyatt had his kick blocked 
after the first touchdown, so the Buffs 
went for two after the second. Smith's 
pass to Brown was stopped short of the 
goal. 

For that first quarter, it appeared as 
if the season would end for the Bears. 
But then there are 3 more quarters. 

In the second quarter, Corn set up 
Baird's first touchdown with 2 plays. 
With about 8 minutes to play in the 
half, Corn received a punt and return-
ed it to the 13. A clipping call set the 
ball back for play on the 26. The Bears 
were pushed back to the 31 after 
another penalty. 

Corn picked up 27 of the yardage, 
but the tackle at the end of the play 
was the one that broke the collarbone. 
Joy came in as quarterback and scored 
on the next play. 

On Baird's next possession. Robin-
son picked up 16 yards down to the 13 
and Joy gained 9 down to the 4 on the 
next play. Joy scored from the I two 
plays later. 

There were a lot of big plays in the 
third and fourth quarters, but neither 
team scored. 

Baird advances with a 12-0 record 
while the Buffs finish with an 8-4.

Once when times were very good to 
me, I had a large house built by a 
somewhat uneducated carpenter — at 
least, that is what he told me. Perhaps 
this -carpenter had kissed the Blarney 
Stone because he had the greatest gift 
of gab of anyone that I have ever 
known. Though he was only fifty-five-
years-old, he had worked everywhere 
as a carpenter for the military, and his 
expertise covered the complete spec-
trum of carpentry. 

This effluent carpenter was very 
deligent in his work for some three full 
years. He was ever so quick with a 
square or rule that he used to calculate 
any angle or length with the greatest of 
ease. He made forms for the founda-
tion and did the finish work — he 
assured me that this foundation would 
last for centuries. He always talked 
about the emphasis that another 
carpenter had put on having a founda-
tion on solid ground. 

How this man did all of this work by 
himself was just unbelievable. But to 
him, this was the greatest work in his 
life for he had never built a house 
completely by himself during his 
thirty-odd years as a carpenter. 

While he was working on this 
house, my home to be, he continually 
referred to it as his "little creation." 
At first, this "little creation'' state-
ment was rather annoying to me 
because my pockets had paid for the 
plans, lumber, nails, brick, sheetrock, 
paneling, and accessories — not to 
mention his wages. And then, I realiz-
ed that he was true blue in his belief 
that this was his creation for he indeed 
had taken the base materials and had 
made something exquisite with his 
special touch. 

About one week after my family and 
I moved into this l?eautiful home, this 
carpenter called me on a Sunday mor-
ning asking that he might bring some 
friends over after church to see his 
"little creation." I naturally agreed 
because I, too, loved to show off my 
new home. Shortly after church, a 
troop of twelve strangers were at my 
door with the carpenter. He introduced 
each and every person, telling in a few 
short words what each person was do-
ing with his life. 

And lastly, he introduced me to his 
somewhat comely six-year-old grand-
son, who had eyes that twinkled like 
huge diamonds. He stood out like a fly 
in a bowl of green pea soup, for 
around his waist he had a nail apron 
and in one hand he had a plastic ham-
mer while in the other he had a plastic 
skill saw. he sat the little skill saw 
down at the front door, and held his 
grandfather's hand during the whole 
tour. 

The carpenter showed off each nook 
and cranny that had a certain beveled 
angle here or a picture-framed bay 
window there, and he told how he had

The cost and policy concerning food 
at the Callahan County Jail at Baird 
has come under fire at the Last two 
County Commissioners Court 
meetings. 

Mrs. Mary Van Der Linden of near 
Cross Plains met with commissioners 
at their regular meeting Monday, 
November 14, for the second time in 
two months concerning her and her 
husband, Cliff's, contention that too 
much is being spent for food at the jail 
and that outstiders are being allowed 
to eat free meals there. 

According to figures Mrs. Van Der 
Linden obtained from the county 
treasurer's office, a little over $6 is be-
ing spent on each meal cooked at the 
jail. 

She also contends that deputies and 
other lawmen and officials are being 
allowed to eat iree at the jail. It was 
reported that deputies from Cross 
Plains not only eat at the jail free but 
charge the county mileage to and from 
the meals. 

According to her figures, $1,092.49 
was spent on jail food in the month of 
July. By comparison, she said that for 
the month of February 1975, $40.72 
was spent. 

Mr. and Mrs. Van Der Linden have 
proposed to commissioners that a limit 
of $3.33 per meal per prisoner be plac-
ed on jail food costs. 

