There
were so many different shapes of
horns and lengths. Each animal had its
own distinct personality.

Then we met Cotton, the most
famous of the Hardin-Simmons Six
White Horses. The kids were allowed
to 5it on him for a while. They were
really impressed.

The highlight of the day was seeing
the world famous Clydesdale horses.
To our disappointment we found that
Sunday was their day off and we
wouldn’t be able to see them except in
their stalls,

Still, the size and beauty of the eight

animals was amazing. They were
well-groomed and calm in temper-
ment. It is just difficult to imagine a
horse that size.

Dr. Henry B. Hardt of Fort Worth,
widower of Leo Marion Tyson Hardt,
died recently in a Fort Worth hospital.

Parvovirus
Prevalent

There has been an alarming number
of parvovirus infections diagnosed in
this area since the beginning of the
spring. Canine parvovirus is a viral
disease of dogs which is capable of
causing two different sets of clinical
problems. The first to be recognized,
and the most common, is the ‘‘in-
testinal form’’ which is manifested by
bloody diarrhea, vomiting, loss of ap-
petite, depression, and often death. the
second to be recognized is the ‘‘car-
diac form’’, which occurs in very
young pups and is manifested by an
acute inflammation of the heart mus-
cle.

Any age, breed or sex of dog can be
affected by parvovirus. Several factors
such as age, environment, stress,
parasites, and general health status of
each individual dog infected could af-
fect the severity of illness.The disease
is usually more severe in young dogs
(less than 6 months of age) or old
dogs. Early, vigorous treatment of the
illness is imperative since vomiting
and diarrhea can lead to dehydration
and chemical imbalance in the body.

Control of parvovirus by sanitation
measures alone is extremely difficult
because the virus is such a resistant,
hardy organism and because it is soO
easily spread. Parvovirus is transmit-
ted through contact with the feces of
an affected dog. The virus can be car-
ried on the dog’s hair and feet, as well
as on contaminated cages, shoes, or
other objects. Isolation of infected
dogs is one method of control,
although moderately effective. Just as
any other virus, only vaccination of
susceptible animals will control the ac-
tual source of infection.

A properly immunized dog will
have circulating protection in the
blood that will destroy parvovirus
following exposure. It is important to
begin vaccination at an early age and
repeat every 2-3 weeks until the puppy
is at least 14-16 weeks old. Adult dogs
should receive two doses of vaccine
given 3-4 weeks apart for maximum
protection. All dogs should receive an
annual booster vaccination to assure
an enduring immunity.

Comparing the dog population in
this area to the number of parvovirus
infections that have been diagnosed,
Callahan County has an infection
percentage comparable to any other
area in the state.

Savings Bond Semiannual
Rate Set At 6.90 Percent

The semiannual market-based in-
terest rate for United States Savings
Bonds, in effect from May through
October 1988, has been set at 6.90
percent, the Treasury Department an-
nounced today. The rate is 85 percent
of the average market yield on five-
year Treasury marketable securities
during the preceding six months, 8.12
percent.

Bonds must be held five years or
longer to receive market-based rates.
Series E Bonds, Savings Notes, and
Series EE Bonds issued through Oc-
tober 30, 1983, are now receiving
market-based yields retroactive 1o
issue date or their first interest accrual
date on or after November 1, 1982,
whichever is later. The yield on Bonds
held since the beginning of the market-
based interest program 1s 8.50 per-
cent.

Yields at redemption are the average
of semiannual market-based rates dur-
ing the time held rounded to the
nearest quarter percent and com-
pounded semiannually, or a minimum
rate — whichever is greater. The cur-
rent minimum rate is six percent. EE
Bonds held less than five years earn in-
terest on a fixed, graduated scale.

Jerrold B. Speers, Executive Direc-
tor of the U.S. Savings Bonds Divi-
sion, called the new rate ‘‘a reflection
of current market ¢onditions. We ex-
pect sales to continue the strong
growth we have experienced since last
summer, as more and more Americans
find that the benefits of Savings Bonds
fit their savings and investment needs.

Select Committee on Tax Equity
Examining Texas Property Taxes

The property tax is one of the
oldest taxes In Texas. It Is also
among the most controversial.

The Select Committee on Tax
Equity will be focusing on prop-
erty taxes at a May 18 anqd 19
meeting in Austin.

The Select Committee is a 13-
member panel created by the
Legislature last year to take an
exhaustive look at the Texas tax
system. It expects to make rec-
ommendations to the Governor
and Legislature prior to the next
regular legislative session in
January, 1989.

Since the 1850s, property
taxes have been an Important
source of revenue for local govern-
ments in Texas and especially for
paying for public schools. In
1986, the property tax accounted
for 41 percent of school district

In general, Texas local govern-
ments rely more heavily on prop-
erty taxes than do local govern-
ments nationally. In 1986, prop-
erty taxes were 35 percent of local
government revenue In Texas

compared to only 28 percent na-
tionwide.

Recent public opinion polls
reveal that property taxes are the
least popular of all Texas state
and local taxes. Many of the
people attending public hearings
conducted this year by the Select
Committee have appeared to
speak out on property taxes.

The last major overhaul of
Texas property taxes was in 1979
with the so-called "Peveto bill," af-
ter one of the bill's sponsors. Al-
though controversial, the legisla-
tion went a long way to improve
the equity of Texas property taxes

municipal utility districts, is of
concern.

The Select Committee will also
examine the various exemptions
and other property tax relief mea-
sures which have helped ease the
burden of property taxes on
homeowners and the elderly.

Additional tax relief measures
are often recommended as ways
for government to promote eco-
nomic development. However,
new exemptions are a concern to
local governments who conse-
quently must look elsewhere for
revenue or cut services.

These and other [ssues are
among the questions that will
begin to take shape when the
Select Committee looks at the
property tax this month.
