This year has been very unusual,
beginning with the severe cold
temperatures lasting for days which
proved very damaging on the plant
life. All the St. Augustine grass was
just about lost and even the Bermuda
has been struggling. The shrubs which
normally survive winter have died or
been damaged.

The abrupt change from winter to
soaring summer temperatures did not
allow the flowers and vegetables any
time for adjusting. There just wasn’t a
spring this year.

Vegetable gardens have not
flourished as they usually do locally.
The 100 plus temperatures have scor-
ched the plants even with the use of ir-

rigation.

Reports of dwarfed-size corn plants
with full-size corn are unexplainable.
Gardeners stated that their okra did not

. produce and tomato plants did not
bloom. My tomato plants are tall and
healthy, but not one bloom has ever

Even the flower bedding plants
seem to be stunted. Marigolds that I
had planted months ago are still tiny,
yet they have blooms. The marigolds
that came up from seed didn’t react
this way.

The grasshoppers have taken their
toll on yards and crops around the
m. Some residents’ flowers
and shrubs were destroyed in only a
couple of days. Ticks have also been a
problem for some. Ap increase in the
tick population always occurs during
dry weather. The dogs and other
animals suffer and sometimes die from
tick fever.

Now we have experienced a lovely
cool front, accompanied by soft
“showers which are just perfect for the
farm crops. The rain came at a time
which saved peanut crops and,
perhaps, the pastures will have a
chance for recuperation.

Many stock farmers had been selling
their cattle due to the lack of pasture
and hay shortage.

A few days ago it looked and felt
like a desert, but now everything has
changed. The old saying, “If you
don’t like Texas weather, just stay
around and it will change,” has

always been right. Maybe that is what =

makes living in Texas more in-
teresting. You never know what will
happen next.

By Poisonous Snake

Jamie Hutton, son of Mr. and Mrs.
J.D. Hutton and Senior student at
Cross Plains High School, was bitten
on the leg by a poisonous snake l4st
week, while fishing. The specific
name of the snake was not determined,
but a Copperhead is suspected.

The area was packed in ice, which is
the proper treatment, and the Cross
Plains Emergency Service transported
him to Hendrick Medical Center in
Abilene. He remained overnight for
medication and observation.

J.D. Hutton learned that having a
current tetanus shot is of utmost im-
portance with any poisonous snake
bite. He stated that it was quoted to
him that only 10 percent of snake bite
victims die from the venom, while 90
percent die from infections in the
blood and not having a tetanus vac-
cination.

Obtaining professional medical help
immediately is very important, and the
EMS attendants who answered the call
were Ted McKeehan, driver; Tom
Dunn, Alvin Hutchins, and Polly
Beeler.

July 10, 1990

This was a regular meeting of the
Cross Plains City Council. Members
present were Ted McKeehan, Leon
Nixon, Betty Lewis, Edwin Weiss,
Donald Beeler, and Mayor Ross Gerk-
ing. Minutes of the last two meetings
were read and approved with the
following amendments.

On June 12, 1990 the following mo-
tion was made. Betty Lewis made the
motion to publish the agenda on a 6
months trial basis. Ted McKeehan
seconded and motion carried. The mo-
tion should have read to print the agen-
da but not the minutes as per recom-
mendation of the Council of Govern-

* ments. Discussion of this matter was

held and Jean Vaughn stated that she
had talked with Jim Compton with the
C.0.G. and he stated that the minutes
should be published. After lengthy
discussion she also stated that he said
the minutes could be published. The
council stated that they know the
minutes could be published but felt
that it was not necessary.

The next amendment was to the mo-
tion made by Ted McKeehan to give
Debbie Gosnell $1,200.00 bonus ef-
fective June 15, 1990. Donald Beeler
seconded and motion carried. The mo-
tion should have read motion to give
Debbie Gosnell, Max Evans, Bill
Hedrick $1,200.00 budgeted salary in
lieu of a raise. Don Griffith $650.00 in
lieu of a raise. Both amendments were
approved by general consent.

Meeting with the council was Jack
and Kathryn Tunnell, Jean Vaughn,
Guy Evans, Charles Boatright, Don
Clark, Gene Dillard, and Bob Harrell.

The following amendment was
made on the minutes of June 26, 1990.
Jean Vaughn phoned the city office to
inform the secretary that she had asked
if we are in compliance with the EPA
regulations on the sewer farm, the
landfill, the trash system, etc.

The secretary conducted the 2nd
public hearing for the Community
Development Grant that the city will
apply for. Jean Vaughn asked if the
plans for the sewer line had been
drawn up. The secretary told her that
they had not, and would not until the
grant was received.

Betty Lewis made the motion to pass
the resolution applying for the grant.
Ted McKeehan seconded and motion
carried.

Don Clark met with the council to
discuss the water line that runs across
his property. He stated that he had
bought this property with the
understanding that there was no ease-
ment. He asked the council to re-route
the water line around his property.
Ted McKeehan made the motion to
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check with a surveyor to see about the
easement on the Clark property. He
made the statement that we need to
stay in our easement if in fact this
easement is to the water line in ques-
tion. Leon Nixon seconded and motion
carried.

