Fur Farms No Longer
in Experimental Stage

It is no longer considered a novelty
for the motor tourist to be able to tell
of his visit to a fur farm while away
on s vacation. -Although a ravity a |
few years ago, they are now found in
many locations, the majority in cooler
latitudes or in mountain country.
Some are in dense fcrests, in apple
orchards, in woodlots, in open fields,
on steep-sloping hills, on islands, in
sandy deserts, or, in the -case of
muskrats, on tidal and other marshes.
Some are near cities. While many of
them are conducted as a side line on
farms, those who have made a suc-
cess of such experiments often go
further and convert large farm prop-
erties into fur-farming ranches.

Foxes, fishers, martens, minks, ot-
ters, skunks, raccoons, opossums, of-
ers, muskrats and rabbits are the ani-
mals usually kept in captivity. While
they are not domesticated in the or-
dinary sense of the term, they tend
to become more docile than those in
the wild state and are frequently
trained to do the tricks of the house-
hold pets.
