“Nearly one hundred homes blown
away. Most of the families destitute.
About seventy-five people hurt, many
of them sericusly. Ten already dead.
All churches and business houses
destroyed &r wrecked. Estimated
property loss $500000. Sympathetic
relief in cash, wearing apparel, bed
clothing and tents will be appreciated.”

McKinrcey, Texas—Ten persons were
ki led, five others were probably
fatally injured and approximately 76
persons were more or less seriously

Bureau of Mmes Conducting Mi-
croscopic Investigation at
Pittsburgh Station.

0LD TESTS ARE UNRELIABLE

Reinhardt Thiessen, Research Cheam-
ist, Says Scientists of the Past
Only Had a Vague ldea of
the Composition of Coal.

Washington.—Coneeptions of the or-
igin, ‘composition wnd geoncral nature
of coal beld by sclentists In the past
are so different and contradictory that
it is 8 difficult matter to determine the
redl extent of knowledge avallable or
to rely on the literature, says Rein-
hardt Thiessen, research chemist of
the bureau of mines, Scientists in gen-
eral had only a vague iden of the com-
position of coul, the origin of 18 con-
stituents, the transformution they hnve
undergone, and the conditions they
now are .

The chemist did not have enough
fundamental knowledge to attnck Jis
chuipistry in the right directions, The
fuel engineer, In turn, did not have a
broad enough chenticul basis for stud-
{es In combustion, distiliation, cooking
and other processes relating to the use
of eoal, hence the eflicient utillzution
of coul in the Industries has suffered
from the laek of a proper knowledge
of the nature of conl itsell. )

The buredn of mines, I order to
clegr up some of the confusion that
exists and to get a more exact knowl
etlge of the nature of coal In generad,
as well g5 to ofitain certnin funidgmen-
tal facts, has been conducting ut its
Pittshurgh stution a microscopic study
af the structure of coal. One of the
great hindrances to its soudy, from the
time of the earliest investigators to
the present, has been the difficulty in
preparing thin seetions for microscopie
observation. Many attempts had been
made to overcome this difficulty, and
also to devise other means of study.

Por a number of years the ash weth-
od was pursoed, hits of conl belng el-
ther totiully or partly burned aond the
asli examined under the wmicroscop.
Later, maceration was tried with some
success, but on the whole It Dilled to
reveal the trae nature of coal, More
recently the method was tted of sof-
tening the cont with reagents and then
cuiting it into thin sections with a mi-
erotome.  Hat this changes the coal
too much to show its true appearance,
besides the method is Inexpedient.
