FEMA Offers Fire 
Related Relief to 
Callahan and 
Eastland Counties 

The Federal Emergency 
Management Agency has as-
sisted more than 90 victims 
of the fire-damaged town of 
Cross Plains and also as-
sessed the needs of the ones 
harmed in the fire that burned 
almost 40,000 acres in 
Eastland County. 

After a fire that destroyed 
a total of 116 homes and in 
which 36 more were dam-
aged and two people died on 
Dec. 27, Cross Plains and 
Callahan County crews have 
"been hauling away burnt 
debris left by the fire...crews 
have also cleared charred 
lots, filling them with fresh 
dirt," according to the 
Abilene-Reporter News. 
City Administer Debbie 
Gosnell, said that FEMA 
representatives have helped 
fire victims learn about tem-
porary housing, public assis-
tance and low interest loans. 

More than $430,000 has 
been deposited into the 
United Fund at Texas Heri-
tage Bank in Cross Plains to 
assist the recovery of the vier  
tims. Bank President David 
Estes said that the commit-
tee will meet this week to 
solidify plans on just how to 
euitably distribute the funds 
among the victims. He said 
that "Everyone in the Big 
Country is helping with the 
effort" and that the generos-
ity being generated is "be-
yond words". 

The next stop for the 
FEMA Mobile recovery 
team was Eastland on last 
Friday. They set up shop at 
the Carbon Community Cen-
ter. Brad Stephenson, 
Eastland County's Judge, 
said that more than 42 per-
manent residences were lost 
in the Jan. 1 fire. 

He also said that another 18 
homes were not occupied 
full-time and were destroyed 
by the fire that charred up to 
40,000 acres or 55 square 
miles of ranchland between 
U. S. 183 near Romney to 
Highway 6 at Carbon and 
Kokomo small community. 

The Eastland County fire 
was some seven miles wide 
and 22 miles long, 
Stephenson said. Fencing 
was the most critical loss in 
Eastland 	County, 
Stephenson said, with dam-
age estimated around $3 mil-
lion.

Rising Star - Callahan County Baird Star 
releasing the livestock to 
drive them to a safer place, 
he said. 

A fire danger zone is the 
area where the livestock risk 
inhaling smoke, he said, and 
will change according to the 
direction. Smoke can move 
for miles, and cattle that are 
not near the flames or heat 
could suffer some damage, 
Faries said. Contact with 
burning grass, weeds and 
brush causes immediate 
burns, he said. The severity 
of the burns will be deter-
mined by the degree of heat. 
However, inhalation of 
smoke causes immediate ir-
ritation to the lining of the 
respiratory system, including 
nasal passages, trachea and 
lungs, Faries said. This can 
lead to inflamation, edema 
and emphysema, with the 
severity determined by the 
duration of inhaled smoke, 
he said. "The time it takes to 
cause damage might only 
have to be a few minutes with 
high quantities of smoke and 
may be hours in low quanti-
ties of smoke," he said. 

Once the fire has passed, a 
veternarian should be con-
sulted immediately for any 
animals with severe burns or 
direct smoke exposure. Other 
livestock should also be 
evaluated for possible health 
disorders and treatment or 
determining if the animal can 
be salvaged for slaughter or 
should be euthanized, he 
said. The prognosis of mild 
cases may be good with treat-
ment and will be cost-effec-
tive, Faries said. 

Monitoring should con-
tinue for weeks after the 
event, he said, because of 
secondary complications that 
could be indicated by a 
cough or cloudy eyes in the 
animals. "Before these sec-
ondary complications of in-
fection occur, immediate 
slaughter for human con-
sumption may be the most 
appropriate humane proce-
dure," Faries said, "Prior to 
slaughter, an antemortem in-
spection will be conducted 
by veterinary meat inspectors 
to determine safety and 
wholesomeness for human 
food."

