WHAT IT COSTS
TO GOVERN US

By PROF. M. H. HUNTER

Dept. of Economics, University of Illinois,

Where Uncle Sam Gets His
Money

HRER and one-half billion dollars

iS a lot of money. The annual in-
come of the federal government, how-
ever, is approximately this amount.. To
be able to plan upon this amount year
after year, its source must be one
upen which a great deal of reliance
can be placed.

One of the first acts of the first
congress in 1789 was to pass a tarilf
bill, becuuse the need for raising rev-
enue was extremely pressing. Since
this early beginning, there has never
been a time when reliance has' nol
been placed upon the tariff for some

revenue. During the fiscal year end-
ing June 30,! 1927, the total receipts

from this source were something more
than $605,000.000.

The engly receipts from the tariff
proved-insuflicient and were soon sup-
plemented by a tax upon carriages.
whisky and a few other commodities.
These were unpopular, the jone on
whisky so much so that the whisky
rebellion was the result. These taxes
on commodities were given up early
in the Nineteenth century, but were
called into use again to help finance
the War of 1812, only to be discarded
in 1817 to be used no more until the
Civil war. Since the Civil war taxes
upon commodities have been contin-
uously used. the list being greatly ex-
lended in time of emergency. At pres-
ent the principal levies are upon to-
bacco, playing cards, automobiles and
aceessories. The total receipts in 1927
were about $800,000,000.

During the Civil war the federal
government levied a tax on personal
incomes This was given up in 1872
and no revenue was again receiverl
from' this sonrce until 1913. [In 1909
an excise tax was first levied upon
corporations measured by a tax on the
met income. Both taxes continue in
the present revenue system and were
responsible in 1927 for receipts total-
ing more than $1.982,000,000.

At different emergencies the federal
government has taxed inheritances or
estates. An estate tax was introduced
during the World war which has been
continued in modified form. The re-
ceipts from- this source in 1927 were
but a few million dollars.

The federal government is the owner
of a number of securities which are
productive of revenue. The foreign

ebligations brought in 1927, through

payment of principal and interest,
about $206,000,000. The receipts from
railroad securities were about $90,-
000.000. those from the sale of surplus

“property about $18.000,000, while the

Panama canal tolls were about $25.
700,000,

Business and Occupation Taxes

S HOULD a tax be Jevied upon busi-

nesses and occupations? = Scme
use of such a tax, generally with lit-
tle concern as to ability to pay. is
found in most states and municipaif-
ties. The purpose of the levy fis
either regulatory, or to receive rev-
enue, or both.

The use of license payments IS much
more extensive in the southern states
than elsewhere, although their use in
other states has been increasing rapid-
ly in recent years. The early and ex-
tensive development in the South can
be explained by the activities of the
ewners of large plantations because
of their desire to have the tax burden
on property reduced to a minimum

Any southern state might be chosen
to illustrate the extent to which li-
cense payments have been applied to
‘businesses and occupations. Some of
these found in Georgia will serve to
indicate the condition.

The annual lcense upon an adjust-
ment bureaun is $30 for each adjuster
employed: auctioneers, $50 to $200,
depending on kind of goods sold; ga.
rages, $5 to $50..depending on size of

city; hilliard tables, each, $50; bar-
ber shop, $.) per  chair; baths, $50;
brokers, to $250, depending on

mature of business; restaurants, $H to
$100, depending on size of city.

The license on retailers varies from
$5 to $600, depending mostly on the
nature of the business, although the
sine of the city 1s sometimes con-
sidered. Electrical contractors pay an
annual license of $10; laundries, $25
to $100, depending on population;
packing houses, $25 to $300, depend-
ing on population; peddlers, $50 in
each eounty; skating rinks, $25 to
$100; undertakers. $10 to $200.

A long Hst of professional licenses
is also found. The annual payments
vary from $5 for book agents and
horticulturists, to $200 in each county
for bond makers. Most practitioners,
such as lawyers, dentists, physicians,
and public accountants, must pay a
license of $15 annually.

In addition to the above, there are
a large number of miscellaneous H-
cense requirements. The payment re-
quired of a circus is from $100 to
$500 a  day, depending upon popwa-
tion ‘of city; for each grand opera
concert in cities of less than 100,000
population, the license Is $1,000; in
larger cities, $2,500. Moving picture
theaters pay from $2.50 to $12.50 a
month,

These levies are all for state pur-
poses. * In many cases they are dupli-
cated by localities, until the result 18
that the total payment 18 much great-
er than justice would warrant.

TEXAS HAS DEEPEST
OIL WELL IN WORLD

Reaching
Just befor

total depth of 8,220 feet
drilling was resumed the
first part of last week, the deepest oil
well in the world is on the property of
the University of Texas, according to
Dr. 13, H. Sellards af the University of
IBconomic Geology. The well, Texon
Oil and Land Company B. 1, is located
ip the Big Lake oil  field of Reagan
County in West Texas.

