It has often been said 
"Better late than never"

On July 7, 1974 John 
Oldham was struck by 
a drunk driver and 
killed, shortly after 
witnessing the trau-
matic death of his part-
ner Harold Hambrick 
died from a heart at-
tack. 

Until 1991 the memo-
ry of these men and 
those like them lived 
only in the hearts of 
their friends and loved 
ones, but in 1991 
Richard Metcalf was 
stopped by Trooper 
Carlos Ray Warren 
and thus began a quest _ 
to mark the memory of 
slain troopers every-
where. Mr. Metcalf 
was touched by the gen-
uine kindness and pro-
fessionalism demon-
strated by the trooper.  

stepped up to the micro-
phone to express their 
gratitude to Mr. Metcalf 
and everyone else for 
their show of support. 
Through a veil of tears 
Annita Gusstafson, 
Harold Hambrick's 
oldest daughter, ex-
pressed just how much 
it meant to her and her 
family that people still 
remember her father 
and the tragic manner 
in which died over 20 
years earlier. 	Ms. 
Gustafson said that "it 
was ironic that this 
dedication should come 
this year, as she is now 
38 the same age that her 
father was when he 
died in 1974."

A recent, report from 

;he Texas State 
omptroller's Office 

shows that Eastland 
bounty is one of the 
-fastest growing coun-
ties in this area in 
term~ of dollars spent. 
In the first quarter of 

1995 Eastland County 
reported a total of 73.8 
million dollars spent.  
For the first quarter of 
1996 this number grew 
to 82.3 million dollars, 
an 11.4% increase.  

This makes Eastland 
County the fastest grow-
ing county in this area 
with exception of 
Callahan County which 
showed a 16% increase 
over 1st quarter of 1995. 

Other Counties in the 
area and their reported 
sales are Callahan 
1995, 10.8 million, 1996 
12.7 million up 16%; 
Coleman 1995 17.7 mil-
lion, 1996 19.7 million 
up 11.5%; Comanche 
1995 31.6 million, 1996 
31.9 million up 1.1 %; 
Erath 1995 103.7 mil-
lion, 1996 106.1 million  

up 2.3%; Palo Pinto 
1995 150.4 million, 1996 
161.0 million up 7.0%; 
Stephens 1995 23.9 mil-
lion, 1996 26.3 million 
up 9.7%. 

The average for all 
counties in the state of 
Texas was 4.4% 
growth. 

Of the 82.3 million 
dollars in reported 
sales, 31.3 million was 
accounted for by retail 
trades sales. This 
number is up 11.2% 
from 28.2 million in 
1Q95. The most signif-
icant growth in terms 
of dollars came in the 
automotive industry 
which showed a 20% 
jump from 9.4 million 
1Q95 to 11.2 1Q96. This 
11.2 million accounts  

for 36% of all retail dol-
lars spent in Eastland 
county. This growth 
comes in spite of the 
loss of 5 automotive out-
lets from 1Q95 and a 
drop from 50 to 37 out-
lets since the 4th quar-
ter 1995. 

Food stores seemed to 
follow the same trend 
as automotive retailers, 
showing a 19% in-
crease in 1st quarter 
sales with 8.8 million 
dollars, up from 1995's 
7.4 million. While 
sales were up the num-
ber of retail food outlets 
dropped from 41 1Q95 to 
33 1Q96. 

Retail drug stores 
accounted for 1.6 mil-
lion in sales for 1Q96, a 
6% increase over 1Q95. 

While not a signifi-
cant percentage of the 
total dollars spent, re-
tail liquor stores 
jumped 267% from 
$108,995 in 1095 to 
290,509 in 1Q96. 

While the retail 
trade numbers for the 
first quarter of 1996 
show a significant in-
crease, there are some 
areas that showed drops 
from 1995 to 1996. 

Gross sales for the 
Major 	Industry: 
Construction were 
down (10%) from 1.1 
million in 1Q95 to .9 
million 1Q96. This is 
after a drop 40% from 
1Q94 to 1Q95. 

Following the same 
trend was a drop in re-
tail sales of building 
materials from 1.2 
million to 1.0 million. 

For the Major 
In dustry: 
Manufacturing gross 
sales remained flat at 
13.1 million. The 
number of manufactur-
ing outlets however, 
dropped from 23 to 17 in 
1Q96.

