Dry vegetation bak-
ing further under the 
hot Texas sun, has be-
come ripe for lightning 
ignited fires. 

With most of the 
state seeing lower rela-
tive humidities, fine 
dead fuel moistures 
are extremely low. 
Cured grass sites will 
thus ignite and burn 
easily, thunderstorms 
over the past several 
days have been the 
major cause of fire 
starts and have con-
tributed to fires spread-
ing rapidly due to the 
erratic and strong 
winds associated with 
these storms. 

Rain associated 
with these thunder-
storms typically comes 

down hard and fast, 
over a short period of 
time. When this oc-
curs, most of the water 
runs off the land in-
stead of soaking in. 
With the strong winds 
associated with these 
thunderstorms, it takes 
very little time for the 
cured grasses and 
dead brush to dry out. A 
lightning strike that 
may have occurred 
during a storm could 
result in what is 
termed a "holdover" or 
"sleeper" fire. This oc-
curs once the vegeta-
tion has had the chance 
to dry out and can be 
sparked by larger veg-
etation (down or stand-
ing trees) that had been 
lit by lightning.

writes that the fan in his 
section broke down. 

Zack writes of his own 
little problem. As he 1.-s 
not heard from relatives 
in fifteen years he tries to 
depend on himself. He 
traded art work for a fan 
and radio from an inmate 
about to be released. A bit 
ofhis art work was printed 
in this paper a while back. 
But they have a rule in 
TDCJ that inmates must 
have property papers for 
everything they have. 
That is a slip from the 
mail room for books re-
ceived and commissary 
receipts for things like 
fans and radios. Other-
wise it is assumed even in 
absence of a complaint 
that something was sto-
len that the item(s) were 
obtained by theft. Not that 
anything actually taken 
is ever returned. Items 
without property papers 
are "confiscated." Confis-
cated is an euphemism for 
official thievery. 

So, in shake down just 
as the heat set in Zack 
had his radio and fan 
confiscated.

AUSTIN - Gov. George W. 
Bush and Attorney General Dan 
Morales have agreed to let arbi-
trators decide how much private 
lawyers will get in the state's $15.3 
billion settlement with tobacco 
companies. 

After months of contentious-
ness, Bush and Morales settled 
with each other on July 16, en-
abling the state to collect the first 
$350 million of the largest civil 
settlement in U.S. history. 

Bush, who started the fight over 
lawyerfees in January, said he was 
happy with the agreement. "I have 
consistently asked that the attor-
ney fee issue be separated from the 
rest of the settlement so the award 
to Texas can become final, and I 
am pleased that this has now hap-
pened," he was quoted by the Aus-
tin American-Statesman. 

A federal arbitration panel, 
which will convene in November, 
will decide how much cigarette 
makers must pay attorneys hired 
by Morales to represent Texas in 
the lawsuit. 

Morales hired six private law-
yers and agreed to pay them 15 
percent of any money won by the 
state in its lawsuit. Fifteen percent 
of the $15.3 billion award totals 
about $2.3 billion.

Scholarship Increases Proposed 

The Texas Higher Edpcation 
Coordinating Board members are 
telling lawmakers early they want 
the state Legislature to triple the 
budget for scholarships to about 
$500 million. 

Too many students and parents 
are being priced out of the mar-
ket, they say. 

"We're looking at a real crisis 
of access by everyone - not just 
minorities, but the middle class," 
said Board member Joe Krier of 
San Antonio. 

"If [lawmakers] don't address 
this in a big, big way ... we believe 
they'll be looking at a dramatically 
declining number of people in 
public higher education," he said. 

Annual tuition and fees at state 
colleges and universities have 
risen dramatically in the last five 
years, the Austin American-States-
man reported. At the University of 
Texas, those costs are up 78 per-
cent and will average $3,004 for 
undergraduates in the coming 
school year. 

Sen. Bill Ratliff, R-Mount 
Pleasant, chairman of the Senate 
Finance Committee, said there is 
a lot of interest in boosting schol-
arship funds, as the days tick away 
to the January opening of the 1999 
Legislature. 

Other Capital Highlights 
• If stock markets don't crash 

and tax revenues continue to grow 
at 10 percent, the state budget sur-
plus for the next biennium will be 
nearly $6.3 billion, Texas Comp-
troller John Sharp predicted re- 

cently. In 2000-01 budget period, 
state lawmakers should have that 
amount to spend or return to tax-
payers, he said. 

w The Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice has approved 
more than $13.5 million in grants 
to local probation departments 
covering 109 counties with drug 
abuse treatment programs as an 
alternative to sending nonviolent 
offenders to prison. 

w Texas is intervening in a Vir-
ginia lawsuit filed to prevent 
undercounting in the 2000 census. 
In 1990, Texas was undercounted 
by 482,783 people, resulting in a 
2.8 percent shortfall in federal 
funding, the Texas attorney 
general's office said.

