Armyworms Infest
Small Grain Fields |

Heavy population of army-

grain fields and improved grass-
es in Callahan County, says
Greg Gerngross, county agent.
The armyworm is primarily
a fcilage feeder and is about
an inch Jong. Color varies from
a light green to almost black.
The front of the head is marked
with an inverted “Y"” with a
yellowish-white line down the
back from the head to tail.
After eggs are laid, it takes
two to four days for them to
hatch. They become full grown
in two to three weeks and at
whirh time it burrows into the
soil and pupates where it re-
mains for about 8 to 10 days
and emerges as an adult. This
life cycle of an armyworm is!
from 24 to 35 days long.

Several insecticides are rec-
ommended for control cof the'
armyworm, Gerngross said. Pro-
