Also I happen to be an
R.N. who detested the fact that

ent disablity almost three years
ago. Maybe I cculd be of some
help to this group, after all, be-
ing idle and allowing your years

of expernenf:e to go to waste is
the worst ‘part about ‘“forced
retirement”. I have gotten to
know the Cottonwocd area in a
small way, and realize that there
are many older people in this

parficular rural section, just as

well as there must be in most
of the surrounding neighbor-
hoods. This tiny group of velun-
teers has been serving actively,
capably and willingly, far be-
yond the call of duty: and at
the same time earnestly train-
ing to improve their skills to
help prolong our lives, if and
when we need their help.

To me this is a dream come
I grew up a rural com-
munity, just 40 miles from Aus-
tin. Almost any serious acci-
dent or illness meant another
fatality during those years, be-
cause by the time you drove
over a dirt road into Austin,
vour patient would have ex-
pired. During my five years of
training to become an RN, 1
tried to enlist the service of
every intern and prospective
nurse, to move to Texas after
graduation and help me set up

a series of clinics all over this'

beautiful state. Uncle Sam hap-
pened to have first priority, but
after a stint in the Army, I
went back to my old dream. At
this time I had a pharmacist hus-
band who also shared that
dream, but it all died until this
long awaited year. Attending
the monthly meeting of the
Cross Plains Emergency Medi-
cal Service on  November 20,
1978, I was almost stunned to
realize that within this group
lies the answer to that long
awaited dream. To the over-
woerked group, I'm sure it felt
like more of the same old night-
mare. It was obviously a very

dedicated group, and their cause
was one of the greatest, but so
were the problems which they
were all trying to find some so-
lutions, that would not cost a

' ment,

fortune, but help in some way|
in their life saving project. Be-|
sides needing financial help to-
ward purchase of essential
equipment, there is an enor-
mous need for more men and
women to become involved.
There was a grand total of|
eight ladies and two brave men
present at this month’s meeting
at the City Hall. Actually only
six of the women present have
been pouring their hearts, souls
and finances into this dream
since last March, along with the
two gentlemen present.

Even though there is a state-
wide need, there are no state
funds available for the move-

only encouragement in
knowing that you are a part of a
service badly needed. There are
many stories of good done by
such groups. One comes from
the second issue of the newly
formed “Emergency Messenger”
the state health department re-
ports a life saving situation in
the Hudson Bend area of Travis
County. That area has a group
of “semi-trained” laymen known
as the First Responders. One of
these gentlemen works as a vol-
unteer fireman and had been
trained in E.C.A. This gentle-
man, Jim Farmer, happened to
be working beside another me-
chanic, Michael Potersnak, when
Jim noticed that Michael seem-
ed short of breath and decided
to check his blood pressure with
a sphygmotonometer and stetho-
cope which he carried in his
truck. Because of the abnormal-
ly low presure apd other symp-
toms, Jim called another work-
er who had also had a course
in EM.T., and between Jim and
Bruce Ford, they confirmed
their suspicions and rushed Mi-
chael to the nearest hospital.
Later Michael gave credit and
thanks to his alert co-wokers
for getting him to an emergen-
cy care unit only moments be-
fore he had a near fatal heart
attack. I would like to do a

The above training took place
between May and June of this|
year. In September the group
started driving to Brownwood
two nights each week, and by
December 7 they will have com-
pleted 148 hours of study in
EMT. Eighty of those hours
have been spent in classwork, |
the remainder at work in the
hospital; again the cost out of
each volunteer’'s pocket, will be
$62.25 plus transportation and
time. Through their combined |
efforts, we should all feel a lot
safer.

Sccop
stretchers, which are almost es-
sential, cost $163.25; but with-
out one, it is impossible to move
certain types of injuries with-
cut the possibility of bringing
on sudden death. There are a
lot of football injuries as well
as normal automobile accidents,
where moving the patient has
to be extremely cautious. An
ordinary Trauma Kit sells for
almost $500, but it carries the
life preserving = equipment,
which every ambulance has to,
have. Even such items as 02
masks and naszl canulas for the
use of oxygen, are just not
in various sizes. These
only come in disposable lots
since they can not be sterilized
and used a second time, &c
there has to be a way of re-
placing these articles. Should
an expectant mother need the
ambulance service right now
she had better hcpe and pray
that both she and her baby
can get to the hospital before
the “Big Event” happens, be
c2use there is no equipment for
a safe delivery cn board right
now.
