Spring is the season when there is a
surplus of eggs on most farms, For
this reason it is desirable that a sup-
ply be preserved at home to be used
pext fall and winter when eggs are
hard to get and are high in price.
There are several methods of pre-
serving eggs which have proven very
successful and which, because they
are cheap, simple; and effective, should
be put into practice wore extensively,
Eggs to be preserved must be fresh,
and should be placed in the preserving
container as soon as possible after they
are laid.
