Texas.—Cuidad Juarea 
was captured lu a picturesque battle 
at an early hour Saturday morning 
by ,he revolutionary forces at Pancho 
Villa. Villa was accompanied by 
Gees. Maclovio. Herrera and Cortege 
and their forces. 

The capture was remarkable in 
Mexican military annals for Its dis-
patch and for the fact that it was 
not preceded by any bluster or other 
publicity. Xhe revolutionary force 
numbers about 2.000, while the fed-
eral forces of the garrison were about 
one-fourth that number. 

The loss of life amounted to about 
100. 25 of w horn were revolutionists 
and the other federals. As a resin, 
of the capture, the revolutionists 
taken about 125 prisoners. 95.00e 
rounds of aniterani:lon. two field 
pieces and two machine guns, be-
sides a great many email arms and 
supplies. 

The biggest Item in the list of 
spoils. however, is the port of Juarez 
and the strategic advent ges that go 
with It. 

The revolutionists arrived In Juar-
ez about 2 o'clock on a freight train 
that had been captured near Militia. 
hua the day before. The battle be-
gan at 3 o'clock abd the military post 
was taken at 4 o'clock.

TRIP TO PANAMA. 

( Continued. No. 4.) 

The last paper, No. 3, left us just 
entering Getup Lake after being 
raised from sea level to the surface 
of said lake, e5 feet vertically, by 
means of the three Gatun Locks. 

The Gatun is an artificial body of 
water formed by 'laming the Chagres 
River, which with its tributaries, 
drain 1:120 square miles of territory, 
and as the annual rainfall is 109 
inches the supply is amply sufficient 
to keep the Lake full, though it 
covers 164 square miles. The form-
ing of the Lake served three very 
useful purposes. First, it obliterated 
the Chagres River. a very unruly 
stream : the terror of the French, 
who by no mean, hail solved the 
pronlem of controlling it, though 
they had divested its channel for 
seven miles at the north end of their 
proposed line and used its valley to 
the north end of Culebra Cut, 31 
miles, yet the river was not controll-
ed and as it overflows its valley, 
would eventually fill up their chan. 
nil and ruin their canal, One hun. 
anal and sixty-four (square miles of 
territory, and a depth running from 
sa feet to nothing at the waters 
edge, effectually absorbs and obliter-
ates this unruly river and plumes the 
overflow over Gatun epill-way thor-
oughly tamed and controlled, Sec. 
ond. it obliterated ..The Black 
Swamp'', the pest of the "Canal 
Zone by covering it with S5 feet of 
fresh water, destroying the breeding 
places of yellow fever and malaria 
producing mosquitoes and in that 
manner guaranteeing the future san-
itation of the Canal Zone. and last, 
but by no means least, tt furnishes 
a water-way of 23 miles across the 
Lake iteelf, it furnishes 45 feet of 
water through Culebra Cut, 9 miles 
long; it furnishes the water for the 
operation of ..Gatun Locks". Pedro 
Miguel Lucks. and in case of short-
age of water the Mira-Flores Locks. 
It also furnishes the water for the 
Hydro-Electric plant, that will fur-
nish all the electricity used for all 
purposes in the Canal Zone. The 
surface of Gattin Lake is spotted 
with numerous islands, which were 
once hills, but now their bases being 
submerged, form islands, most of 
them very pretty, covered with tim-
ber, palms of all kinds, and beauti-
ful flowers, very fascinating indeed, 
they are, especially to the female 
eye, as I was aroused from my med-
itation by nee wife exclaiming, 
"There is where I want to build snit 
live!" pointing to a most beautiful 
one opposite Gatlin Lock and at its 
entrance. Of course the summits of 
all of those in the Canal channel, 
within 45 feet of the surface, have 
to he dredged off, making a channel 
for the first 15 miles south from 
the Gatun Locks 1000 feet wide; the 
next two miles, 800 feet wide; the

