The well is expected to open a 
shallow pool and already leases 
have sold as high as $30 per acre.

Shice Congress voted to pay the 
farmers for their co-operation for 
crop adjustments during the years 
of 1934 and 1935 Callahan farmers 
have received, beginning March 1, 
1936, an average or $6,000 per 
months or a total of $30000 has 
been distributed since payments 
were resumed in March. The pay_ 
ments listed in the county agent's 
offiie srow iotton, denials and par-
ity, $2500;0  peanuts $537: corn-hog 

$1212; wheat $3750; 2 cent subsidy 
payment, $22,000 which gives an 

average of $6000 per month that 
has come at a time when the 
farmers were in real need of ready 
cash. 	It is estimated that some 
$6000 more will come before the 
final payments have been made on 
the old A.A.A contracts. 

Bankers have told the county 
agent that if the farmers could 
take cam of their feed problmns 
that it would be, a small matter for I 
the banks to be able to feed the 
farmers' families during the days

It has been proved beyond all 
contradiction that the Trench silo 
will keep the farmer's feed over an 
indefinite period of time and will 
keep it in almost as valuable roil-
dition as when it grew in the field. 
In other words feed put into a silo 
is worth two-thirds more than the 
same feed that is cut and cured in 
the field later put into stacks or if 
it be headed grain, maize especial-
ly, loses much of its value after one 
year.

trench silo will keep as many years 
in perfect preservation as the far-
mer needs to keep it. The ordinary 
farmer should build his silo just  

but the air spoils silage. Air spoils 
the women's fruits that are canned, 
when any is lost. No man criticises 
his wife for placing water in the 
fruitsthat are being canned as he 
knows this liquid is necessary to 
make the fruit palatable. The 
same thing is true for silage. The 
more water that is in the silage 
the more palatable and the better 
silage it becomes.
