Soil Conservation 
District News . . .
A tour will be made to observe 

gross plantings In the Putnam 
vicinity at 1:30 p. m. Wednes­
day, June 20. The tour will be­
gin about 1ft miles south of 
Putnam on the John D. Isen- 
hower ranch, Blue Panic and 
other grasses were seeded on 
April 10 of this year, while mes- 
quite trees were being root plow­
ed.

After observing the results of 
root plowing and grass seeding 
on the Isenhowcr ranch, the 
group will go to the C. L. Bran­
don farm, where about 21 acres 
of sorghum almun nnd 32 acres 
of blue panic have been planted 
on cultivated land. The Brandon 
farm is located just east of Put­
nam on old Highway 80.

A representative of the Soil

Sheep Raising Is 
Good Cash Crop.
The Clyde aret Is well known 

for Its diversified crops, but one 
that Is rapidly coming to the 
fore la that of raising sheep. 
They are appearing on many of 
the smaller farms, as well as on 
the larger farms and ranches, 
where they have never been 
raised.

Sheep are proving an asset In 
controlling' weeds, Including the 
cockle burrs and grass burrs, 
which Is especially needed after 
recent prolonged rains. They 
provide a good income In several 
ways. First, In selling their wool, 
when no other cash crop Is 
ready. Second, the lamb crop 
usually runs over 100 percent, 
giving another source of Income 
at practically any planned time. 
Third, of the lamb crop, the 
better ones can be retained for 
replacements. Fourth, as a sav­
ing of labor In cleaning up weeds 
and grasses in orchards, etc.

Due to the recent seven-year 
drouth, the sheep population Is 
about one-third of the normal 
In the United States. The normal 
should run Around 56 million 
sheep.

The raising of sheep does not 
entail any heavy work, although 
constant supervision and check­
ing of flocks, safe-guarding 
them against predator/ animals, 
which can be done will ordinary 
precaution.

All In all, the ralrttg of sheep 
is an Interesting and profitable 
crop.

June 6 Land Sale 
Brings High Bids
AUSTIN — Higher bids on 

smaller tracts of land were the 
trend In the June 6 sale of for­
feited land by the Veterans’ 
Land Board. These higher fig­
ures are a result of many things, 
with rain the primary factor, 
says Land Commissioner Earl 
Rudder.

The influence of water was 
most noticeable In Medina Coun­
ty, where, nine tracts had been 
offered se'veral times before, but 
bidders showed no Interest.

"Recent rains filled up near­

ganlzed Humble met and became 
friends. W. 8. Farish, who, was 
one day to become chairman of 
the board of Standard Oil Com­
pany of New Jersey, came to 
Splndletop f r o m  Mississippi 
where he had practiced law. At 
the same time, R. L. Blaffer left 
New Orleans and his father’s 
coal business to work In Beau­
mont for the railroad. He soon 
found himself In the oil busi­
ness Instead.

A third original Incorporator 
of Humble, W. W. Fondren, star­
ted In the oil business at Corsi­
cana with a drilling rig pur­
chased from money saved when 
he worked there as a roustabout. 
He went to Humble, Texas, In 
1906 when the field was discov­
ered, and his equipment was a 
part of the Humble Company 
when It was organized.

The Sterling family - Ross S. 
Sterling, Frank T . Sterling, and 
Miss Florence Sterling - organ­
ized the old Humble Company, 
from which the present organ­
ization took Its name. Another 
block of property came from the 
Wless family of Beaumont, 
brought Into the new company 
by H. C. Wless, who took over 
the Wless properties upon his 
father’s death in 1912. Other 
holdlhg and properties which 
went Into the merger were those 
of J. C. Wilson, Frank Ireland, 
Charles Qoddard, L. A. Carlton, 
Ed Prather and Bert Broday — 
along with the Shulz OH Com­
pany, owned principally by Mr. 
Blaffer and Mr. Farish.

As in Integrated company. 
Humble started out with most of 
the necessary facilities . . . but 
nothing fancy.

There was one ’’washpot" re­
finery at Humble, Texas, which 
processed 300 gallons of gasoline 
a day from oil out of a single 
well. The marketing division, a 
model T  truck, picked up each 
day's product at the refinery 
and hauled It into Houston for 
sale to “ filling stations.” There 
a pipe line - three miles of ga­
thering line In the Goose Creek 
Field.

