allusions to the Sacco-Vanzetti trial
in America, and for their abuse of
the American Government in gen-
eral. His remarks were impressive
and eloquent in defense of the United
States and good government, and
was easily the gem of the occasion.

Alden Bell is a former citizen of
Baird, brother of Mrs. Otis Bowyer
ad the late F. S. Bell, and a nephew
of Governor P. H. Bell, Governor
of Texas in 1849-1853. Alden
Bell enlisted in the infantry and went
to France with the American Army
and saw real hard service. He was
gassed twice. As he was over mili-
tary age, many wondered how he
managed to enter the army. We learn
that it was by a special permit of the
Secretary of War. It is just like
Alden to fire away in a speech in
defense of his country, as he took
arms to defend it in war.

SEEN AS POSSIBLE

Many Other Big Stars Have
Blown Up.

Chicago.—~Should the sun explode,
which astronomers say may not hap-
pen in a million years, or might hap-
pen tomorrow, inhabitants of the earth
would know of it In elght minutes and
would have but 138 hours to live be
fore they were destroyed by polson
RAses.

Astronomers uat Yerkes observatory
admit such an explosion Is possible
any minnte, basing their assertion on
the fact that every star has gone, or
wlill go through the explosive stage,

In the Spiral Andromeda alone more
than forty stars huve exploded in the
last twenty-five years.

The last great star to explode wus
Nova Pictoris, which expanded many
thousand diameters In 1925,

Prof. C. T. Elvey of Northwestern
university is preparing a thesis on this
subject. He says:

“It Is quite true that stars do ex
plode and there Is no reason why the
sun ghould be an exception. As yet
we do not know exactly what the
cause of this phenomenon can be, but
the generally aceepted theory Is that
the explosions are caused by Internal
eruptions, caused by the liberation of
atomie energy.
