Pete Kunz who has been in 
charge of securing the beef and 
donations for the trimmings, has 
the 14 V4 beeves in the locker 
plant and all the other items 
ready for the big feed.

Mr. R. E. Drennan w ill be on 
the loud speaker to direct people 
to chow lines and the Rev. Con­
rad Ryan will ask the blessing 
before the serving.

A  large group will start helping 
Breedlove at noon on the Third 
and this group w ill work all night 
and until time to serve on the 4th.

If wax accumulates In the 
ears, swab It out gently with 
an orange stick tipped with 
cotton and dipped in oil. alco­
hol or peroxide. Eyes that are 
Irritated should be bathed In 
boric acid and treated with a 
good eye ointment.

Seven Steps To 
Insect Control

John While. Commissioner 
Texas Department of Agriculture

Texas farmers may bo living in j 
the modern era, but many of his 
problems are as old as history.

And about this time each year, 
the farmer starts his ageless bat­
tle with a familiar enemy—crop 
pests.

Fortunately, the chemical in­
dustry can furnish effective im­
plements in this unending war. 
But their real utility is no better 
than the way they are used.

Chemical control of insects— 
and weeds— can be a boon or a 
bust, depending upon methods 
and time of application. Just as 
irrigation can be wasteful or 
beneficial, so can crop spraying 
or dusting.

It will be to the Texas farmer’s 
advantage to follow an organized 
method of crop treatment for the 
best insect control. The best plan 
will be to contact your county 
agent and study the seven-step 
program as set up by the Texas 
Extension Service.

Much effectiveness of spraying 
or dusting is nullified by poor 
timing. Treatment on a “guess 
basis’ ’ often catches harmful in­
sects in the pupa stage when in­
secticides and pesticides have lit-1 
tie or no effect. It may also do I 
away with some of the useful 
type insects.

The seven-step program varies 
over the state but each area of 
Texas has a definite plan set up 
according to local ’climatic and 
insect conditions. This type of 
spraying assures the farmer of 
getting the most benefit out of 
money spent for insect control.

Although most insect infesta­
tions are expected to be approxi­
mately “normal” this year, one 
pest stands out as a threat in near

plague proportions — the grass­
hopper. This spring the state and 
federal governments are carrying 
out an all-out fight against hop­
pers on range lands of the Pan­
handle and West Texas. But culti­
vated land is the farmer’s own 
battlefield. Quick control of this 
pest can save many thousands of 
dollars in crops mis year.

A  word of caution about chemi­
cal preparations! Although the 
chemical industry has taken 
every precaution to make them 
safe as possible, some of them can 
be harmful is misused.

Read and study the manufac­
turers’ recommended measure of 
use. They are printed on every 
container—and are meant to be 
followed.

1. Legislation exempting a child 
from compulsory attendance at 
integrated schools.

2. Legislation "perfecting” 
laws against intermarriage of i 
Negroes and whites, and;

3. Use of interposition to halt 
federal encroachment on states 
rights.

Majority approval presumably 
would constitute a mandate for 
action by the next legislature.

Historically, such voter refer- 
endums seldom have been used. 
And not too successfully. Present 
procedures, still substantially un­
changed. were set up with the 
passage o f the Terrell Election 
Laws in 1907.

In the nearly 50 years since 
then, referendums were held only 
three times. And failed to pass 
twice. In 1908 a prohibition pro­
posal was voted down more than 
two to one. In 1919 the people re­
jected three to one a proposal to 
call a constitutional convention.

But, in 1932 Texans voted over­
whelmingly in favor of repealing 
the federal prohibition amend­
ment. A year later the legislature 
followed suit and ratified the re­
peal amendment.

This was the last referendum 
submitted until this year.

ecutive Committee certified a 
list of 31 candidates for statewide 
office.

PEARSON BLAMED AG AIN

In a report made public by the 
Insurance Commission, TVman 
Drew Pearson received the brunt 
of the blame for luring Texans 
into investing money in the now 
defunct US Trust & Guaranty Co. 
The report was based on answers 
to questionnaires sent draft pur­
chasers by the state liquidator’s 
office.

Questionnaires were answered 
by 3,608 purchasers. They repre­
sented investments of $4,711,132. 
Nearly half of them charged 
Pearson with influencing them 
into buying. This because of his 
personal, oft-repeated statement 
that “ You can put your trust in 
U. S. Trust.”

