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Unles§ﬁhe present order is re-
versed, postal service will be cur-
tailed here the same as all other
first and second class post offices
over the nation.

Postmaster Ray Moore reported
that he had received orders to
close the local office all day Sat-
urday and that there would be
no rural deliveries on that day
also. The office will be open only
8'2 hours each day of the five
day week, opening at 8:30 a. m.
and closing at 5 p. m. These new
hours will begin Monday.

Moore stated however that first
and 2nd class mail will be worked
on the closing days as usual but
only those having post office
boxes will receive this mail.

If the present order continues
in effect another change will be
added April 29th. The issuance
of money orders at all first and
second class post offices will be
suspended; drastically cut third
class mail by classifying as third
class only medicines, serums,
drugs and medical supplies.

Remember this closing order
will go into effect this coming
Saturday unless the order is re-
versed before that time.

April Is Cancer Control
Month In Texas

AUSTIN—Governor Price Dan-
iel strongly urged all Texans to
join in the crusade to control can-
cer by designating April as Can-
cer Control Month in Texas.

At the same time, yovernor
Daniel proclaimed Tuesday, April

| 9. as Cancer Control Day in Tex-
| as, a day on which thousands of

American Cancer Society volun-
teers will take the lifesaving mes-
sage of ACS into homes through-
out the state.

Noting that than 9,600
Texans died from the dread dis-
ease in 1955, Governor Daniel
stated that if present rates con-
tinue, “we may expect to see
10,000 of our fellow citizens die
of this disease during 1957. It is
estimated”, he said, ‘“that there
are more than 60,000 cancer cases
in our State, and the number con-
tinues to grow.”

The governor praised the three-
fold cancer control program now
supported by the annual April
educational fund-raising crusade
of the American Cancer Society.
Through education, service to
cancer patients, and research, he
said, significant advances have
been made in Texas until today
“one out of every three cancer

more

patients are being cured.”

Pointing up the personal stake
every Texan has in the problem
of cancer control, Governor Dan-
iel declared: “With our present
knowledge of the disease, half of
all our citizens who develop can-
cer could be saved if they would
accept the personal responsibility
of informing themselves of the
dangers of cancer and heed the
message of the American Cancer
Society to have regular health
checkups.”

To continue the attack on can-
cer, the American Cancer Society
is seeking nationally $30,000,000
during the April Crusade to in-
tensify its program of research,
education and service to cancer
patients.

The Texas Division of the So-
ciety has a goal of $1,175,000
which it hopes to raise through
the efforts of its 40,000 volunteers
during the month of April.

Irrigation Schools
Big Success

The two irrigation schools held
in Hedley and Clarendon on the
third and fourth of April were a
big success says County Agent
H. M. Breedlove. Fifty seven
farmers attended the two meet-
ings and got first hand informa-
tion on irrigation from Mr. Bob
Thurmond and Dave Sherrill, ir-
rigation specialist from the Texas
A&M College Extension Service.

The two specialists covered all
phases of irrigation and then the
meeting was thrown open for
questions and answers. Watering
land before planting was stressed.
It was brought out that the best
watering that you can give the
crop is before planting time and
get a good season in the ground,
and then when you start watering
the growing crop it will take
vmuch less water.

A demonstration was held at
Lelia Lake on the afternoon of
the fourth after the Clarendon
meeting dealing with pressure of
sprinklers and distribution of
water. Breedlove says that meet-
ings of this kind will be held each
year before planting time.

The production of native grass
seed is something that farmers
with irrigation wells and wanting
to try something different may be
interested in. The demand for
grass seed will very likely be
heavy next year due to land be-
ing put in the Soil Bank and
planted to grass. Because the pro-
duction of grass seed is new to
most farmers, they are reluctant
to try it, and as a result the mar-
ket is under supplied. Profits
from $300 to $400 an acre have
not been unusual from well man-
aged plantings.

This is not as good returns as
some have made on sorghum al-
mum seed, but the market is like-
ly to be more stable.

Other grasses used locally for
which there is a heavy demand
and an under supply are: Indian-
grass, sideoats grama, and King
Ranch bluestem.

POSSIBLE TAX CUT?

