Rep. Will Ehrle Answers 
Judge Cribble

. The following letter was receiv­
ed this past week end from Rep. 
Will Erhle which states his ans­
wer to the letter published last 
week from Judge Luther Cribble 
and also gives his stand on the 
entire matter:
Honorable Luther Cribble 
District Judge 
100th Judicial District 
Wellington, Texas 
Dear Judge Cribble:

Thank you so very much for 
your letter of April 6, 1957. I sin­
cerely appreciate your letting me 
know how you feel about this 
particular matter, and may I as­
sure you that this particular bill, 
by your request, has this date 
been for all practical purposes 
killed.

The bill passed the House with 
no opposition whatsoever, be­
cause we felt that we were doing 
the district judges of our area a 
favor through passage of this 
measure; but since you so violent-
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ly oppose it, we took all necessary 
precautions this morning to make 
sure that the bill will be killed 
in the Senate.

I was approached approximate­
ly six weeks ago by Representa­
tive Baliman from Borger, who 
said that he was going to intro­
duce a bill to permit the counties 
to contribute in a small way to a 
salary increase for the distrcit 
judges. He informed me that (he 
31st, 69th, and 84th Judicial 
Districts had already been includ­
ed in the bill, and he asked if I, 
along with Grainger Mcllhany, 
would like to include the 100th 
Judicial District.

Since the bill was permissive 
only and subject to the complete 
discretion of the Commissioners 
Courts in the counties and was 
not mandatory in any way or in 
any manner, I asked that our 
district be included out of my re­
spect for you and in deference to 
the outstanding job that you have 
done in our district for so many 
years. I hated for this bill to in­
clude judicial districts adjoining 
yours and not include your dist­
rict. I must apologize for doing

this without your permission, but 
1 did not realize that you would 
be so violently opposed to the 
counties’ participating in the 
regulation of the amount of your 
salary. Thus the bill is now dead 
and will never pass the Senate.

I must disagree with you con­
cerning your interpretation of the 
Constitution. According to your 
letter, you said that the Con­
stitution provides that salaries of 
the district judges shall be paid 
by the State. I believe you also 
sadi and I quote, “If I become 
dissatisfied with what the State 
of Texas pays, I still have the 
right to resign.” I believe that 
upon a closer inspection of the 
Constitution you will find in 
Article 5, Section 7, the follow­
ing provision:

“ - - - who shall reside in his 
district during his term of office, 
who shall hold his office for the 
period of four years, and shall re­
ceive for his services an annual 
salary to be fixed by the Legis­
lature."

There is certainly no Constitu­
tional requirement that the State 
pay your salary out of the State 
Treasury; the requirement is only 
that the amount to be paid shall 
be fixed by the Legislature. Con­
sequently, there was no Con­
stitutional question involved in 
House Bill 697.

I sincerely do appreciate your 
interest, however, and I am glad 
that you let us know in time to 
kill this particular measure. 
Please let me hear further from 
you as regards any legislation in 
which you might be interested.

In closing may I say that I 
think it behooves us all to re­
member that regardless of who 
pays the bill, the State of Texas 
or 'the Commissioners Court, it 
all comes out of the taxpayers’ 
pockets and is probably of more 
value to the individual taxpayer 
if it is kept closer to home and

in the hands of the Commission­
ers Court, for whom I have the 
greatest respect in the world.

New Yield Right of Way 
Traffic Sign Can Give 
Greater Freedom 
To Motorist

“The new Yield Right of Way 
traffic sign can give the motorist 
greater freedom and protection 
if he understands its use and 
abides by the rules,’’ J. O. Musick, 
General Manager of the Texas 
Safety Association, said recently.

Musick explained that TSA and 
the National Council are co-spon­
soring a traffic safety campaign 
designed to increase recognition 
and observance of traffic signs 
and signals.

"The new ,‘Yield’ sign requires 
a driver to slow down, then pro­
ceed if the way is clear. A Stop 
sign would require a complete 
stop,” Musick said. “The Yield 
sign gives the traffic department 
an additional traffic control, in­
stead of using Stop signs at in­
tersections where a full stop may 
not be necessary.

“But drivers should remember 
that they must yield the right-of- 
way to approaching traffic on the 
cross streets in the case of either 
the Stop or Yield sign.”

