Highway 70 Receives 
Renewed Action

Jimmy Faulkner, manager of 
the Chamber of Commerce has 
received a copy of the following 
minute passed by the State High­
way Commission on March 28th;

“ IN  BRISCOE AND H A LL  
COUNTIES on State Highway 70, 
from near the Prairie Dog Town 
Fork of Red River to Turkey, a 
distance of approximately 15.0 
miles, the State Highway Engi­
neer is directed to proceed with 
the surveys of right-of-way data 
for improvement of the highway 
and upon approval of location 
and completion of right-of-way 
data to release the deeds to the 
counties for right-of-way pro­
curement.

"This action is taken at the re­
quest o f the counties in the in­
terest of advance planning with 
the understanding that funds for 
improvement are not presently 
available.”

It is known that most of the 
right-of-way deeds were secured 
and recorded more than ten years 
ago. Seems that some deeds were 
never recorded.

This renewed action on High 
way 70 is the result of a recent 
appearance by the State Highway 
70 Association before the Com 
mission in Austin at which 
Faulkner appeared as an officer 
at the Association.

CODE OF ETHICS:'  Several 
members of Congress nave from 
time to time introduced various 
suggested codes of ethics for pub­
lic servants. Some of these con­
cerned all public employees, some 
of them included various groups 
of employees, and others includ­
ed everyone. In addition to these, 
most of the members of Congress 
have received a great many sug­
gestions from constituents as to 
the necessity for a code of ethics 
and what these codes should con­
tain. I have tried to read all of 
these and analyze them, as they 
were prompted by the most sin­
cere desire to help this country. 
Just last week I received one 
that I think perhaps is the best 
of all, and I think that you w ill 
thoroughly agree with me. It ap­
plies to everyone in all walks of 
life and has been known to all of 
us from early in our lives. This 
code of ethics was mailed to me 
by the First Baptist Church at 
Shreveport, Louisiana and was 
contained on one small sheet of 
paper. It is easily understood, and 
if followed, it would solve all of 
our domestic problems, all of our 
international problems, and all of 
the world’s problems. I am going 
to pass it on to you, just as it 
came to me because I am sure 
that you will recognize it:

“A STANDARD OF ETHICS 
FOR A L L

I Am Jehovah Thy God.
I

Thou shalt have no other gods 
before me.

II
Thou shalt not make unto thee 

any graven image.
III

Thou shall not take the name 
of the Lord thy God in vain.

IV
Remember the Sabbath Day to 

keep it holy.

If he had spent 
as much time trying to abide by 
them* most of our social and 
political problems would never 
have arisen. It is not too late to 
start.
PRESIDENTIAL PRIMARIES: 

Presidential preferential pri­
maries have perhaps received 
more publicity in the past few 
weeks than ever before in the 
history of this country. This is 
certainly a most encouraging 
note. The people have long won­
dered why they could not have 
a direct voice in the election of 
the President, or at least in the 
nomination of their party nomi­
nee for president. Much has been 
said about it in past years, but 
very little has been done. Per­
haps we are now on the road to 
such a preferential primary that 
w ill enable the people to voice 
their individual opinions as to 
who they want as the nominee of 
their party. It is something that 
should have been started long 
ago. I have had many heated 
arguments on the subject because

I have always felt that a true 
democratic form of government 
demanded an expression from 
each individual subject to such 
government. Such preferential 
primaries, together with proper 
revision of the electoral college 
procedure, would actually give 
the individual voter a true voice 
in naming the persons to serve as 
President and Vice-President of 
this great country.

FOREIGN AID : I have receiv­
ed lots of mail against the pro­
posed 7.9 billion dollar foreign 
aid expenditure. The proponents 
of this measure are going, to have 
a hard time carrying it through 
Congress without some sizeable 
cuts. I noticed that England had 
approved Churchill’s budget for 
approximately 11 billion dollars. 
The English budget is about one- 
eighth of the budget proposal for 
this country. In fact, the English 
budget is just a little more than 
the foreign aid part of the pro­
posed United States budget. This 
just doesn’t make sense.

