Boxes Should Be
Replaced

Postmaster General Arthur E.
Summerfield has announced the
week beginning May 17th as
“Mail Box Improvement Week.”

Postmaster J. C. Estlack is re-
questing the rural patrons in this
area to repair and beautify their
mail box equipment and ap-
proaches to help lend brightness
to the scenic beauty of the high-
ways, roads and drives. Please
don’t forget, “your mail box is an
indication of the type of folks
who use it.” It is the one facility
that keeps you in contact with
the world daily except Sunday.

The rural delivery is a post of-
fice on wheels, and many times
these services are taken as grant-
ed and not fully appreciated.
Carriers are instructed to serve
the patrons promptiy with as few
mistakes as possible,

For instance, vour regular car-
rier is not on the mail route the
entire year. Vacation, and some
times illness, calls for a sub-
stitute carrier. If your name is
not on the box in plain letters,
how is the carrier to know where
you live? Does your box have a
tight lid or door? It really rains
sometime even in this area. How
about your flag on the box?

Boxes, where possible, should
be grouped on a wheel. This is
for the convenience of the car-
rier who wants to serve you best
at all times. Can your carrier get
to your box without a detour?

WHEAT BUYERS WARNED
ON ‘54 PURCHASES

Each person who buys wheat
from a producer during 1954-55
is liable for the amount of the
marketing quota penalty due on
“excess” wheat of the 1954 crop,
Mr. Ross Springer, Chairman of
the County Agricultural Stabili-
zation and Conservation Com-
mittee, pointed out today. Since
marketing quotas are in effect
for the 1954 crop, farmers who do
not comply with their farm
wheat acreage allotments become
subject to a lien on their crop
until the marketing quota penalty
is paid.

“When anyone purchases wheat
from a producer, he should be
certain that such producer is
eligible to sell his wheat,” Mr.
Springer declared. “He should,
therefore, request the producer
to present a wheat marketing
card or marketing certificate at
the time the wheat is offered for
sale.

“Failure to present a marketing
card or certificate at the time of
sale will be evidence that the
wheat is not clear of lien for the
penalty, and the buyer will be
held responsible for the lien the
same as he would be for purchas-
ing wheat with any other lien at-
tached.’

Mr. Springer further explain-
ed that the first purchases—such
as a warehouseman—buying from
an “intermediate buyer” may de-
duct the amount of the penalty
per bushel on all wheat pur-
chased from the total purchase
price, just as if he were buying
from @ producer, if such seller

penalty has been satisfied.
Such collection should then be
forwarded to the County ASC
Office for the county in which
the wheat was produced. An “in-
termediate buyer”, according to
the Chairman, is any buyer or
transferee who purchases or ac-
quires any wheat prior to the
time the wheat so purchased or
acquired has been marketed to a
warehouseman, elevator operator,
feeder, or processor, or any other
grain dealer who conducts his
business in a manner substantial-
ly the same as these buyers.
Those buyers who purchase
wheat from anyone other than a
producer or intermediate buyer
will not be held responsible since
the first purchaser of the wheat
is liable for the total amount of
the penalty unless a marketing
card, a marketing ecrtificate, or
an intermediate buyer’s record
and report showing satisfaction
of the penalty is presented at the
time of purchase,

our No. 1 problems,” Shivers said
at the conference, and “a perma-
nent solution for them must be
found. Past efforts over many
years have not been more than
temporary expedients.”
