CRUCIAL WEEKS:
The next two or three weeks
are vital to Texas.

Weather experts, wih whom I
am in daily contact, tell me this is
our best chance to break the
drought. They may be wrong. But
a check of their records indicate
we may be starting a brief but
lifesaving rain cycle.

At this writing, a good part of
Texas has had some rain. Some
areas have had too much rain—
flooding rains that wash away
topsoil and escape before they
can be trapped. Other areas have
had gentle, soaking rains — the
kind that mean life to thirsty
crops. Some areas have had only
“teasers”—light precipitation.

By the time you read this, we
should know what the future
holds—whether the rains will
continue or whether they are
just a freak of nature. Either
way, however, we have had a
clear and unmistakable warning.
We can expect no mercy from
nature if we ignore it.

At the beginning of April 1,
587,000 acres of Texas soil were
suffering from moderate to severe
wind erosion. Even more signifi-
cant, 5,416,000 acres were about
ready to blow because of insuffic-
ient or inadequate cover.

It will take a lot of rain to
make up for the months and
years of drought. In some areas,

10 to 12 inches will be needed to|

restore the soil.
WHAT HAPPENS IF THE
RAINS DO NOT CONTINUE?
The facts are ominous and fore-
boding. The government keeps
figures on dust storms in which
visibility is reduced to a mile or
less. In the “dust bowl” year of
1936, there were 68 such storms
in Texas and Oklahoma; in 1937
there were 72 (the all-time high

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mark); in 1938, there were 61.
In 1953, there were 41 dust
storms in Oklahoma and the
Texas Panhandle. Up to March 20,
of this year, there were 21 dust
storms. If this rate should con-
tinue, it will ‘be the worst year
on record.

WHAT CAN WE DO?

There are few emergency mea-
sures available. I am urging ap-
proval of a bill by Senator Eu-
gene Millikin, Chairman of the
Republican Conference Commit-
tee, and other colleagues to ap-
propriate $15,000,000 for wind
erosion measures. This money
would be used to make payments
to farmers who carry out control
measures. By and large, this
would consist of “chiseling”—
turning up clods of sub-surface
soil that still retain some moist-
ure. The payments could not ex-
ceed one dollar per acre.

LONG RANGE MEASURES
ARE NEEDED!

We need small dams to trap
water when it rains and reser-
voirs to store it against drought.
We especially need those dams
up-stream! I have introduced one
bill for upstream development. A
Senate Subcommittee is studying
that measure right now.

What else do we need? Overall
development of the water resour-
ces of our state. Last summer, the
Rio Grande ran dry at Laredo
almost on the same day the Presi-
dent released funds for repairing
flood damage at Orange. Some-
how, we should be able to get to-
gether on this one.

There have been plenty of
plans; plenty of surveys. But the
plans and the surveys mean poth-
ing unless we all unite and roll
up our shirtsleeves and get to
work.

We all want to leaye something
to our children. The most prec-
ious gift within our power is the
soil. The hydrogen bomb can de-
stroy life. It is both gruesome and

dramatic. But soil erosion —
though not dramatic—can make
life impossible to maintain!

We can go to work now and
save the future for posterity. Or
we can let things slide and pile
up more trouble for the future.
Somehow, I think Texans will
take the first course!

WHAT HAS HAPPENED
TO THE TAX BILL?

The House bill is now before
the Senate Finance Committee
and hearings are under way. A
few witnesses from the Treasury
and from private organizations
have been heard. Look for weeks
of hearings — perhaps through
May. It is unlikely that the bill
will reach the Senate floor before
June.

FOREIGN SITUATION

This country faces a two-prong-
ed problem on foreign policy. The
problem is both poltical and mili-
tary. The military phase of it is
being pointed up in Indochina.
Many people believe that it will
be necessary for this country to
intervene in that theater. Others
want to keep hands off. This
could properly be called a “tug-
of-war”, I hope and pray that,
no matter who wins the tug, a
war will not result. The reports
are that the Red Chinese have
measurably strengthened their
forces in Indochina, both in man-

power and equipment, and that
most of these reinforcements have
come from Korea. There are
those who feel that France should
work out a truce, and much of
this sentiment comes from
France. It is doubtful that a truce
in Indochina would accomplish
anything except causing France
to lose face. The Reds know this,
and it is one of the moving rea-
sons for the terrific pressure now
being put on by the Reds.

On the political side of the
ledger, the Near East is still the
hot spot. You don't read much
about this or hear very much
about it, but the heat is there and
creates a problem that must be
faced straight across the board
