Gl Loan Time Limit
Running Short

World War II veterans on July

which applications may be made
for a GI home, farm or business
loan.

Congress has set July 25, 1960
as the cut-off date in the post-
war program that has already
seen nearly 5 million World War
II veterans take advantage of
the GI Bill loan provisions since
June 22, 1044,

The law allows an additional
year, or until July 25, 1961, for
the proceeding and actual clos-
ing of loans,

These dates do not pertain to
Korean veterans who have until
January 31, 1965, to make loan
applications. World War II vet-
erans who also served in Korea
are considered Korean veterans
for loan purposes.

Under the GI loan program,
qualified World War II veterans
are offered the opportunity to
obtain VA guaranteed or Insur-
ed loans to (a) purchase, bulld
or Improve a home; (b) buy a
farm or farm supplies; and (¢)
buy or expand a business ven-
ture.

In all, 35 percent of the eli-
gible World War II veterans have
taken advantage of the loan
program. An exceptionally low
record of defaults has won the
approval of the nation's finan-
cial leaders and an extremely

We are getting a bulldup of
rats and mice again, and it's
time to do something about it.
Rats and mice are the only ani-
mals In the world that are both
‘harmful and useless to man-
kind. They destroy food, damage
buildings, ruin home furnishings
and carry human and domestic
animal diseases. Some funda-
mental things to remember In
planning a control program are:
1. Use traps and chemically
treated balts.

2. Clean up old junk piles,
trash heaps. stacks of old boards
and anything else that might
offer protection and shelter.

3. If rats and mice enter a
building through a hole, close it
and keep it closed.

4. Watch for new rats and
mice and go to work on them
immediately.

5. Get plenty of bait and never
let the bait feeders stand empty.
Remember 'these rodents do
not thrive in clenn neat pre-
mises.

| Give You Texas

By BOYCE HOUSE

Reminiscences of an old-time
sports writer.

Many years ago, I went to a
West Texas town to cover a high
school football game for a big
city dally and the man on the
gate refused to honor my pass
because it was signed by only
one school. The cost of the ticket
was 75 cents and so I pald 38
cents as the non-signing team's
share of the gate receipts. ,(That
item was included in my expense
account but it wasn't listed by
ftself.)

Then there was the time that
LeRoy Menzing drove 125 miles
for the annual Cisco-Abilene
classic. He was sports writer for|

the Fort Worth Star-Telegram |
and I was editor of an Oil Belt!
paper. A band was seated In|
front of the press box and the|
brass horn was squarely In front!
of Menzing, completely blocking |
his view, so I “broadcast” the|
game to him, telling him who!
carried the ball, who made thu
tackle and how many yards wer:
gained or lost, on each play.

They took their football ser-
fously in the old Oil Belt. A vis-
iting sports writer, in a parade
before the game, was pelted
with clods and another sports
writer was seized by the ankle|
by a fan who was desirous of
pulling him out of the press box.
Also there was the occasion that
a visiting team sprang an upset
and numerous indlviduals -- (I
have always suspected they were
fans of the losing team) -. threw
gravel through the open win-
dows of our speclal train as we
were pulling out.

There is the recollection, too,
of a fan, indignant at something
I wrote, who sent the word that
he was going to give me a whipp-
Ing when he came to Eastland
for his team’'s game. Since he
did not know me, several citizens
persuaded the county highway

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officer to put on street clothes
and pose as me. Not long be(ore.
this officer had arrested th
“drunks” and, when they bectme
bemgerent. he subdued all three
of them with his fists. So I felt
that this was golng to be one
fight that “House” would win.
The other fellow, however, fail-
ed to show up.

The Oil Belt in those days
(1921-30) was probably the “hot-
test” district In the State. It
abounded In historic rivalries.
When Ranger and Cisco met, or
when Breckenridge and Ranger
met, or when Eastland and Cisco
met, or when Abllene and any-
body met, you con'd look for a
ding-dong battle. Tha four citles
were In a space of 50 miles, con-
nected by excellent roads, and
the attendance often was great-
er than the population of the
town where the game was being
played.

At various times, I was editor
(and therefore sports editor) in
Cisco, Eastland and Ranger, One
season, I would be advocating
the cause of the Loboes, the next
year the Mavericks, and the fol-
lowing secason the Bulldogs. A
fellow had to remember at all
times where he was!

As a matter of fact, though,
my last three seasons, I wrote
up the Ranger-Eastland game
for both papers -- and it was
the same writeup, too. (I've al-
ways felt that I would make a

A sports writer wasn't Inotad
upon as much of a success un-
less he had at least two feuds
going with other sports writers.
My favorite targets were Blondy
Cross of San Angelo and Prexy
Anderson of Abllene but occa-
sionally I would go entirely aut
of my class and try to take on
Jinx Tucker of Waco. Actually,
we were all very fond of each
other but these feuds added zest
to living and also made it easler
to fill up our daily “column.”

Maybe; most of us scribes
didn't make a lot of money but
we enjoyed life -- and we got
into the football games free.

(Except that time I had to
pay for half a tieket.)
