This all 
sounded very  good and bu ilt up 
some high hopes among the oil 
and gas people. Howeper, the

they would join in  his effort, he 
would support the legislation. 
This m eant, in effect, tha t he did 
not intend to send to the leaders 
of Congress a recom m endation 
as to the type of gas legislation 
he would sign. The usual proce­
dure  has been for the President 
to  send to  the Congress a d raft 
of a bill tha t he would like to 
have enacted into law. The Con­
gress in tu rn  considers the legis­
lation. Such a recommendation 
by the P resident has a trem en­
dous w eight on all Members of 
Congress, especially those of the 
sam e political party  as the P resi­
dent. It is the consensus of many 
here tha t the only way a gas bill 
can be passed this session would 
be for the P reident to send up to 
the  Congress the type of bill that 
he would approve and recom ­
m end its passage.

We passed an excellent gas bill 
in 1956 w hich the President had 
said m et w ith his approval. It 
did everything the  President had 
said he was for and wanted. Many 
of the Members of Congress were 
following the lead of the P resi­
dent in voting for th a t gas bill. 
But, even w ith tha t help, the bill 
passed by a narrow  m argin of 
less than 10 votes in the House 
of R epresentatives. W ithout the 
help of the President a t tha t 
tim e, it is very  doubtful the bill 
would have passed. The reason 
is th a t m any of the Members in 
the Congress do not come from 
oil and gas districts and do not 
fu lly  understand the problem in ­
volved. Their d istricts are made 
up prim arily  of consumers of gas 
and, consequently, their vote for 
a gas bill can cause them  much 
criticism , because the ir constitu­
ents have been misled as to the 
purpose of such a bill. The gas 
bill w hich passed in 1956 requ ir­
ed a trem endous am ount of work 
on the  p a rt of those of us Mem­
bers who are  fam iliar w ith the 
problem , and we felt sure that 
we had answ ered one bureau­
cratic  problem. However, the 
P resident, to our u tte r  dismay, 
vetoed the bill. By so doing, he 
com pletely pulled the rug out 
from under those M embers of his 
own party  who had followed his 
suggestions and recom m endations 
W hen he vetoed the bill he stat 
ed th a t it was a good b ill, but

th a t h e  was vetoing it because 
of some reported irregularities 
in outside actviities while the 
bill was being considered by the 
Congress. In o th tr words, he p e r­
m itted an act of alleged corrup­
tion by some individual in the 
N ation’s Capital to influence him 
into vetoing a bill which he had 
recom m ended and thereby pun­
ished every honest gas producer 
in this country, including a good 
num ber of small independent op­
erators who have helped, to build 
the economy of the Panhandle of 
Texas and our general area.

Because the rug was pulled out 
from under them as outlined a- 
bove, m any M embers here feel 
tha t those Members who found 
them selves landing on their head 
after following the President’s 
recommendations, will be some­
w hat suspicious unless the P resi­
dent sends the bill to the Con­
gress setting forth his views on 
the subject and indicating that 
he does not intend to veto it.

BUNK CONCERNING FOOD
“At present m ore bunk is be­

ing peddled to the  public con­
cerning food than on any other 
subject.’’

That forthrigh t charge came 
some tim e ago from a m an who 
should know — W allace F. Ja n ­
ssen of the U.S. Food and Drug 
A dm inistration. He m ade it in a 
ta lk  before m em bers of the A- 
inerican Dietetic Association.

He said: “M odern nutrition  
education needs to acquire a new 
dimension. — em phasizing the 
ability  to question and to  recog­
nize and reject w hat is false and 
unscientific. Teachers need to 
keep up-to-date on the latest 
dietary  nonsense; to teach re ­
garding w hat is not true, or is 
m erely speculation, as well as 
w hat is true .” He then dealt spe­
cifically w ith certain  dangerous 
representations of foods as m ed­
ical cures, such as carro t juice 
for leukem ia, apple cider v ine­
gar as a general cure-all, garlic 
pills for high and low blood pres­
sure, lecithin for coronary di­
sease, powdered grapefru it for 
diabetes. Vitam in E for m uscu­
lar dystrophy, and royal bee je l­
ly for sexual rejuvenation and 
as a cosmetic.

