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Jack Bell Dies
In A_l_l_tg Wreck

Car Turns Over on Brice Highway
About 2 A. M. Monday Morning

A nunitber of relatives gathered
here Sunday at the home of Jack
Bell’s sister, Mrs. P. B, “Dude” Gen-
try. Jack was among them. About
1:30, he is said to have begun the
trip home to the Bell ranchy accom-
panied by his brother Walter Bell.

As the young men went down the
Brice highway, Walter fell asleep and
Jack was driving, Indications show
that the car skidded, then was turn-
ed into the bank and turned over
near the W. E. Davis ranch gate.
Jack was pinned beneath the car and
evidently met instant death from
head injuries, Walter suffered pain-
ful though not serious injuries.

The first parties to come along the
highway was members of the H. T.
Warner crew of tank builders, Lucian
Bones, W. F. Wardlow and others,
shortly after daybreak.

Mr. and Mrs. W. E. Davis were
notified at their ranch home a short
distance away. Mrs, Davis called
Buntin’s mortuary and then she and
Mr. Davis went to the scene of the
wreck. Walter Bell knew nothing of
the wreck since he was asleep when
it happened, and regained conscious-
ness after daybreak.

Mrs. Davis brought Walter Bell to
town for medical aid. Mr. Davis and
the other men, staid with the hody
of Jack Bell until the ambulance ar-
rived.

The wrecked car was brought to
town by Elmer Palmer of the Palmer
motor company. ’

Jack is survived by his father,
Mitch E. Bell, a sister and four broth-
ers. The sister is Mrs. P. B. Gentry.
The brothers are Walter, Charley,
Richard and Houston.

At the time of his death Jack was
22 years of age, having spent the
major portion of his life on the Bell
ranch, and some few years here in
Clarendon where he was born.

Funeral services were conducted
late Monday at the home of his sis-
ter, Mrs. P. B. Gentry in Clarendon.
Rev. F. A. Foster, pastor of the
Episcopal church in Amarillo offici-
ated.

Attending the casket were former
classmates, except the last named.
They are Mike Stricklin, Marty Kelly,
Fred Bourland, Bill Montgomery, Ray
Palmer and Horace McElreath of
Leslie.

Mystery Veils
Boston Death Of
Canyon Teacher

Scientist Was Well Known Over
Entire Southwest

C. Stuart Johnston, instructor in
geology, paleontology and archae-
ology in West Texas State College of
Canyon, was found in a comatose
condition in a cheap boarding house
in Boston, Massachusetts early Mon-
day by Edward M. Maisel, Harvard
student. Johnston was taken to a
hospital where he expired within a
short time without regaining con-
sciousness.

On the basis that no signs of ex-
ternal violence were discovered, a
verdict of death from natural causes
was given, but a fyll report was
withheld, and an autopsy was per-
formed.

Johnston was found by Edward M.
Maisel, Harvard student, who said he
knew Johnston very well. Maisel sent
him to a hospital, where he died.

Police search of the room in which
Johnston was found indicated he ap-
parently was without funds. A neck-
tie clasp and an inexpensive watch
were the only articles of value found
in the quarters which he had occu-
pied since July 13th.

No reason for his presence there
could be assigned by Johnston's wife,
police said. At Norman, Prof. J. W,
Stovall of the University of Okla-
homa, where Johnston had been
studying for a Ph. D, degree, said he
left there under peculiar circum-
stances July 8. Stovall said the in-
structor left Norman with another
man in a car.

“He took no clothes and apparent-
ly had only about $1.50,” the pro-
fescsor related. “He was in good
health when he left and apparently
in good spirits.”

Johnston was considered ome of
the outstanding archeologists in the
Southwest. He had been at West
Texas State since 1934,

Dr. Johnston was well known here
having directed crews in securing
fossil material for the Panhandle-
Plains Museum at Canyon. Many of
those who worked under his instruc-
tion came to the Leader office Mon-
day and Tuesday sadly inquiring for
further information as to the cause
of his death.

The body of Dr. Johnston is being
brought back to Canyon to be buried
in Dreamland cemetery mnear the
work he loved so well, and the in-
stitution he honored and helped build
with his high degree of skill. The
exact date has not been determined
for the funeral today.

New WPA Law

Fire Rate Cut

Is Turned Down

Legislative Commnttee Refuses
Request of Fire Assocation

A committee appointed by the
House of Representatives last session

to investigate fire insurance rates in

Texas, in Austin Tuesday voted b5 to
3 to turn down a request of the
State Firemen’s and Fire Marshalls’

Association request for a ten percent
reduction.

Rep. De Witt Kinard of Port
Arthur made the motion which was
opposed by Committee Chairman

Alfred Petsch of Fredericksburg and
Rep. Bryan Bradbury of Abilene on
grounds there had been no objection
to the rate slash, even from insur-
ance companies.

The State Firemen's and Fire Mar-
shals’ Association is an organization
that is sixty-three years old, com-
posed of fire departments and Fire
Marshals of the State, about 90 per
cent of whom are strictly volunteers.
They have nothing to sell, no one to
promote for office nor are
they asking for “Donations.”
They are strictly a non-profit,
organization which, seeing that
one ever represented the fire insur-
ance rate payer before the State Fire
Insurance Commission and realizing
the great inequalities that exist in
fire insurance rates as are being
charged in Texas, determined to go
before the Commission and request
reductions in those Not one
cent of money is asked of the public
~—the Association has its own funds.

The Association in March, 1939, re-
quested that the Fire Insurance Com-
mission place upon the agenda for
the April 17th meeting several re-
quests made by the Association for
adjustments and corrections in the
basic schedule and the Key rate. This
was granted and for the first time
the insurance paying public was rep-
resented at a statewide hearing of
the Fire Insurance Commission,

It was shown to the Commission
by the Association that according to
the Commission’s own report cover-
ing the five year experience wupon
which the Commission is supposed to
set rates that the Insurance Compa-
nies had made a NET PROFIT of 18.3
per cent, while the rules of the In-
surance Commission only permit a
maximum underwriting profit of five
per cent (6%).

The report of the Fire Insurance
Commission shows that in classifica-
tion 23, which is “Dwelling,” that the
companies made a NET PROFIT of
TWENTY-THREE (23%) per cent,
Classification 46, Mercantile build-
ings, made a NET UNDERWRITING
PROFIT of nineteen and seven-