They are also proposing that records 
be kept of anyone else eating meals at 
the jail and that if they do so, it be 
regarded as compensation under the 
Internal Revenue act and be taxed as 
such.

Pritesh Bhakta, 5-year-old son of 
Bhakta, sustained severe facial and 
head lacerations. 

Sarojben, 28-year-old wife, and 
Daxa, 22-year-old sister of Bhakta, 
received severe lacerations in the acci-
dent. 

Local volunteers with the Emergen-
cy Medical Service and Fire Depart-
men were called to the aid of the fami-
ly. Jim Cook, representing the Depart-
ment of Public Safety. handled the ac-
cident. Deputy Sheriff Wayne 
Knowles of Cross Plains. Deputy 
Sheriff Richard Dodson of Clyde, and 
Sheriff Bill Skinner of Baird assisted. 

The Jaws of Life were needed to 
free Bhakta's body and to remove his 
mother from the wreckage. She was 
trapped in the vehicle for 11/2  hours. It 
was reported that this was one of the 
most serious accidents to occur in 
Callahan County recently. 

Two ambulances were dispatched 
from Cross Plains and one from 
Clyde. All attendants moved quickly 
into action to aid and comfort the in-
jured. Jones stated that people passing 
by were of great assistance during the 
ordeal, too. They helped with the 
rescue and responded to instructions 
given by the EMT personnel. 

The fact that the Justice of the Peace 
and the wrecker driver, Mike Mc-
Clure, are also trained in emergency 
medical assistance was convenient in 
an accident with several victims. 

The local volunteers became very 
involved with the Albany family and 
their welfare. It was probably comfor-
ting to have such personal attention in 
the difficult situation.

built bridge trusses in the attic to make 
the ceiling in a huge living room 
almost perfectly level. He took about 
an hour to show off his workmanship; 
and when he finished his chatter, his 
grandson blurted out, "Well, how do 
you like Papa's "little creation?" 
Without waiting for an answer, he 
said, "Papa only has a sixth grade 
education, but he is the best carpenter 
in the whole world." Everyone laugh-
ed so much that it just made me glad to 
be alive and witness the love between 
this carpenter and his grandson. 

To my delight, this parade went on 
every Sunday for about four months, 
and each time the grandson came 
wearing the nail apron and carrying 
the saw and hammer. Each tour ended 
like the first, with the grandson bragg-
ing on his Papa's "little creation," 
and sixth grade education. I swear, I 
have never seen a man with so many 
friends and "relatives" that he did not 
name directly. 

Several days after his last visit, the 
carpenter's wife called me on the 
telephone, and her request seemed to 
hit me right between the eyes. She 
wanted me to be a pallbearer at her 
husband's funeral. He had died from a 
heart attack. 

The funeral services were held at a 
very small church that could not seat 
more than sixty people. As I sat in the 
packed church that did not have air 
conditioning and had little heating on 
that cold January day, I wondered 
where this man had found so many 
friends who had visited my home and 
his "little creation." 

As the church doors opened so we 
could take the casket to the_ cemetery 
about two hundred feet away, I could 
not believe my eyes. It seemed im-
possible, but there were about three to 
four hundred people standing outside 
the church in the shiveringly cold 
winter air. Each and every person 
went to the cemetery and gathered for 
a final view of this man's body that 
had brought so much joy into 
everyone's life when the carpenter, 
himself, still had the spirit of life. 

Finally, the pallbearers all placed 
their roses on the casket, and it was 
lowered to the depths of the grave. Not 
one soul had left this cemetery, and it 
was so quiet until the carpenter's 
grandson suddenly rushed up to the 
edge of the grave and literally scream-
ed: "Oh, Papa!

He 
had on his grandfather's nail apron 
which he removed and dropped into 
the grave, and from his coat pockets 
he removed the little plastic saw and 
hammer and got down on his knees 
and let these fall onto the casket. 

Then, with both hands held in the 
form of a megaphone, he yelled into 
the grave, "I love you — I love you, 
Papa!" For some reason this caused 
an eerie echo, and it was just as though 
God Himself had said: "I love you!" 
If tears and sobbing are my kind of 
measure of love, I have never witness-
ed so much love. This man — this 
carpenter with a sixth grade education 
— surely knew another carpenter per-
sonally. 

Lord, God, Almighty, what some 
men can do with a sixth grade educa-
tion.