Rex Beggs met with the council and
presented the council with a financial
statement from the Fire Department.
Rex stated that the case that comes
with the air pack has not arrived as
yet. Debbie is to check on this matter
before we pay the invoice. Rex asked
the council for permission to check in-
to a radio base for the Fire Depart-
ment. Leon Nixon made the motion to
allow Rex to check into prices. Betty
Lewis seconded and motion carried.

Ted McKeehan informed the coun-
cil on the meeting that he, along with
Max Evans and Debbie Gosnell, at-
tended with the Texas Water Commis-
sion for a progress report on the sewer
farm project. He stated that they
wanted to know where the city was as
far as the project was concerned. Ted
also informed the council that the City
of Winters’ sewer farm will be like our
system, except that our’s will be
smaller. Ted explained the discharge
permit — that if we should get a permit
we will not discharge unless we have a
spill during the rainy season. He stated
that the Texas Water Commission sug-
gested that we hire someone in order
that we will be able to run the sewer
farm properly and to keep it maintain-
ed properly.

The secretary read the letter from
the Texas Water Commission and
discussed the proposed plan of correc-
tions.

Next on the agenda was the appoin-
ting of the official newspaper. It has
been brought to the attention of the
council that some of the things that
need to be published sometimes takes
waiting on because of the paper being
a weekly paper. Therefore, if
something needed to be published
more frequently th= official newspaper
needed to be printed on a daily basis.
Ted McKeehan made the motion to
use the Abilene Reporter-News as the
city’s official newspaper. Edwin
Weiss seconded and motion carried
with 3 voting aye and Betty Lewis abs-
taining.

Ross Gerking stated that he would
like to apologize for asking the council
to publish the agenda. He stated that
some of the citizens that had asked him
to get the agenda published was in fact
really wanting the minutes published
and not the agenda. The council ac-
cepted his apology stating that they
understood that he had good inten-
tions.

Ross also wanted to clear up the
rumor that he had not accused any one
of publishing the minutes. He felt that
if the newspaper wanted the minutes in
the paper then a reporter from the
paper should be at the meeting.

Ross informed the council and the
citizens that on July 12, 1990 there
would be a meeting at the Community
Center at 6:30 for the forming of a
Chamber of Commerce and encourag-
ed everyone to attend.

Donald Beeler made the motion to
pay the bills.

Adopted Children Can
Get Social Security

A change in the Social Security law
effective January 1990 makes it easier
for a child adopted by a Social Securi-
ty beneficiary to receive benefits based
on the beneficiary’s record.

Under previous law, these children
generally could not receive benefits
unless the adopting parent had lived
with and supported the child for a full
year before the parent became entitled
to disability or retirement benefits.
The legislative change eliminated this
requirement for most children.

Any beneficiary who has adopted a
child who might be eligible for
benefits should contact Social Security
to file a child’s benefits application.
Any beneficiary whose adopted child
was previously denied benefits should
also contact Social Security to find out
if the child now qualifies.

The child’s birth certificate, Social
Security number, and proof of the
adoption will be needed, but claimants
should file applications right away to
avoid loss of benefits, even if these
documents are not readily available.

tion test as a basis for job referral.
Because the test no longer has the
sanction of the DOL, the TEC
cannot use it. The decision of the
DOL to withdraw support was
based upon a recommendation by
the National Academy of Science
that the test be revalidated.

Businesses Reminded
Of Ya% Sales Tax

Increase

AUSTIN — State Comptroller Bob
Bullock Wednesday, June 27, remind-
ed everyone who collects or pays sales
tax that there is an additional quarter
percent sales tax collected on all tax-
able purchases which began Sunday,
July 1.

‘“The change means we’'ll all be
paying a little bit more to help fund
education and human services in
Texas,”* Bullock said.

The new rate of 6 1/4 percent was
approved by the Texas Legislature
after a fourth special session on the
issue ended in early June. The increase
brings the maximum sales tax rate in
Texas to 8 1/4 percent when optional
local sales taxes are included.

Bullock’s office estimated that a
family of four making $35,000 a year
will pay an additional $24.65 a year in
the state sales tax.

The Comptroller’s Office has sent
alnmsthalfamﬂhonpoatcardsnoufy
ing sales tax permit holders across

Texas of the change.

‘“‘Business owners with retail sales
outlets had to reprogram their cash
registers virtually overnight,”’ Bullock
said. ‘*This is a heavy burden we tried
10 lighten a little by giving as much ad-
vance notice as possible.”’

Bullock said new 6 1/4 percent and
8 1/4 percent rate cards are available
at the 33 Comptroller offices in Texas.
Also available is a new listing of the
combined state and local sales tax rates
for every city in the state.

““We've sent out over 55,000 of the
new rate cards, but there are plenty
more free of charge for anyone who
asks,’’Bullock said.