USDA Approves Emergency CRP 
Haying And Grazing For Texas 

EXTENSION HELPING  
EXTINGUISH 

WILDFIRE WORRIES  
WITH INFORMATION, 

ASSISTANCE 
Though wildfires have al-

ready had a serious impact on 
the state's urban and rural 
residents, the situation will 
remain critical for months to 
come, even if it rains, a Texas 
Cooperative Extension ex-
pert said. 

"The Texas Forest Service 
has determined there is the 
potential for additional wild-
fires throughout Texas 
through the month of March 
and possibly beyond," said 
Dr. Andy Vestal, Extension 
Specialist for emergency pre-
paredness in College Station. 
"That's even if there's a nor-
mal amount of rain for this 
time of year. There is an 
enormous amount of dry 
material out there, and we 
probably will not be able to 
count on adequate moisture 
from rain to remedy that situ-
ation until the spring." 

Texans have been in a for-
tunate position to prepare for 
and help prevent wildfires 
due to the Texas Forest 
Service's science-based pre-
dictions relating to wildfire 
potential, Vestal said. "Un-
like with hurricanes or other 
disasters, the forest service 
has been able to assess and 
forecast conditions that are 
conducive to wildfire months 
ahead," he said. "This scien-
tific,,assessment also tells us 
that there will still be the po-
tential for wildfire for 
months to come." 

Extension personnel are 
assisting the state forest ser-
vice in getting the word out 
about wildfire prevention, as 
well as assisting the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
through efforts to determine 
the full agricultural impact of 
wildfires in the state, noted 
Vestal. 

"These efforts are particu-
larly important to residents of 
Central Texas," said Jeff 
Ripley, County Extension 
Director for Travis County. 
"We've already had a few 
wildfires in the Austin area. 
The large population of the 
area and the terrain make for 
a potentially difficult situa-
tion should there be more 
wildfires. The rugged terrain 
makes firefighting difficult, 
plus there is a lot of cedar, 
which is highly combustible, 
and other 'fuel' for a fire." 

Travis County and other 
parts of Central Texas have 
been experiencing drought 
conditions since April and 
are far behind in normal rain-
fall, Ripley added. "Condi-
tions here are ripe for wild-
fire, so we are trying to let 
residents know what they can 
do to protect their property 
and themselves," he said. 

Statewide, Extension has 
joined together Texas agen-
cies to assist in wildfire edu-
cation and assessment efforts 
largely in response to needs 
of the Division of Emergency 
Management of the 
governor's office, Vestal 
notes. "We determined we 
should use our Extension 
Disaster Educationi,letwork, 
EDEN, website to help in-
form both urban and rural 
residents about how to pre- 

pare for and prevent wild-
fires, he said. "We are also 
helping assess the personal 
and economic impact of 
these wildfires, which in-
chides gathering information 
from fire departments in all 
254 counties of the state." 
Information collected from 
these fire departments will be 
vital toward determining 
what resources are available, 
or needed, to ensure adequate 
support in areas of the state 
with the greatest potential for 
wildfire, Vestal added. 

There are many areas in 
Central Texas with an "urban 
and rural interface" which 
poses a potential for wildfire, 
said Janie Harris, Extension 
housing and environment 
specialist in College Station. 
"While people in and near 
urban centers may have the 
advantage of nearby fire de-
partment, they should not ig-
nore their own ability to re-
duce the risk of a fire on their 
property," she said. "Some of 
the main precautions 
homeowners can take in-
clude closely mowing your 
lawn and creating a 'fire 
break' by removing any de-
bris within 30 feet of your 
home. You should also re-
move any tree branches over-
hanging your roof or close to 
your house, as well as clean 
your gutters." Harris recom-
mends having connected gar-
den hoses on as many sides 
of the home as possible, plus 
having firefighting tools such 
as a bucket, extension ladder, 
shovel and rake at the ready. 

"Each year, wildfires affect 
homeowners, farmers and 
ranchers throughout the 
state, damaging property and 
sometimes even taking 
lives," added Vestal. "And 
much of the damage done by 
wildfires can be avoided, or 
at least greatly reduced, by 
taking a few precautions."