The University Bureau of Economic
Geology has made an examination of
drill cuttings and has determined the
various geologic formations through
which the drilling has gone.

“Limestones and sandstones of cret-
aceous age are found at the surface td
a  depth of four hundred feet,”
Dr. Sellards explained. “Just beneath
these are red sandstones of triasic age.
while below this are the permian forma
tions, the uppermost layer of which i&
constituted largély of red sands, salt,
gypsum and arfh'ydrite

“Tbhe salt beds reach a thickness of
from 300 to 600 feet and contain con-
sideruable potash. Beginning at a depth
of approximately 3,000 feet, limestone
and dolomites from 800 to 1,000 feet in
thickness are found. These terminate
in the great shale and limestone series
which constitutes the last formation
found in the well.”

Since it is a well known fact that
temperature increases as the earth is
penetrated interesting results are ex-
pected from the temperature test
which Dr. Sellards and his associates
made shortly before drilling was resum
ed. The usual temperature inerease in
the part of the State.in which the well
iy located is approximatly one degree
in 135 feet where there are po geologic
disturbances, Dr. S¢llards explained.

irst of all, it is interesting to note
that no one can tell for sure just how
the word “hobo” originated. There is
one theory that it came from “hoo
boy.” long used in certain parts of
the country to designate all migratory
farm workers. Another says that it
is from the call “Ho! Boy!” used by
the early mail runners. The hobo
himself, who has a picturesque voeab-
ulary ‘all of his own, has contracted
the name to one syllable and simply
calls himself a 'bo. Be it known also,
that he has become .class conscious
and, according to his caste system, the
three words used to describe him are
not synonymous. According to his
definition, the hobo is a migratory
worker; the tramp, a migratory non
worker; and the bum, a stationary
nonworker.

Jt. is dpubtful if the public would
make ‘that fine distinction, but would
be inclined to lump them-all -together
as one class under the generic name
of hoboes, a class that was. brought
into being by the first railroad and
that until the last few years was ever
inereasing. But now the “Weary Wil-
lie” type, as depicted on the vaude-
ville stage and in the comic strips, is
almost extinct. He was a strong in-
dividualist, responsible to no one but
to himself and his inward urge to “go
places and see things.” The hobo,
1928 model, is still pretty much an in-
dividualist but he's also a member of
the International Brotherhood Welfare
association. He has organized and is
trying to standardize his “profession.”
He, is- seeking a definite status in the
modern order .of things. He holds
convenfions, such as the one pictured
above. He goes to “college” and, like
as not, carries a “diploma.” In addi-
tion to being organized and standard-
ized, he is also becoming motorized.
IFor the advent of the cheap car has
talken him off the freight trains. There
has developed a new, type of hobo, di-
vided into three classes: whole fam-
ilies gypsying about the country in
“tin llzzies"; young hoboes who have
their own cars and travel alone; and
“hitch-hiker” who haunts the
pa\'ed roads and main highways, in-
the  railroads, and who
“bums” rides frem passing motorists.

Perhaps no better illustration of the
contrast between the hobo, old and new
style, can be shown than a compari-
son between “A-No. 1,” a famous hoba
»f the old days, and James Eads How,
founfler of the hobo college idea and

new era. For 30 years Leon Ray Liv-
ingston carved or painted "his ‘*mo-
nicker” (name or distinctive sign) on
railroad  watering  tanks, railroad
bridges, freight sheds and other
places near railroads not only from
the Canadian line to the Mexican bor-
der and from the Atlantic to the Pa-
cifie, but also from Alaska to Argen-
tina. For more than a third of a cen-
tury he rode on brake beams and the
blind baggage, and by keeping a care-
ful account of his expenditures he was
able to estimate that before he re-
tided (as he did a few years ago to
marry, settle down, write his adven-
tures and do the work he is doing at
present—trying to keep hoys and girls
from yielding to the call of the road)
he had traveled a total of 526,000
wiiles for the total sum of $7.611