AUSTIN - It's going to be 
easier for Texans who have had 
problems buying home insurance 
to find companies that will offer 
them coverage, under the state's 
new Market Assistance Program. 

The MAP includes a comput-
erized system to link residential 
property owners in underserved ar-
eas with insurance companies that 
might insure their homes. 

Last week, Texas Insurance 
Commissioner Elton Bomer an-
nounced that insurance companies 
representing about 80 percent of 
the state's residential property in-
surance market have agreed to par-
ticipate in the program. 

"I am pleased with the reaction 
so far and hope even more 
companies will sign up as the 
program becomes better known," 
Bonier said. 

The MAP will be phased in 
over the next six months. Phase 
one began last week for residential 
property owners in Harris, Dallas, 
Bexar and Tarrant -Texas' most 
populous counties.- and all or part 
of 11 South Texas counties. 

Phase two opens Jan. 15 with the 
addition of almost all of Galveston 
and Nueces counties, plus parts 
of Travis, El Paso, Jefferson, 
Lubbock and Wichita counties and 
all or part of several other West 
Texas counties. Beginning April 
15, the last phase will add part of 
McLennan County and a number of 
rural counties. 

The MAP is mandated by House 
Bill 1367, an antidiscrimination 
measure sponsored in 1995 by 
state Rep. Harold Dutton and state 
Sen. Rodney Ellis, both Houston 
Democrats. 

Under the MAP, Bomer can 
require all property insurers to 
participate in the plan if he 
determines the voluntary approach 
is not finding insurance for enough 
eligible applicants. 

Ellis Sorry About Taping 
Sen. Rodney Ellis apologized 

last week for secretly tape record-
ing conversations with colleagues 
on the Senate floor during the 1995 
legislative session. 

A camera crew followed Ellis 
into the Senate chamber and 
captured uncensored conversations 
between senators. The tape of 
Ellis winning Senate approval of 
one of his bills is about a 10-
minute segment of a four-hour 
television documentary, "Vote for 
Me - Politics in America" to be 
broadcast nationally on PBS Oct. 
28 and 29. 

The week before last, Sen. Jeff 
Wentworth, R-San Antonio, sent 
Ellis a letter demanding a formal 
apology and proposing a rules 
change to prohibit secret recordings 
on the Senate floor, the Houston 
Chronicle reported. 

"You have betrayed the trust I had 
in you," Wentworth wrote. Several 
other senators also demanded-Tan.. 
apology from Ellis. 

Ellis then sent fellow senators t 
letter that said: "I apologize if I 
have violated your trust in me for 
participating in the film." 

Ellis said he forgot he was 
wearing a wireless microphone 
after a day of working with the 
documentary film crew, but said, 
"On my part it was dumb. My 
agreeing to participate was just 
indefensible." 

Tony Proffitt, a spokesman for 
Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock, who pre-
sides over the Senate, said, "It was 
an unfortunate event and he (Bul-
lock) hopes it will not be repeated 
ever again - and be's not too 

pleased with PBS either." 
Bullock does not believe, how-

ever, that Ellis' actions were mali-
cious, Proffitt said. 

Lottery Funded Scholarships 
The state Board of Education 

has endorsed a plan to tie the 
Texas Lottery to education by using 
lottery revenue to fund a new 
college scholarship program. 

Supporters of the plan said about 
80,000 high school students could 
initially qualify for the $1,000-a-
year scholarships if they graduate 
with at lease a B average in 
recommended courses and attend a 
public college or university. 

The proposal, which must be 
approved by the Legislature, would 
cost about $80 million in its first 
year and $160 million in the second 
year. The lottery generates about 
$1.1 billion a year for the state 
treasury. 

Board member Jose Garcia De 
Lara of San Antonio drafted the 
proposal, emphasizing that it would 
address the demands of many 
Texans that some lottery money be 
earmarked for education. 

"The perception is that the 
lottery was intended to go to 
education," De Lara told the 
Dallas Morning News. "Quite 
frankly, the people are angry in my 
district." 

Before approving the plan on a 
9-5 vote, board members debated 
the use of lottery, ,money for 
education and whether theY'sbAld 
.be considering programs not aimed 
at public school children. 

Workers Comp Layoff 
The Texas Workers' Compensa-

tion Insurance Fund will lay off as 
many as 221 employees this week 
because of a decline in business. 

"We find that our premium vol-
umes are going down as compe-
tition heats up in the workers' 
compensation market," said Terry 
Frakes, a senior vice president of 
the fund. 