Cookie jar., don't have to be very old to have substantial 
value. A jar's value is determined by design, rarity and con-
dition more than age. 

Covered jars made especially to hold cookies were corn-
monly used in England during the 19th century. They usu-
ally were made of cut glass and silver. 

But it is the American pottery jar that has caught the eye 
of the collector. 

The first American cookie jars, either glass or pottery, 
seem to have been made in the 1920s. The early jars were 
shaped like covered cylinders or pots. 

By the mid-'40s, the figural cookie jar came into fashion. 
Jars were made to look like barrels, animals, fruit, vegeta-
bles, people, cars and hundreds of other objects. 

Cookies, children and comics go together, so many jars 
were inspired by the cartoons and comics of the day. 
Superman, Winnie the Pooh, Dumbo, Mickey Mouse and 
Woody Woodpecker are among the many comic figures that 
appear as cookie jars. 

Makers of jars include Red Wing, McCoy, Brush, Hull, 
Regal China, Metlox and Robinson-Ransbottom. 

One jar in demand by collectors is shaped like Yogi Bear, 
the Hanna-Barbera cartoon character who debuted on tele-
vision in 1958. Yogi got his own show in 1960, and he 
appeared in a full-length movie in 1964. His most recent 
show went off the air in 1992; reruns of his various cartoons 
still air. 

The Yogi Bear cookie jar, made by the American Bisque 
Co. of Williamstown, W.Va., was made in 1961. It came in 
several color variations. Yogi jars sell today for $300 to 
$400.

Playing With Fire 

As I have traveled 
around Texas and wit-
nessed first-hand the 
devastation of the 
drought, I have been 
amazed by the ability of 
Texans to withstand the 
effects of the heat and not 
let it break our spirits. 
Texas is big in so many 
ways, including our abil-
ity to persevere in tough 
times. 

With more than 80 
people having now died 
from the extreme heat, 
thousands of farmers fac-
ing financial devastation 
from unproductive crops, 
and countless ag-depend-
ent businesses severely 
crippled, this is the time 
for some federal help. 

That's why I've been 
working on a comprehen-
sive response to the ur-
gent needs of rural com-
munities now dealing 
with the relentless 
drought our area has 
experienced. 

Fortunately, some 
forms of relief already are 
in place. Crop insurance 
provides catastrophic and 
buy-up coverage, while 
the non-insured Assis-
tance Program provides 
disaster-type payments 
for losses not covered by 
crop insurance. The Live-
stock Indemnity Program 
pays producers who lose  

livestock due to natural 
disasters. 

Meanwhile, the Small 
Business Administration 
delivers loans through the 
disaster area office located 
in Fort Worth. If a small 
business has suffered 
substantial loss as a re-
sult of a disaster, regard-
less of physical damage, 
the business may be eli-
gible for SBA financial 
assistance. 

Rural communitiesmay 
find relief from Commu-
nity Facilities, Water and 
Waste Water, and Busi-
ness and Industry Loans, 
as well as other programs 
handled through the 
Rural Development 
Agency. 

But in severe emer-
gency situations such as 
we find ourselves now, 
more must be done. That's 
why I am working with 
colleagues in Congress as 
well as the White House 
to secure additional relief 
for Texas. 

We can begin by mak-
i ng advanced payments of 

$5.5 billion in 1999 tran-
sition, or so-called "Free-
dom to Farm payments" 
this coming October 1. The 
government can also help 
by buying-up surplus 
farm commodities to bol-
ster prices. 

I have recommended 
that the government pay 
crop insurance premiums  

Callahan (_ounty Star 
for producers who will 
receive an indemnity 
payment, as well as a 
proportional payment for 
producers with cata-
strophic coverage or those 
who would be eligible for 
the Non-Insured Assis-
tance Program. 

Beyond that, however, 
I would like to see Con-
gress provide funding 
which would allow the 
Secretary of Agriculture 
to carry out the Disaster 
Reserve Assistance Pro-
gram, which reimburses 
producers for up to 30% of 
the cost of the feed they 
must purchase. 

These short term meas-
ures must be followed by 
actions which will open 
up foreign markets to 
American-produced prod-
ucts when the weather 
improves. Increasing our 
international trade oppor-
tunities will go far to cre-
ate jobs and economic 
security at home. 

It's hot and dry in Texas. 
This is no time for Wash-
ington to play with fire by 
failing to react quickly to 
the crises we face.