These channels with their elitfer>it 
widths are by no means in a direct 
line from Gatun Locke to Pedro Mi. 
gust Locks, but change their 'brew. 
Lion at different poiuts so as to miss 
the larger islands, As these than. 
nets are about through the middle 
of the Lake: the method adopted so 
that vessels can follow them, is by a 
system cf Range Towers, with bright 
lights in them to burn at night, plac-
ed on the different islands and head-
lands, ranged in the line of the 
channel at each chauge, so when a 
ship is on the line of any two of 

these lights, she is on tl,e line of the 

channel between them. so when a 
third light shows up, she knows 
the conrse of the channel changes. 
.1t all angles in tto• line of the ('anal 
the channel is made sufileiently wide 
for a 1000 foot ship to easily turn 
in them, "Gamboa Dike- the blow-
ing up of which I suppose my read-
ers read of in the daily press, was 
built at the point where the Chagres 

River flowed west, crossed the line 
of the Canal goingenuth at the north 
end of Culebra Cut, as the bottom 
of the Cut was to be lower than the 
bed of the river, it was necessary to 
have that -Pike" to hold back the 
waters of the river during the con-
struction of the Cut, and especially 
when Gatlin Lake began to fill. The 
blowing up of this -Dike' marked 
the theoretical .oloining of the 

Oceans" as then -the laud- le.came 
"divided" and -the world united." 
This "Pike- was honey-combed with 

1200 shots, all loaded and charged 
with dynamite, of sufficient depth 
to blow a clear channel, lower than 
than the bottom of Culebra Cut, 
connected with electric batteries, so 
as to have an ifletantanious explos-
ion, having the full Gatuni Lake on 
the one side of it and the empty 
Culebra Cut on the other, was her-
alded abroad as an event that would 
be the most spectacular scene of the 
entire building of the Canal, when 
by the touch of the button at 'Vasil-
ington by President Wilson would 
cause the awful explosion and the 
instantaneous upheav el of thousands 
of tons of earth and water, the wail 
rush of the waters into the empty 
cut would mark the culmination of 

11 year's of continuous work, But 
He who saw and planned the end 
from the beginning, hail besigned no 
such scene as that, his engineering 
knowledge anti experience had 
taught him not to turn loose, un-
curbed, such power as the rush of so 
much water would develope, did his 
work in a more quiet and effective 
manner: under this massive "Dike" 
he had built in the beginniag several 
large sluices with gates, and when 
he was ready, he opened the gates. 
turned in the water, completely un-
der his controlr and when the differ-
ence of level of the two waters was 
six feet lie knew there could be no 
noel rush, President Wilson touched 
the button 4,000 milos away. One-
third only of the 1200 shots were 
fired as planned, the others will be 
fired as the neceseity demands. 
There is nothing spectacular about 
('ol. Geothals. he seem to know 
what has to be done, and he always 
seems to know how to do it: this 
feeling tune naturally has of him as 
we pass in review the great works, 

Gatlin 1►xm'~ Gatlin Locke-, Ga-
tun Spillway . Gatun Lake" and ap-
proach now the great "Cult-bra Cut'' 
the most stupendous feat of engin-
eering the mind of man has ever 
planned, the genius of man has ever 

executed, the eye of man has ever 
looked upon. The men of the past, 

whose names are connected with the 
history of the Isthmus are well rem-

embered by monuments. Columbus, 
the Navigator of the Atlantic and 
discoverer of America, has an island 
off the coast of Panama named for 
him and a monument in Colon. 
Balboa has the mountain from which 
tie discovered the Pacific and a city 
named for him. Aepenwall, Chaun-
cy and Stephenson, the builders of 
the Panama railroad, have a joint 
monument in Colon to their inenory. 
DeLesseps, the faithful engineer, 
who went down under the trials in 
trying to build the Panama Canal, is

forts, by a monument at Colon. Sir 
Christopher Wren, the builder eif 
St. Paul's iolealral in London, has 
gene down into history es an engin.