Until March of the following 
year the company had no geolo­
gists. This was not unusual. Pe-
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troleum geologists were a new 
and rare] breed then. But there 
was a land department, estab­
lished a few months after the 
company was founded.

It  was a modest b an n in g  In 
the light of Humble’s present 
scope.

The scientific approach to pe­
troleum production came to 
Humble In 1918 with the hiring 
of four geologists. Thfe first of 
them was Wallace Prait; who 
was destined to become one of 
the world’s foremost authorities 
In his field, and who later went 
on to the board of directors at 
Standard Oil Company of New 
Jersey. The next year, seven 
more were engaged. The early 
geological work was mainly 11m- 
ltd to surface geology, with ex­
tensive mapping.

The now-mlghty Humble Bay- 
town Refinery was started In 
1919, on 2200 acres of boby rice 
field on the Ship Channel. It 
was a monumental construction 
task. Involving so many addi­
tions and improvements that 
when the refinery began unof­
ficial operations In laste 1920, 
the cost of completion had risen 
from a projected $1 million to 
$10 milliqn. Started out with a 
rated capacity o f 10,000 barrels, 
in five years it had a capacity 
of 50,000 barrels. In 1927, two 
years later. It rose to 100,000 
barrels.

Improved exploration and pro­
duction techniques and the com­
pany’s attention to production 
led Humble up the ladder In the 
early 1920's, untU -1925 Humble 
found Itself the second largest 
producer east of the Rockies 
with a net production of 18 mil­
lion barrels. That same year, 
the Baytown refinery for the 
first time produced more motor, 
fuel than lubricating oils - the 
start of Its move Into the van­
guard of gasoline production.

In the war period, Humble’s 
reflnlng-eaplcity Increased from
169.000 to 224,000 barrels per 
day. Since then, with Ingleslde 
dismantled In 1946, the rated 
capacity has further grown to
282.000 barrels.

In the lost 10 years Baytown 
refinery has also become a ma­
jor petrochemical plant manu­
facturing the intermediate ma­
terials from which synthetic fi­
bers and many other new pro­
ducts arc being made.

In 1943, Humble achieved a 
position It has held ever since -

America’s largest domestic pro­
ducer of crude oU.' Also since 
World War H, Humble has mov­
ed Into first place In gasoline 
sales In Texas, a position It has 
held since 1851-

Altogether it has been a busy 
four decodes for Humble, forty 
years of growth and service.

Help Decrease Total 
Of July 4 Accident
I f  you are a man between 25 

and 44 years old, and you drive 
a car, be extra careful in traffic 
over the Fourth of July week 
end.

The National Safety Council, 
which Is conducting a nation­
wide campaign to hold Fourth of 
July accidents to a minimum, 
says the typical holiday traffic 
victim Is a male driver between 
,25 and 44 years old. He usuaUy 
Is the* only one killed In the 
crash In which he Is Involved, 
either because he Is alone or be­
cause the others were lucky 
enough to escape death.

The accident In which the ty­
pical holiday victim dies occurs 
between 6 p. m. and midnight — 
with the odds on 6 to 9 p. m. - 
on the night of the first full day 
of the holiday period.

The accident Is most likely to 
occur on a rural highway or In 
an unincorporated area, and the 
chances are good that the vic­
tim has been drinking.

The typical victim Is speeding 
when the accident occurs. It Is 
caused by an out-of-control 
plunge o ff the road or a rending 
crash with another car.

A recent study by thp Council 
of holiday traffic accidents 
show that the most dangerous 
period for the holiday traveler Is 
while en route to his holiday des­
tination, rather than the trip 
home.

Motor vehicle accidents lead 
the list of Fourth of July haz­
ards, the CouncU says. Drown­
ing from swimming and fishing 
accidents Is the second biggest 
risk. Other causes of death are 
fireworks and firearms, sun­
stroke and heat exhaustion, food 
poisoning and falls.

One hundred and fifty-eight 
national organizations h a v e  
Joined with the Council In a 
united effort to curb these acci­
dents. The Fourth of July safe­
ty campaign is designed to in­
crease public awareness of the 
extra holiday hazards and the 
extra caution needed to over­
come them. It also seeks to help 
officials, traffic officers and 
safety leaders in their efforts to 
hold down the death toll.