Because Pearson personally 
recommended the purchase, the 
TV broadcaster several months 
ago pledged to refund all “prof­
its” made on his commercials. As 
of this writing the Insurance 
Commission's records do not re­
veal any such repayments by 
Pearson.
PARR TR IAL DELAY 
EXPECTED

Another six months delay 
seems likely before the trial of 
George B. Parr on income tax 
evasion charges takes place. 
Parr’s plea to have the trial in 
Laredo, rather than Austin,'was 
rejected by the US

the question, we could probably 
divide the reactions into three 
major divisions; (1) medical, (2) 
political (3) financial.

THE M EDICAL REACTION: 
The reaction definitely proved an 
old saying that doctors are not 
unlike lawyers in their own pro­
fession. Meaning that you wotfld 
probably get 10 different conclus­
ions on the same subject if  you 
would talk to that many different 
doctors or groups of doctors. It 
has been said that the operation 
was routine. Personally, I don’t 
care for any of the operations, 
whether they be routine, major, 
minor or otherwise.

Whether or not an operation or 
an illness does or does not qualify 
or disqualify a man to seek a 
public office is a question thkt 
can only be answered by the vic­
tim, himself.

on the ticket there would be no 
bahd and, therefore, little need 
for a wagon. Others feel that the 
name has some degree of magic 
'‘and that Milton Eiaenhower, the 

. president’s brother, could fill the 
vacancy on the November ticket 
very well. His recent resignation 
as President of Pennsylvania 
State College brought forward 
some speculation about his politi­
cal aspirations. Many felt that the 
operation would serve to strength 
en the President, physically. One 
man went so far as to say that the 
President would be stronger after 
recovering from his heart attack 
and the operation than any op­
ponents who could appear against 
him. I have never had a heart at­
tack or an abdominal operation, 
but I seriously doubt the sound­
ness of this man’s statement.

Looking at the situation realistic­
ally, no one in official Washing­
ton is underestimating the politi­
cal significance of the President’s 
illness. Everyone is praying for 
his quick and complete recovery, 
but no one for a minute doubts 
that, politically speaking, the 
situation is one of touch and go at 
the present time, as to what can 
or may happen during this year.

THE FIN AN C IAL REACTION:
As most of you know, the finan­
cial reaction to the announcement 
of the President’s illness was in 
keeping with former situations of 
this kind. Stocks suffered and the 
market became very jittery. A l-

ready “ tight”  money became 
tighter and has not loosened up. 
The money markets, generally 
speaking, are not unlike a 
“Spooky”  horse. But, this time it 
seems like they want^Ato have 
proof that they have seen a

Lee Muse is 
one o f a number of farmers that

have noticed that his soil is not 
what it used to be, and is plan­
ning on doing something about it.

A  summer legume like guar, 
either turned under as a green 
manure crop or left on the sur­
face, can be a very beneficial 
crop for the soil. I f  turned under, 
it should be followed by a rye 
or other small grain cover crop. 
Some farmers in this District 
have been planting guar for 
several years now, and all reports 
that have reached this office in­
dicate that it is a very worthwhile 
practice.

avoid the fall bottleneck,”  Car- 
roll said. "W e’re ready to give 
immediate service to applications 
coming in between now and mid- 
July.”

A ll parents have to do is fur­
nish the child's name and date 
and place of birth, the mother’s 
maiden name and the name of 
the father. That information, plus 
the statutory fee of fifty cents, 
will buy anyone a copy of their 
birth certificate — provided the 
original certificate is on file.

It’s a good bet the original will 
be on hand. Carroll’s office keeps 
track of some ten million birth 
and death records, some dating 
back to 1903.

There’s just one more thing: if 
you don't care to write to the 
State Department of Health in 
Austin, check with your local 
registrar or county clerk. Chances 
are he can supply the record.

avoid the fall bottleneck,”  Car- 
roll said. "W e’re ready to give 
immediate service to applications 
coming in between now and mid 
July.”

A ll parents have to do is fur­
nish the child’s name and date 
and place of birth, the mother’s 
maiden name and the name of 
the father. That information, plus 
the statutory fee of fifty cents, 
w ill buy anyone a copy of their 
birth certificate — provided the 
original certificate is on file.

It ’s a good bet the original w ill 
be on hand. Carroll’s office keeps 
track of some ten million birth 
and death records, some dating 
back to 1903.

There’s just one more thing: if 
you don’t care to write to the 
State Department of Health in 
Austin, check with your local 
registrar or county clerk. Chances 
are he can supply the record.