Hill is centering around the pos-
sibility of a tax cut. This talk has
been generated to a great extent
by the grass root demands for a
cut in the budget. Many of the
letters. being received by Mem-
bers of Congress concerning re-
duction of the budget—and the
mails are full of them—also point
out the urgent need for a tax re-
duction. This brings about dis-
cussion of two different philoso-
phies of tax reduction. One group
wants the budget cut before taxes
are reduced and argues that this
is the only responsible way to do
it. This sounds good, but it seems
every Administration wants to
increase the budget, which means
that the possibility of tax reduc-
tion slips further away. I have no
objection to permitting a tax re-
duction that depends upon a cut
in the budget, provided we have
some assurance that the budget
would be cut to the extent that a
tax reduction could be possible.
However, T think experience will

cut down on governmental ex-
penditures is to cut down on the
income and require that expendi-
tures not exceed the income. This
procedure might appear too dras-
tic to many; however, effective-
ness sometimes requires extra
drastic measures.

The big fuss about tax reduc-
tions will center around the time
element. The Administration has
already begun to advertise the
possibility for a tax reduction
next year. Next year is, of course,
another election year. Those who
are not sympathetic to or friend-

the Administration take the posi-
tion that a tax cut should be
forthcoming this year. I might
point out that I have again intro-
duced a bill which I have intro-
duced every year I have been in
Congress. This bill would increase
the allowance for dependents
from six-hundred dollars to one-
thousand dollars for the taxpay-
er and and six-hundred for the
spouse. It would increase the de-
pendents allowance for children
from six hundred dollars to seven
hundred and fifty dollars. Several
have asked me why I did not pro-
vide an allowance of one-thous-
and dollars for children. Let me
say that I would have no objec-
tion to an amendment to my bill
allowing one-thousand dollars for
children. The reason I placed the
exemption at seven-hundred and
fifty dollars was because of the
number of children I have. One
Member suggested that I had bet-
ter not go too high on children’s
exemptions or someone might
think it was a private bill for the
primary benefit of the Rogers
family. I assure you such was not
the case, but if anyone needs evi-
dence that six-hundred dollars is
insufficient and unrealistic as an
exemption with which to raise a
child, let them come by the house
sometime and I will be glad to
entertain them for two or three
days. I have one boy who tore the
claws off a hammer. Don’t ask
me how he did it. I don’t know,
nor does he, according to his re-
port.

Many tax experts say that my
bill is not the proper approach,
because it would permit many
people who have sizeable families
to be wholly exempt from tax-
ation. They argue that everyone

PUBLIC LANDS

Much has been printed in re-
cent years abuot the federal gov-
ernment’s vast holdings of lands
and the great need to get some
of this property back into private
ownership and on the tax rolls.
I have recently introduced a
resolution to set into operation
machinery to inventory and
evaluate all of the lands owned
by the federal government. This
would include the lands controll-
ed by every department or agen-
cy of the federal government. It
must be remembered that a great
deal of public land consists of
mountain tops, swamps, desert
areas and barren lands that are
unwanted and could not be main-
tained by private individuals.
Much of this is land held by the
government in the first instance
and has continued in the owner-
ship of the government because
no one else wants it. On the other
hand, there has been land acqui-
sition by almost every depart-
mentand -agency of the govern-
ment. Although many of the
tracts are small in size, they dot

the entire country and its insular
possessions. In many instances
this land is located in cities where |
land values are high. It is kept

off the local and state tax rolls.
Much of it is in excess of the
needs of the government for the
particular use to which it is being
put. It would be far better if
most of this was turned back in-
to private ownership® where it
could be utilized in building the
community and pay its fair share
of the taxes. The same is true of
much rural land purchased by
this government in the last 30
years. I appreciate the need for
goverament ownership’ of cottaln
parcels of land, but when this
land is not properly utilized or
serving an effective purpose, it is
unfair for the taxpayers in a town
*or community to carry the added
burden that would be borne by
these federal holdings. In some
instances requests are made of the
federal government to make
grants to the cities or communi-
ties in lieu of the taxes which
would be paid if these holdings
were in private hands. When
these grants are made it con-

stitutes a double penalty, because
the local taxpayers can never €x-
pect to realize as much from the
| grant in lieu of taxes as would
be paid on the land if it was used
for business purposes by private
individuals. Also, it must be re-
membered that grants made by
the federal government as pay-
ment in lieu of taxes must event-
ually come out of the taxpayers
pockets. I feel that a fair and rea-
sonable approach to the manage-
ment of these lands, and the dis-
posal of those that are not need-
ed, will do much to help dis-
charge the public debt and re-
duce budget requirements for the
future.