“The law requires that drivers 
approaching a Yield Right of 
Way sign slow down and be pre­
pared to stop if necessary. If the 
way is not clear he must come to 
a full stop! However, if he will 
not obstruct the right-of-way of 
other vehicles, he may proceed 
without stopping.

“This freedom is balanced by 
the penalty of placing the re­
sponsibility for safe movement 
upon the driver who faces the 
‘Yield’ sign.

“If drivers make proper use of 
the,new Yield sign, it will help 
move more traffic safely, par­
ticularly on side streets crossing 
streets which are more heavily 
traveled at certain times. How­
ever, if drivers do not use the new' 
sign properly, it could actually 
increase the number of intersec­
tion right-of-w’ay crashes.”

! Legislative blueprint for state 
j  spending during the next two 
years has reached the conference 
committee stage.

An economy-minded Senate 
passed the general appropriations 
bill at a figure some $2,000,000 
less than the House-approved 
version. Sponsors managed to 
scotch all efforts to tack on 
amendments for additional spend­
ing. Among items sought were 
raises for county agents and home 
demonstration agents and increas­
es in judges' salaries.

Total of the Senate appropria­
tion bill is $2,084,349,515. Both 
House and Senate recommenda­
tions are some twenty-five to 
twenty-seven million dollars less 
than the comptroller's estimate of 
income.
INSURANCE BILLS

A bill to allow' “flexible rates” 
for casualty insurance is given 
little chance of passage.

Senate Insurance Committee 
refust d to vote out the measure 
wheih would abolish Texas’ sys­
tem of statewide uniform rate-. 
The proposed bill would set a rate 
1 ased on each individual's acci­
dent record.

A House committee weighed 
the possibility of Insurance Com­
mission reorganization from the 
viewpoint of present Chairman 
John Osorio. Governor Daniel had 
appeared earlier urging passage 
of the bill.

Osorio said board reorganiza­
tion already is under way. He said 
he felt it could be for more ex­
aminers. He recommended a 150- 
man staff, rather than the present 
th. and higher pay.

SECURITIES DEPARTMENT
Creation of a new state agency

The truth is that 
neither had the right to violate 
the law. Two wrongs do not make 
a right. Under the law as written, 
anyone driving over the legal 
speed limit has violated the law. 
However, it would seem from all 
of the clamor that grew out of the 
presidential 70 mph that the 
President was driving the car, 
and was the only person who had 
ever driven over 70 mph. It ap­
peared for awhile that this tre­
mendous event of events would 
sweep everything else off the 
front pages, including the Middle 
East crisis and the Texas sena­
torial election. It would have 
been simpler to issue a traffic 
ticket to the President for a 
technical violation and thereby 
dispose of the entire matter. 
However, if everyone around 
Washington who drove a few 
miles over the speed limit receiv­
ed a ticket, the printing presses 
would be working 24 hours a day.

1 am afraid the President is be­
ing needled—a practice I dope

will not be continued. The best 
way for the President to stop it 
is to take these jibes in good 
grace and not become nettled by 
questions about helicopters, speed 
limits and plans to step aside for 
the Vice President. This will be 
difficult, because the office of the 
President of the United States is 
probably the toughest job in the 
world. It should not be made 
tougher.
SUMMERFIELD ULTIMATUM
His Honor, the Postmaster Gen­

eral of the United States of 
America, appointed by the Presi­
dent, has served notice on the 
duly elected Members of the 
Congress of the United States 
that he has spent all of the money 
given to him and needs a mere 
47 million dollars with which to 
finish the fiscal year which ends 
on June 30. He has further indi­
cated that he expects to get it, 
and that if he doesn’t get it, there 
will be a measurable curtailment 
of postal activities forthwith and 
immediately. I m: -♦ confess that 
this development in the Post Of­
fice Department came as quite a

surprise to me. because I had un­
derstood from the past advertise­
ments of the Post Office Depart­
ment that Mr. Summerfield had 
taken over a mismanaged and in­
efficient operation and had 
streamlined it into a modern-day 
dynamo of efficiency and sound 
business practices; that he had 
reduced the Post Office deficit by 
closing a great number of 4th 
class post offices and denying 
many of the rural people in this 
country the postal service to 
which they are entitled. He re­
organized many activities of the 
Department so that information 
concerning certain postal opera­
tions cannot be obtained in Wash­
ington but must be obtained from 
Regional Offices. He repainted 
all of the trucks and mail boxes 
in a three-color scheme of red, 
white and blue. Now we are all 
most favorable to that color 
scheme and certainly would not 
criticize his selection of colors, 
but some people have been won­
dering about the additional cost 
of a three-color scheme over a 
one-color scheme. Some other 
questions are being asked about j 
who sold the paint.