The first Pink Bollworm wa:- 
discovered in Texas near an oil 
mill in Robinson County in 1017. 
Since then, it has becope thi 
greatest threat our cotton indus­
try has ever faced, with 191 
counties now under quarantine.

The worm comes from an egg 
laid by the moth on the cotton 
plant. The larva burrows into the 
fruit, square or boll and reaches 
maturity in 10 or 15 days. It pup- 
pates, and in about 30 days from 
the time the egg is lail it has de­
veloped into a moth. A fter mat­
urity, the female moth deposits 
eggs for another generation.

The worm-grows to about one- 
half inch in length. It ’s made up 
of segments, like the tail of a 
crayfish. Each segment is ringed 
by a pink line.

The moth is less than an inch 
long, brown in color, and shy— 
hiding from the light of day un­
der stones or brush and flying in 
the late evening. It can make 
long-distance ilights of hundreds 
of miles, at an altitude of 2,000 or 
3,000 feet—‘for example, from the 
Laguna district of Mexico to as 
far away as Arizona, New Mex­
ico, and the Plains of Texas, 
which is a rather respectable

every egg laid by one female 
moth should develop into an 
adult moth, in five generations 
one moth would have produced 
more than 10,000,000,000 hung’ry 
Pink Bollworms.

Multiply that by millions of 
moths on thousands of acres of 
cotton, and we get a rough idea 
of what we're up against.

Health Notes
AUSTIN—Inasmuch as the in­

cidence of whooping cough in 
Texas is expected to show an in­
crease during the coming months, 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, released a statement to­
day urging that strenuous efforts 

i be made to control the spread of 
this debilitating childhood dis­
ease. There were 1273 Cases re­
ported during the first 5 weeks of 
this year.

“Whooping cough can only be 
contracted by direct exposure to 
the disease, and isolation of cases 
must be universally practiced if 
the incidence is to be controlled.” 
Dr. Cox stated.

“The infectious agent or germ 
of whooping cough is transmitted 
by droplets expelled in coughing, 
sneezing, or speaking,” Dr. Cox 
said. “The discharges from the 
nose and throat are dangerous to 
susceptible persons; the need for 
early recognition and careful iso­
lation o f whooping cough is 
obvious. Your family physician 
should be called at the first sign.” 

“The first symptom of this dis­
ease is usually a dry cough, 
which persists day and night and 
tends to become increasingly 
severe. The disease is fully de­
veloped when vomiting of food 
and whooping accompany the 
paroxysm of cough. Dr. Cox 
stressed the fact that children 
who have whooping cough should

not attend school or come in con­
tact with other children until 
three weeks after the appear­
ance of typical signs of the dis­
ease.

“Prevention and control of 
whooping cough, especially a- 
mong*infants and small children, 
may be accomplished through use 
of approved vaccine and conva­
lescent serum,” Dr. Cox asserted, 
“and it is important that such 
measures be taken to protect 
them. Neglecting to do so, and 
allowing the young child to suf-
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fer an attack of this disease, may 
seriously impair his future 
health.”

AUSTIN — Motorists are urged 
to have their motor vehicles 
safety inspected while there is 
a lull before the expected rush 
to inspection statiu..j.

G. W. Busby, chief of the Motor

Donlev County Leader «  9" vr
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Grain Production 
Being Stressed

AUSTIN  — Texas and U. S. 
fanners have the greatest chal­
lenge in their history in 1952 pro­
duction goals, the University of 
Texas Bureau of Business Re­
search reports.

Feed grain production is being 
stressed very heavily in order to 
maintain the high-level output of 
livestock, dairy products and 
poultry. Because of its import­
ance to the economic and mili­
tary strength of the free world, 
the national cotton crop is again 
placed at 16 million bales.