The vast m ajority  of people, of 
all ages, need a balanced diet — 
the kind of diet that is obtained 
from the standard foods offered 
in  every grocery. Above all, a 
substantial proportion of protein 
in the d iet is essential to both 
physical and m ental health  — 
the kind of protein tha t is found 
in its most palatable form  in 
good, honest meat.

There is, of course, a small 
m inority  of people who require 
special diets because of disease 
and deficiencies. But no such 
diet should ever be adopted ex ­
cept on the advice of a physician.

VEGETATION CONTROL 
CAN PRODUCE MORE 
RANGE FORAGE

"Reduction in output, w hich is 
not alw ays apparent, is by far 
the greatest loss to the production 
phase of agriculture,” says Dr. 
Wayne G. McCully of the Range 
and Forestry  D epartm ent of 
Texas A&M. He said th a t in ­
jurious plants, such as sh innery  
oak, increase labor and may 
low er the quality  of the m ar­
keted commodity.

V egetation control is the  stab- 
lishm ent and m aintenance of a 
particular kind of vegetation on 
a given area. Land m anagers 
have long used the practice of 
intensive cultivation w ith  a 
planted crop as a m eans of veg­
etation control, he added.

The recent developm ent of se-

lective phytocides have furn ished  
tools to use in vegetation  control 
over large areas of non-culti- 
vated range and  tim berlands. 
A erial applicators are im portan t 
in the developm ent and use of 
these new tools in  agriculture, he 
said.

Dr. • MqCully pointed out th a t 
the concept of vegetation con­
trol implies tha t some p lan ts are  
m ore desirable than  others in  
furnishing a m onetary re tu rn  to 
the farm er, rancher or forester. 
These undesiiable p lants have 
long been known as weeds or 
brush. M anagem ent program s 
have been directed tow ard  
m inim izing or overcom ing th e ir  
effects on the production of de­
sirable plants.

Limits Crop Acreage

Every farm er w ho has crop­
land under a C onservation Re­
serve contract th is year m ust be 
sure to comply w ith  any acreage 
allotments on the farm  and also 
to observe his perm itted  acreage 
of Soil Bank base crops, Mr. 
Cooke, Chairm an of the Donley 
County ASC, said.

Generally speaking, Mr. Cooke 
said, the perm itted  acreage on 
a Soil Bank farm  is the am ount 
of land on w hich grains and row 
crops m ust be produced. It con­
sists of the historical acreage of 
such crops less the  am ount of 
land placed in the Conservation 
Reserve. A farm er who exceeds 
this perm itted  acreage or any 
acreage allo tm ent on the  farm  
may lose his annual ren ta l pay­
ment and also be subject to a 
civil penalty.

W hen all eligbile cropland on

ASC official said. The home gar­
den area on such a farm  m ay be 
used to  produce crops for home 
use, or for non-agricultural p u r­
poses, bu t production of a Soil 
Bank base crop on such land is 
a contract violation. The pro­
ducts on a home garden m ay be 
sold, according to the Conserva­
tion Reserve rtgulations.

Kansas City, Mo., April 5 — 
(Special) — John C. Knorpp, 
C larendon, Texas, today was 
nam ed to m em bership in the 
Am erican Hereford Association, 
the w orld’s largest purebred re ­
gistry  organization, w ith head­
quarters in Kansas City, Mo.

One hundred and seventy tw o 
H ereford breeders were placed on 
th  Association’s official roster 
during February. The Association 
m aintans active accounts for 
m ore than  80,000 breeders of re ­
gistered Herefords over the na­
tion.