DETECTION OF FIRE  
DAMAGE CAN MINI-

MIZE CATTLE LOSSES  
DUE TO FIRE 

Analyzing injuries to cattle 
following a wildfire is impor-
tant to minimize losses, said  

a Texas Cooperative Exten-
sion Specialist. "It might 
look like they've made it and 
there was no visible physical 
damage," said Dr. Floron 
"Buddy" Faries, Extension 
program leader for veterinary 
medicine. "However, it is 
important to have them 
looked at by a veterinarian as 
soon as possible because 
there could be secondary 
problems that lead to infec-
tions and further problems." 
Health disorders such as 
burned eyes, feet, udders, 
sheaths and testicles, as well 
as smoke inhalation with 
lung inflamation and edema 
are the most common prob-
lems, Faries said. Wildfires 
have ripped across thousands 
of acres of ranchland, trap-
ping cattle and causing inju-
ries, and in some cases death, 
said Ron Gill, Extension 
Lifestock Specialist in 
Stephenville. In one case, the 
producer lost about 50 heard 
of cattle. Other producers are 
reporting secondary prob-
lems, such as scorched or 
burned cattle. "One of the 
problems we have run into in 
the past is with the fee," Gill 
said. "It may take 10 days to 
two weeks for the damage to 
start showing. The cattle will 
start sloughing the hoof wall 
and become crippled." The 
main thing Extension is 
working on with veterinar-
ians is what symptoms to 
look for 'and what actions to 
take if lameness begins to 
appear, he said. "To assure 
the welfare of the affected 
animals, veterinarians need 
to be consulted," Faries said. 
"If, in the event the animal is 
not going to be able to be 
treated, decisions concerning 
sending them to market need 
to be made immediately be-
fore secondary complica-
tions develop." Faries ad-
vised having an animal 
evacuation and rescue plan in 
place and implementing it 
ahead of a wildfire. The plans 
should include ways of mov-
ing livestock to premises out 
of the fire danger zone and 
preventing any damages. 
This may include loading the 
livestock into tfailers and 
hauling them, or opening 
gates or cutting fences and 

In continuing response to 
this year's widespread 
drought, David W. Martin, 
County Executive Director 
for the Eastland County 
Farm Service Agency an-
nounced approval for emer-
gency haying and grazing of 
Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram (CRP) acreage in 
Texas. 

Emergency haying of CRP 
is authorized until May 1, 
2006 and emergency grazing 
is authorized until June 1, 
2006. Producers must file a 
request to hay or graze CRP 
acreage and visit the Natural 
Resources Conservation Ser-
vice to obtain a modified 
conservation plan prior to 
haying or grazing the acre-
age. 

"CRP annual rental pay-
ments will be reduced 25 per-
cent times the number of 
acres actually hayed or 
grazed times the per acre an-
nual rental payment," said 
Martin. Other restrictions 
and limitations also apply. 

CRP participants who do 
not own or lease livestock 
may rent or lease the haying 
and grazing privilege to an 
eligible livestock producer  

located in an approved 
county. 

"In light of recent weather 
patterns, it is imperative that 
USDA offer the Emergency 
CRP haying and grazing pro-
gram to Texas producers. 
Availability of forage is lit-
erally a matter of survival in 
the unpredictible and often 
unforgiving agriculture in-
dustry," said Martin. 

CRP offers annual rental 
payments and cost-share as-
sistance to establish long-
term, resource-conserving 
cover on eligible land. USDA 
will monitor producers to 
ensure the land is hayed or 
grazed without damaging 
conservation covers. 

USDA offers additional 
programs to assist d .ought-
striken producers, including 
emergency farm loans, the 
emergency conservation pro-
gram and the noninsured 
crop disaster assistance pro-
gram. For more information 
and eligibility requirements, 
producers should contact the 
local FSA office at 254-629-
1636 Ext.