During the course of his travels,
this most-famous hobo knew another
who later became famous as a writer
—Jack London—and the life they
lived was typical of the old-time hobo.
Told iy terms of the picturesque lan-
guage of the hobo, they rode the
“bumpers,” “tops,” “plinds”  of
“trucks” of railroad trains until some
“shack” (brakeman) or ‘“con” (con-
ductor) became ‘hostile” and threw
them off of the “sidedoor pullman’
(freight car). If they succeeded in
eluding the “snakes” (switchmen) or
“yard dicks” (railroad detectives),
they made for the nearest “jungle”
(place where tramps and hoboes con-
gregated) where they were sure to
find a varied collection of “fore-and-
afters” (hoboes = who walked from
place to place), “bindle-stiffs” (a mi-
gratory worker in the true sense of
the word who ‘“glommed fruit,”
“skinned mules,” glommed spuds, or
did any other menial labor whenever
he had the chance), “gay cats” (ordl-
nary tramps and ‘stake men” (work-
ers with some money). There, too.
would be certain to be be some “‘stew
bums” (the tenderfoot of the profes-
sion) who listened eagerly as the elite
of the brotherhood, the ‘“comets,”
“perfesh” of “blowed-in-the-glass
stiffs,” told of their experiences in
towns that were “jake” (not “hostile”
to a 'bo), where he could “batter”
(beg) on the “main stem” (main
street) for “light pieces” and be sure
of getting some “scoff” (feed) from a
“hay bag” (woman) when he battered
the back door.” Then, too, there
would be reminiscences of “decking”
(riding) a “peddler” (local freight)
on a “jerk” (branch line); or an
“orange special” (fruit car) in
“erimpy” (bad) weather, of being
“pulled” (discovered) by a ‘“‘shack”
and forced to “hit the grit” (walk),
dodging as he left the train, no doubt,
a “dewdrop” (stone) hurled by the
“shack” or “con.” Or there might be
tales of adventures in the big cities
where they had to ‘‘carry the banner”
(walk the street) all night or take in
the “Jesus screamers” (religious sal-
vationists who speak and sing in the
streets) in order to get a “flop” (place
to sleep).

All of this talk would pass around
the campfires in the “jungle” as the
“stiffs” sipped their steaming “java”
(coffee) made In one of the tin cans

which were always to be found there.
Other tins were used for “crum ket-
tles,” “peeori” and *“mulligan,” and
others for plates. The “jungle” wds
always located near a stream and the
unwritten law of the “jungle” was
that tins should be washed after use
and left for the next ’bos who should
wish to use them. Water for cooking
was always taken from upstream and
downstream - the hobo “‘crummed”
(cleaned up) and wushed his clothes
which he hung on the ‘‘gooseberry”
(clothesline). His food consumed and
he himself “crummed” he brought out
his “stoop tobacco” (cigar stubs
picked up on the street) and lay back
for a pleasant hour of gossip with his
fellows.

That was the hobo of the old days.
James Hads How, the “Millionaire
Hobo,” is typical of the new. He is
a grandson of James B. Eads, builder
of the Kads bridge at St. Louis, and
a soh of the late James F. How, an of-
ficial of the Wabash railroad. Brought
up in an atmosphere of luxury and
refinement, a college man, he became
a hobo by choice, and for twenty years
had devoted his time and money to
the hoboes. He was the founder of
the hobo college, which may be estab-
lished almost anywhere. Usually it is
a one-room affair and here the men
eat, sleep and are taught. Teachers
come  from universities and colleges
nearby to lecture on almost every sub-
Jjeet under the sun. The “classes” are
conducted through the winter, for,
with the coming of good weather, the
“students” take to the road  again,
some of them B carrying thelr “di-
plomas,” mimeographed on paper, cer-
tifying that they have attended a cer-
tain number of ‘“classes.”

The forerunner of the college and
the new status of the hobo was the
organization movement which began
in 1907. In the fall of that year there
was much unemployment and about
five hundred men were stranded in
Tacoma, Wash. Jeff Davis, Dan
O’Brien and a few other prominent
members of the fraternity inade an
offer to the mayor. If an unused
schoolhouse were given to them for
shelter they would keep the hoboes
from begging at back doors and out
of mischief. The mayor agreed. Res-
taurants supplied left-over food and
the hoboes spent a quiet winter there.
There was held the first hobo conven-
tion and the organization idea came
into being.

So now they have the International
Brotherhood Welfare association, in
which J. Eads How is a leading light,
which holds conventions from time to
time in various parts of the country
at which economic problems are dis-
cussed and the purpose of which, in
the words of How, are to “educate,
organize, abolish poverty and squalor
and unemployment everywhere.” They
have “advance agents” on the road
who carry the gospel of the organiza-
Ption throughout the country and or-
ganize “locals.” For the hobo, 1928
model, is no longer the picturesque in-
dividual. He is fast becoming a
standardized member of an organiza
tion.

Skeleton of Exti'ﬁi:t

Bird Found in Rocks

The  prehistoric rocks of Wyoming
have yielded up parts of the skeleton
of a huge flightless bird that lived on
this continent many hundreds of
thousands of years ago. The fossils
were found last summer, but their
discovery was announced for the first
time before the recent meeting of the
American Philosophical society in
Philadelphia by Prof. William J. Sin-
¢lair of Princeton university.

Fhe bird was slmilar to other giant
extinct birds found on this continent,

but constitutes a new genus, which
has been named omorhamphus. It
had no wings, and was a ground

dweller like the modern ostrich. In-
stead of the speciallzed clublike toes
of the ostrich, however, it had more
primitive feet with short curved
claws.  In some respects it resem-
bled the moa of New Zealand, which
became extinet during the memory of
the mnative tribes of those islands.—