The fund's premium volume has 
dropped from $623 million at the 
end of 1994 to about $400 million 
now, Frakes said, and it is expected 
to drop again next year.

Everyone interested in 

Eastland County history 
will want a copy of "A 
Short History of Ranger, 
Texas" by Ruth Terry 
Denny. Although the book 
focuses on Ranger, it also 
has plenty of material 
about the area and state. 

This Master's Thesis by 
Ruth Terry Denny was 
originally printed in 1941, 

, and was reprinted this 
September 1996 by the 
Ranger Historical Preser-
vation Society. 

Hardin Simmons Uni-
versity granted permis-
sion for this current re-
print. Proceeds from it will 
benefit the Ruth Terry 
Denny Library in Ranger. 

This latest publication 
is a handsome volume, 
228 pages, hardbound, 
with a maroon cover. It 
has large print, maps, il-
lustrations, a number of 
rare photographs, and 
early cattle brands of the 
area. 

It also has a Bibliogra-
phy, other references, a 
list of persons inter-
viewed, and a carefully 
compiled index. 

Author Ruth Terry 
Denny is the daughter of 
a pioneer Ranger Doctor, 
P.R. Terry. She was born 
in Ranger in 1901, and 
received her early educa-
tion there. She received 
her B.A. Degree at the 
University of Texas in 
Austin, and her Master's 
Degree at Hardin Sim-
mons University. 

This historical Thesis 
was a part of that Degree, 
and Mrs. Denny worked 
on it while living in 
Ranger. She taught Eng-
lish and History in the 
local schools from 1920 
until 1943. At that time 
she moved to Eldorado, 
Arkansas with her hus-
band, O.B. Denny. 

Mrs. Denny still lives in 
Eldorado, but has never 
forgotten Ranger. She has 
been a benefactor to the 
town in many ways. Each 
Oct. 24 has been set aside 
in Ranger as Ruth Terry 
Denny day. 

It is fortunate that at 
the time Mrs. Denny be- 
gan her research there 
were people living in 
Ranger who remembered 
the early days of Anglo 
settlement. Their vivid 
accounts of their hard, 
perilous and hopeful lives 
make interesting reading. 
Some of the descendants 
of these first families are 
still around. 

There are beautiful 
descriptions of the land 
as it looked when the set-
tler first came, with its 
timber, water, grass and 
wild game — with the 
Indians listed right along 
with the game. 

The book also gives a 
glimpse into the thinking 
of those Native Ameri-
cans, or Indians, who did 
not recognize the claims 
of any government which 
set up land boundaries, 
lines of settlement and 
forts on land they had 
occupied for hundreds of 
years. 

One of the colorful de-
scriptions in the book 
deals with a Texas 
Ranger. An early Texas 
Ranger Camp was located 
in the vicinity - and the 
town took its name from 
the Camp. 

James Madison Ware, 
in an interview in March, 
1941, told of Jack Smith, 
who was with the Fron-
tier Rangers: 

"He came to our com-
munity on the Leon on 
the Christmas of 1879 to 
a dance. He was such a 
curiosity to us because he 
wore his pretty brown hair 
in two long braids, and let 
it hang down his back. He 
tied a bow of blue ribbon 
on the ends. He was a 
picturesque character, 
with his longhair and high 
heeled boots ..." 

Mrs. Denny says that 
"the pioneers did not shirk 
responsibility and live a 
selfish life, although they 
lived on the principle of 

`one day at a time."' 
The book gives a lot of 

information about how 
they survived this daily 
existence. We learn that 

3y obtained salt from a 
3tant ranch, the 
dbetter Ranch with its 

Salt Springs. The water 
had to be boiled and evapo-
rated in order to obtain 
the salt. 

We learn that Indians 
raided in the light of the 
moon, and their favorite 
target was horses. And 
when a settler killed an 
Indian they did not bury 
him. 

The first white people 
to come to Eastland 
County followed the trails 
made by the Indians and 
wild game, which led to 
and by the watering 
places. 

And through the dura-
tion of the Civil War 
Eastland County, with its 
three or four settlements, 
was on the very border-
line of civilization. 

The book covers the 
creation of Eastland 
County in 1858. Until 
1868 it was under the 
jurisdiction of Comanche 
County. After 1868 the 
County was attached to 
Palo Pinto County. 
Eastland County was 
organized Dec. 2, 1873, 
and in Feb. 1874 another 
election was held to locate 
the County Seat. 