2tet-s..1.1;75,,n-nit the last one was set 
1710, 35 years, yet his ingenuity 
was considered wooderfuLanti as the 
greatest honor to hint he was buried 
under the choir of St. Paul, with no 
monument erected to him, but on a 
tablet over one of the door ways, 
this epitaph, -Si monumentton re-
quires, circumspece," "If you seek 
his monument look around you."

Cut" and "looking around me" with-
out seeking, I saw the monument of 
this wan, tioetlials, a "most wonder-
ful constructive ioginuity" which 

will endure until time is no more, 
Commenced May 4th, 1904, finished 
Oct.. 10th, 1913 (for it was pre-ti. 
calls done when Gamboa's Dike was 
blown up, the engineering problem 
is solved, only a little clearing up 
to he donee One year less than the 
allotted time, $10,000,000 less than 
allotted price, lif per cent more than 
estimated work, With these figures 
in my mind, and these gigantic

In go- 
ing south from "Gamboa Dike" the 
line of the canal passes through the 
v-.e.). between Gold Hill on the east 
and Contractor s Hill on the west, 
and at the lowest point on the line 
in this valley 112 feet above mean 

sea-level. is the highest point of ex-
cavation of the center line of the 
canal and also the lowest summit of 
the Continental divide. At this 
point the valley is very narrow. the 
slope of the two mountains [fleeting, 
making the valley V shaped, so that 
the depth of the cutting being only 
:112 feet on the centre line, on the 
west side on ..Contractor's Ilill" is 
410 fret and on the emit stile on 
"Gold Hill' is 534 feet. 	In taking 
out this cut the character of the 
excavations showed undoubtedly 
that in some poet Geological age that 
this valley had been the bed of the 
Chagres river, and that some 
tremendous slide, brought about 
by the undermining of the 
river had closed up the valley so ef-
fectually that the rivers' course had 
been changed from south to the Pa. 
cifie ocean, to north to the Atlantic. 
ocean. The slides now going on, on 
the slopes of these hills show that 
such a thing is possible. The total 
amount of excavation done by the 
French was 78,146,960 cubic yards. 
None of their work was utilized by 
the Americans on the "Atlantic Di-
vision, on the Pacific Division they 
did no work. On the Central Divis-
ion was utilized about 30,000,000 
cubic yards, about 20,500.000 cubic 
yards being in the Culebra Cut. The 
total amount of excavation in that 
cut was about 202,000,000 cubic 
yards. leaving the Americans about 
172,000,000 cubie yards to take out, 
In addition to that about 22,000,000 
cubic yards, caused by the slides. 
The most famous of them biug "Cu-
elastics Slide", which was from 
(;old Hill, which closed the channel 
of the canal. All of the excavation 
ill that cut has been taken out ex-
cept these slides, and I see by the 
daily press that they are now at 
work on them with suction pipe line 
dredges. which will make it a matter 
of only a short time before they will 
be removed, As to whether the  

"slides" will trouble in the future I 
rather think nut, as they are remov-
ing all the superoucumbeut weight 
of earth and the eloped have about 
taken their ..Augle of Repose." Of 
course for some years dredges will 
uperate in the cut, but eventually 
every thing will become pertnunent. 
We have seen that with the blowing 
up of Gamboa Dike that Culebra Cut 
became an arm of Getun Lake, 
stretching across the Continental 
Divide to the Pacific slope, You 
would naturally ask what prevents 
Gatutn Lake from emptying apt If 
into the Pacific ocean, as G stun Dam 
prevents it from ao doing into the 
Atlantic'? At Pedro Miguel is an-
other dam stretched across the nar-
raw valley from the high hills on 
either side of punk-lent height to 
force all the discharge over the spill-
way at Eaten Dam. This dam is 
!unlit partly of concrete and partly 
of earth, an immense piece of work 
in iteelf, but nothing in comparison 
with Gattin Dam. The bottom of 
Culebra Cut is 40 feet skive mean 
sea-level and the surface of the wa-
ter through it is i5 feet above sea-
level, giving always a depth of 45 
feet of water through it, estimated 
to be enough to float the largest 
ship of the future.