It might be pointed out that, 
although Mr. Summerfield was 
the guiding genius who cut off 
the farmers' mail service, put the 
post office equipment in patriotic 
colors, decentralized the informa­
tion center, and made several 
other changes that now require 
an additional 47 million dollars 
to pay for, it is only fair to point 
out that he did have some help. 
The Post Office Department, in 
recent years, has paid some fabu­
lous fees to efficiency expert 
firms to speed up the streamlin­
ing of the Department. In fact, 
one of these fees alone would 
have kept several 4th class post 
offices in my district open for a 
number of years.

1 had always thought that gov­
ernment departments were the 
leading experts in creating de­
ficits; therefore, you can apprec­
iate my surprise to find that one

government department had to ! 
hire outside help in order to ac­
complish this. But, then, we must 
remember that this bunch not 
only created the deficit, but were j 
able to curtail the service. In \ 
other words, we now get less for j 
more—quite an accomplishment.

Congressional Redistricting 
Gets Tentative Approval 

The House has also tentatively 
approved a measure which would 
re-district the State of Texas in­
to new Congressional Districts 
and would do away with the 
congressman-at-large post. Our 
district, the 18th, would not have 
beenn changed as the proposal 
was written. The majority of the 
opposition to this bill came be­
cause of the fact that Texas will 
probably get at least one addi­
tional Congressman in 1960 after 
the next Federal Census. This op­
position contended that it would 
be better to wait until after the 
next census and then create two 
new districts at the same time. 
My guess is that this measure will 
probably die in the Senate. 

Sub-Committee Working On 
Rural Electric Bill 

A State Affairs Sub-Committee 
is still working on a bill to 
remedy the present desperate 
situation in which our REA Co­
ops find themselves. The bill 
would absolve a recent Supreme 
Court decision which has severe­
ly threatened the continued oper­
ation and growth of the REA 
system. It is possible that this 
sub-committee will report on this 
bill next week.

Probation Bill Passes 
A bill creating a more effective 

adult probation system in Texas

has also passed the House. This 
measure, I believe, is a step in the 
right direction to rehabilitate per­
sons who are convicted of an of­
fense and later paroled. If we can 
help them become good and use­
ful citizens, the State will have 
performed a wonderful service to 
society. At the same time, it will 
save a great deal of money since 
it is very expensive to keep a 
man in prison, particularly when 
he keeps going back and back. 
This probation system can help 
prevent our youthful offenders 
from becoming habitual crimi­
nals.

Greenbelt Amendment
The Greenbelt Municipal and 

Industrila Water Authority A- 
mendment has now passed the 
Senate and was sent to the Gov­
ernor. By the time of this reading, 
I am sure that he will have sign­
ed it. (As a new member of the 
House, this will be my first law 
on the books, and I hope it will 
be of great benefit and value to 
the people of our area.)

Greenbelt W ater Bill 
Passes House of 
Representatives

AUSTIN — A bill by Senator 
Andy Rogers to clear the way for 
validation of the Greenbelt 
Municipal and Industrial Water 
Authority has passed the House 
of Representatives and goes now 
to the Governor to be signed.

The Childress Senator was 
joined in sponsorship of the bill 
by Rep, Will Ehrle, also of Child­
ress, in the House.

The bill amends a 1954 statute 
creating the water authority so 
as to remove a stumbling block 
to confirmation elections. The 
measure makes clear that a city 
election confriming the authority 
would not obligate the city to 
future participation. It would al­
so allow additional towns to join

in the project which contemplates 
a two million dollar dam on the 
Salt Fork of the Red River and a 
pipeline supply to the member 
towns. Towns now included in 
the act are Wellington. Childress. 
Clarendon, Hedley, Memphis, 
Quanah and Paducah.

“The passage of this bill will 
allow our cities to go ahead with 
their confirmation elections so 
that the water rights will.not be 
lost to some other area,’’ Senator 
Rogers said today. "The Okla­
homa people just across the line 
are thirsty for some of this water, 
and under inter-state agreements 
they might be able to get it if we 
forfeit our right.”

Senator Rogers said that none 
of the seven cities now involved 
would be placed under any obli­
gation by electing to confirm the 
Greenbelt Authority but could