If these goals are reached, the 
Bureau notes, farmers will have 
turned out a new record total 
production, almost 50 per cent 
greater than the pre-war average.

Texas farm output was forced 
above the apparent trend in 1942, 
and has increased steadily since 
then, due to heightened demand. 
U. S. government contributions 
toward the supplies of the UN 
army in Korea represent a large 
portion of the demand.

Because of the war situation, 
the market for farm production 
promises to remain at a high 
level, the Bureau's forecasters 
state. Increased government pur­
chases, aid to foreign countries, 
and increased savings in con­
sumer hands are among factors 
responsible for fanners’ success 
in 1951.

These factors, the Bureau re­
ports, forced Texas farm income 
to an all-time high of $2,148,000, 
a 22 per cent increase over 1950, 
despite devastating effects of the 
drought. The increase in farm 
income was shared by all U. S. 
Department of Agriculture crop 
reporting districts except 2, 9 & 4.

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Soil Conservation 
. District News

The preliminary planting in­
tention reports, issued recently 
by the Bureau of Agricultural
Economics, indicate that unless 
farmers plant more acres in feed 
grains, we will be about seven 
million tons or nine million acres 
short of the production goals for 
grain sorghums, com, barley, and 
oats.

The Donley County goals rec­
ommended by the County Mob- 
ilieation Committee are 50,000 
acres of grain sorghums, 3,000

acres of com, and 55,000 acres of 
cotton.

A ll farmers are urged to make 
any adjustment* they can. consis- 
tant with conservation farming 
to help meet these goals.

The greatest need apparently 
is in feed grains. The Department 
of Agriculture is seriously con­
cerned that the production of 
meat, eggs, and milk, for which 
the 1952 feeds w ill be used, may 
fall far below needs.

In this connection the Secre­
tary of Agriculture has said that 
he does not want to lessen em­
phasis on the grassland program

' to the extent of plowing up good 
pastures because ample produc­
tion of high quality forage is al­
so extremely important.

The use of good conservation 
| practices that will get the best 
possible yields cannot be over 
emphasized. Good conservation 
farming should not be unneces­
sarily retarded tp meet current 
production requirements.

I f  you keep your promises and 
pay your bills-as due, you're just 
as good a financial risk as the 
millionaire.

From these cases it may be 
seen that the law is usually more 
strict about accidents befalling 
tradesmen and others who enter 
your premises in the line of duty, 
so to speak—postmen, laundry- 
men, meter-readers, delivery 
boys and the like— than it is in 
the cases of those who enter your 
home for purely social reasons.

This does not mean that a 
homeowner is absolved of all re­
sponsibility for injury to his 
guests. If he knows a dangerous 
condition exists^ he has a duty to 
correct it and can be held liable 
for accidents which might hap­
pen if he doesn’t. For example, 
a rotted tree branch fell to the 
sidewalk, injuring a passerby. 
The general rule here is that the 
owner was responsible because' he 
knew of the defective condition 
and should have remedied it.

The law is especially zealous 
in protecting small children. In 
many situations where no liabil­
ity would be imposed for injury 
to an adult, you may be held re­
sponsible to an injured child. If 
you have a piece of machinery,

it is difficult to state a hard and 
fas^ rule about liability for such 
accidents because the facts differ 
so much from case to case. How­
ever, some conclusions can be 
drawn by noting how the courts 
have decided in specific caaes 
which have been brought before 
them.

A  postman delivering mail slip­
ped on a child's roller skate one 
morning. He sued the homeowner 
for damages. The court held that 
the delivery of mail is for the 
benefit of the homeowner and 
that he must take care to remove 
any conditions on his property^ 
which would make delivery of 
the mail dangerous.

Then there was the case of the 
meter-reader who slipped and fell 
on the basement steps and the 
courts held the owner responsible 
because the Steps were defective.

On the other hand, a guest 
sued her host because she slipped 
and fell when she stepped on 
some beans strewn about the 
owner’s living room. The host’s