The Hereford Association du r­
ing the last fiscal year recorded 
487,883 purebred calves. The 
year’s total recordings were the 
six th  highest on record, and 
twice the combined registrations 
of o ther m ajor beef breeds.

SOCIAL SECURITY 
DISABILITY BENEFITS

In order to receive social secur­
ity disability benefits, only those 
are eligble who have a perm anent 
disability — tha t is a disability 
which is so severe th a t it p re­
vents doing any substantial gain­
ful work.

Hal Geldon, D istrict M anager 
of the Am arillo Social Security 
Office emphasized, “The disabili­
ty  which the claim ant has must 
be a condition which is expected 
to last indefinitely and one which 
will not likely im prove w ith time 
or m edical treatm ent.”

M any people believe that the 
social security disability paym ent 
is a “stop-gap” income on which 
they can depend until they are 
well enough to re tu rn  to work. 
Geldon stressed th a t such a pro­
vision is not a part of the social 
security  law. .

“R ather,” he said, “social se­
curity  benefits are intended to 
provide some relief from loss of 
income due to a perm anent disa­
bility.” If the disabling condition 
will im prove w ith  tim e; or w ith 
m edical tream ent; or if the claim 
an t can work at a job tha t is less 
dem anding than  his usual work, 
he w ill not be considered to be 
disabled under the social security 
law, and should not count on re ­
ceiving disability benefits.

DANGERS IN THE HOME
An editorial in a release from 

The Am erican Medical Associa­
tion observes tha t “ . . . a new 
look at safety in the home is 
certainly indicated.”

YEAR'S FEED GRAIN 
SITUATION ANALYZED

College Station — The total 
supply of feed grains and other 
concentrates for 1959-60, (Octo­
ber 1, 1959-September 30, 1960), 
has increased to a record high of 
265 m illion tons, seven percent 
larger than  in 1958-59 and m ore 
than  a th ird  larger than  the 
1953-57 average.

Supplies have set new records 
for each of the past six years, ac­
cording to John  McHaney, ex ten ­
sion economist. The supply this 
year (1959-60) w ill to tal about 
18 m illion tons m ore than  last 
year, m aking the  seventh year 
of steadily increasing supplies. A 
m ajor reason for the increase 
was the 1959 record feed crop of 
nearly  10 m illion tons larger 
than  the 1958 crop and 38 m il­
lion tons larger than  the 1953-57 
avergae. The increased yields per 
acre also added to the  supply.

Oats supply is expected to be 
1,459 m illion bushels, 17 percent 
below th a t of last year and  the  
sm allest supply since 1947. B ar­
ley is expected to to tal 622 m il­
lion bushels, he said, down five 
percent from  last year, bu t a 
fourth  larger than  the  1953-57

—  Thursday, April 14, 1360
averagt. The record high com  
crop of 1959 is expected to in ­
crease com  supplies to a record 
six billion bushels, 37 percent a- 
bove the  1953-57 average.

The to tal supply of sorghum  
grain for 1959-60 is estim ated a t 
about 1,074 m illion bushels, 16 
percent above last year and m ore 
than  th ree times the 1953-57 av ­
erage. The 1959 crop of 573 m il­
lion bushels was 7 percent sm al­
ler than  th a t of 1958, bu t m ore 
than  double the 1953-57 average. 
M cHaney said to tal utilization is 
expected to  be substantially  larg­
er in 1959-60 than the 423 m illion 
bushels used comestically and 
exported  in 1958-59.

Feed grain prices are expected 
to average a little  lower in 1959- 
60 due to the record 1959 crop 
and th e  large supplies. Expected 
lower livestock prices in 1960 and 
lower supports, especially for 
sorghum  grain, will have a tend­
ency to cause feed grain prices 
to be lower.

M cHaney added that a fu rther 
increase in feed grain  utilization 
is expected because livestock 
num bers continue to increase, 
causing heavy feeding of grain 
and o ther concentrates. However, 
total utilization has not kept pace 
with production and supplies con­
tinue to m ount.