Records state that the 
first court was held in the 
Mansker Lake Commu-
nity, and later it was 
moved to Merriman. Sev-
eral years afterward it 
was moved to th a site of 
Eastland. 

The book tells of a ter-
rible flood in 1874, aJune 
freeze in 1877, and vari-
ous droughts. It also de-
tails the life of ranchers, 
including their long cattle 
drives. An interesting 
sidelight: it took 12 days 
to drive a herd of cattle to 
Fort Worth. 

When people began to 

settle in the valley which 
became the town of 
Ranger, they first lived in 
tents. The Texas and 

She reports that the 
blow-in of the McClesky 
Well Oct. 17, 1917 ush-
ered a "bewildering and 
awe-inspiring life" into 
Ranger. The Ranger Oil 
Field became the most 
phenomenal thing the oil 
world had ever seen. 

"Ranger's 700 natives 
had awakened to find 
themselves a part of the 
cosmopolitan city of 
25,000 souls in 1919, 
which number ranged 
upward to 50,000," Mrs. 
Denny says. "Ranger was 
a town where there was 
not night or quiet." 

The muddy streets, the 
jostling ofcrowds, the mad 
business rush are all de-
scribed here. 

Then came Ranger's 
aftermath, when the oil 
boom ended, production 
went down, and the popu-
lation of the town de-
clined. Mrs. Denny lists 
the 1940 census as 5,463. 

"A Short History of 
Ranger, Texas" ends with 
a brief account of a "back 
to the farm movement" in 

Eastland County. This 
was to be under the aid of 
"skilled directors, the 
County Agents." 

This must have been  

written right before the 
time of Pearl Harbor, Dec. 
7, 1941. That began a 
brand-new war and plenty 
of new experiences for 
Ranger and the area. 

Of course many more 
things have happened 
since Mrs. Denny wrote 
her history. But her work 
covers a special era and a 
colorful one — times that 
will never return. And her 
careful attention to detail 
has made the volume a 
classic.

Jesse Price was born in 
1923. His dad, Thomas 
Arthur, was a farmer until 
1936, when the family 
moved into town and the 
family began attending 
the Pentecostal Church. 
Jesse received the Holy 
Ghost at the age of 15. 

His first sermon was 
given at a youth group at 
the local church at age 17. 

In the fall of 1942 his 
pastor brought him to the 
Bible school near Rising 
Star. The school later 
moved to Milford, where 
he attended until 1945, 
when he graduated.

JESSE'S STORY 
When Jesse's pastor, 

F.L. (Foxie) Williams 
brought him to Romney 
where the Mountain Top 
Church was located, Clif-
ford and Pauline Reed had 
started the Bible School 
in conjunction with their 
church. They opened the 
Bible School about 1940. 
Clifford and Pauline lived 
in Eastland and taught 
school here for a while. 

It is my understanding 
that „this was the first  

cook for the Bible School, 
and Melvin McFall was 
the Bible teacher. 

When Jesse arrived at 
the school in the after-
noon, the boys were clear-
ing brush near the 
Hastings place near the 
Long Branch community. 
They took Jesse over to 
get a first hand look at 
what he would be doing. 

Since some of us did not 
have money we would do 
chores to help pay for our 
schooling. 

Theron Chapman from 
Morgan, Texas, would 
milk cows morning and 
evenings. 

Come rain or shine 
Jesse helped to build fires 
on cold mornings for 
school. 

J.T. Pugh, an orphan 
boy from Louisiana, would 
do odd jobs. They had a 
quartet from the school 
who would travel from 
church to church to raise 
money for the school. 

In about 1943 the  

church burned. Some of 
the people located a school 
building at Milford, lo-
cated between Hillsboro 
and Waxahachie. 

They moved and contin-
ued the school there, 
where Jesse finished in 
May of 1945.

Bro and Sis Burkhalter 
live in Ranger. 

Theron Chapman is 
pasturing a one million 
dollar church in Midland. 

J.T. Pugh and his son 
pastor a one million dol-
lar church in Odessa. 

Some of the students 
live in Oklahoma one of 
the Rich girls married 
Johnny McCoy and live in 
Eastland. Mrs. Pearl also 
lives here in Eastland. Sis 
Lillian Rich married Nor-
man Pierce and live in  

Brownwood. 
Many of the others I 

have lost contact with. 
The school was named 
S.B.V.C., meaning South-
ern Bible and Vocational 
College. After the school 
moved to Milford, J.T. 
Pugh was dean over the 
smaller boys and Jesse 
was assistant dean. The 
boys would roll out of bed 
about 6:30 a.m., dress for 
school and wash. After 
breakfast they would go 
back and make their bed 
and straighten their room 
before going to school. 

* * 
Feeling the call to evan-

gelize and preach the 
gospel, he started travel-
ing and preaching. One of 
the first meetings was at 
Mountain Top near Ris-
ing Star where he and 
Rev. J.T. Pugh preached, 
Jesse hoed peanuts for the 
Rich family.

Jesse 
says since they have pur-
chased the entire block, 
Rev. Daniel Martin is 
their pastor now.

Keffer: "No Pass, No Play," Should 
Apply to Legislators, Too 

PRAYERFUL WORSHIP . 	, 

"Bolstered by rising 
oil prices, a strong new 
home market and 
growth in the stock 
value of Texas-based 
businesses, the latest 
Index of Leading 
Texas 	Economic 
Indicators is at 126.2, 
an increase of 2 percent 
compared to one year 
ago," State Comptroller 
John Sharp announced. 

"The Index now 
points to moderate 
growth in the Texas 
economy during the 
next few months -some-
what stronger than the 
slow growth the state 
has experienced recent-
ly,"Sh arp said. 

"Of the 10 economic 
indicators that com-
prise the Index , nine 
point to growth. Only, a 
rise in unemployment 
claims, signals a slow-
erstate economy," 
Sharp said. 

Pacing the Index of 
Leading 	Thxas 
Economic Indicators 
for the seventh consecu-
tive month, the Texas 
Stock Index is up 32.1% 
compared to one year 
ago. Stock values of 
Texas-based compa-
nies have been on an 
upward trend for the 
last 13 months. 

Texas crude oil 
prices are up 21.7% 
compared to this time 
last year. That should 
come as no surprise to  

consumers who wno 
have experienced price 
shock at the gasoline 
pump lately. Crude oil 
inventories are low at 
major refineries, due to 
a long, cold winter and 
nervousness about a 
flood of cheap oil from 
the Middle East. 

The number of new 
home construction per-
mits is up 14.2% com-
pared to one year ago. 
However, the number of 
construction permits 
dropped 5.9% between 
March & April. 
Mortgage interest rates 
are headed upward 
again, decreasing the 
demand for new 
homes. 

Texans may not be 
in the new home mar-
ket, but they're certain- 

ly in the retail stores 
Retail sales grew 6% in 
April compared to the 
same period last year. 
Retailers report strong 
sales of spring and 
summer clothing. 
Texas consumer confi-
dence is up for the third 
consecutive month, and 
is 4.6% higher than this 
time last year. Texans 
have more confidence 
in the state economy 
and their own job secu-
rity than U.S. con-
sumers have in the na-
tional economy. 

New business incor-
porations are up 7.4% 
compared to one year 

ago. The average num-
ber of manufacturing 
hours per work week is 
up about 1%. 

The Texas Help 
Wanted Index, a mea-
surement of job listings 
in Texas newspapers, 
is up a fraction com-
pared to one year ago, 
and the unemployment 
rate is down slightly. 
At the same time, un-
employment claims 
jumped 8% compared to 
one year ago. 

The Comptroller's 
office produces the 
monthly Indei of 
Leading 	Texas 
Economic Indicators to 
help predict the econo-
my's ups and downs as 
much as six months in 
advance. The Index is 
also useful in compar-
ing the Texas economy 
with the nation as a 
whole. The U.S. Index 
of Leading Economic 
Indicators is currently 
at 102.1. 

Three Die in 
Wreck Satur- 
day Night 

A one-car accident 
Saturday 	night 
claimed the lives of 
three De Leon residents 
and injured two others. 
The fatal roll-over oc-
curred about 9:30 p.m. 
Saturday on State 
Highway 16 five miles 
south of 1-20 and south-
east of Ranger. 

Killed in the acci-
dent were Shenna M. 
Chupp, 18, Marty A 
Shoemaker, 38, and 
Martin W. Hargus, 24. 
Injured were Bell M. 
Spencer, 41, and her 
son, Striker Spencer, 8. 

Chupp was the driver 
of the 1996 Pontiac, and 
the car reportedly ran 
off the roadway to the 
right at a curve. After
