Higher Temperature 

Storage Is 
Effective Tenderizer

Storage of carcasses at liigher- 
than-usual temperatures immed­
iately after slaughter is an ef­
fective beef tenderizer, Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
research shows.

Standard procedure, R. L. West 
of the Texas A&M University An­
imal Science Department said, 
is to move the fresh carcasses in­
to cold storage of about 30 de­
grees.

He said one side from each of 
27 steer and 21 slaughter cow 
carcasses was stored in a 50 
to 60-degree cooler for 12, 16, 
or 20 h o u r s  immediately af­
ter killing before being chilled 
down to 30 to 32 degrees. Com­
panion sides from the animals, 
designated as controls, were chill­
ed at 30-32 degrees for the en­
tire 48-hour period of the ex­
periment.

Tests revealed that steaks from 
steer carcasses stored for 20 
hours at the higher temperature 
were significantly more tender 
and rated higher in overall eat­
ing satisfaction than those from 
the control sides. West said.

However, he noted that steaks 
stored for only 12 hours at the 
higher temperature were not as 
flavorful as those from the con­
trols.

As for the cow carcasses, all 
the steaks from the higher tem­
perature sides were significantly 
more tender than those from 
the controls. Groups from th* 
12 and 24-hour storages had con­
siderably higher overall satisfac­
tion scores.

West said the tests also indi­
cated that longer storage periods 
at higher temperatures are re­
quired for tenderness improve­
ment in carcasses from younger 
animals, and less time in needed 
for carcasses from mature ani­
mals.
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Use Liver When 
Planning Your Meals

The variety of meat liver de 
serves special consideration 
meal planning, suggests Mr 
Gwendolyne Clyatt, Extensin 
consumer marketing specialist.

Liver is not only important nu­
tritionally, but it is normally low­
er in price as liver contains no 
bone, Mrs. Clyatt explains.

Organized labor leaders of Tex­
as have set as political priorities 
for 1972 the defeat of President 
Nixon and support of former U. 
S. Senator Ralph Yarborough for 
any office he seeks.

AFL-CIO State President Roy 
R. Evans announced the goals 
were adopted by his organiza­
tion’s executive board and the 
COPE administrative committee 
in a recent meeting here.

It is “ quite possible," Evans 
said, the AFL-CIO will make no 
endorsements in next year’s gov­
ernor’s race unless Yarborough 
is a candidate. He noted a two- 
thirds majority of delegate 
strength is necessary for endorse­
ment in a COPE convention.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes and Ralph 
Briscoe of Uvalde are announced 
gubernatorial candidates.

Evans listed the lieutenant gov­
ernor’s race as the No. 3 prior­
ity of labor; the House Speak­
er's race No. 4 and congressional, 
state Senate and House contests 
No. 5.

He unveiled a voter registra­
tion goal of six million by the 
1972 genera) election.

In a September poll of AFL- 
CIO convention delegates, Evans 
reported 201 felt Yarborough 
should run for the U. S. Senate, 
while 120 preferred that he run 
for governor and 26 for neither 
office.

He said 298 labor delegates 
would prefer Yarborough to 33 
for Barnes in a governor's race 
between the two, while 294 would 
pick Yarborough to 47 for Bris­
coe.

The labor delegates liked Sen. 
Hubert Humphrey for president, 
giving him 313 straw votes to 
two for Alabama Gov. George 
Wallace and none for President 
Richard Nixon. A random poll 
of rank and file union members 
showed 87 for Humphrey to 51 
for Wallace and 38 for Nixon.

In other recent opinions, Mar­
tin concluded:

Tax due on natural gas pro­
duction is calculated on the basis 
of the total proceeds of the sale 
of all component parts, less al­
lowable transportation and pro­
cessing costs.

Texas Real Estate Commis­
sion must transmit half real es- 
tute broker and salesman rene­
wal licenses fees to Texas AAM 
University for a new research 
center.

County commissioners may 
purchase or lease and maintain 
two-way radio equipment for the 
sheriff and his deputies, but not 
for a Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment game management officer.

Nueces County domestic rela­
tions court has concurrent juris­
diction with county courts at law 
over misdemeanor wife and 
child descrtkin cases, while the 
county court has no jurisdiction 
over them.

New law did not change the 
duty of the Upshur County clerk 
to write warrants in payment of 
the salaries of county employees 
and county bills authorized by 
law and approved by the com­
missioners court.

A bill providing that county 
commissioners courts of each 
county shall fix the amount of 
compensation, office expenses, 
travpl expenses and all other al­
lowances for county and precinct 
officials and employees paid whol­
ly from county funds is valid.

FEED LOT SHUT DOWN — 
Texas Water Quality Board ord­
ered a cattle feeding operation 
near San Marcos shut down when 
it found a “ constant threat of 
pollution" to underground water 
in the Edwards Aquifer.

The Edwards Aquifer is a ma­
jor source of water for a large 
area of South Central Texas.

Attorneys for the feedlot, Hill 
Country Feeders, said the deci­
sion will be appealed to state dis­
trict court.

COURTS SPEAK -  The widow 
and mother of a Mexico air crash 
victim are entitled to collect $36,- 
579 on his life insurance policy 
though he had requested it be 
discontinued five days before 
his death, the Supreme Court 
held.

Court of Criminal Appeals held 
a 1967 U. S. Supreme Court de- 
eision guaranteeing defendants 
the right to subpoena accomplice 
witnesses to testify for them 
can be applied retroactively. The 
finding may provide a new way 
to freedom for prisoners convict­
ed before 1967 and denied testi­
mony of accomplices to the of­
fense for which they were charg­
ed.

Criminal Appeals Court upheld 
a 1,000-year prison sentence for 
a . repeat-offender qonvicted in 
Dallas of robbery by assault, but 
the Court suggested such sen­
tences are "impossible" and 
should not be assessed.

Same Court credited a prisoner 
with time he did not serve be­
hind bars when he was earlier 
released by mistake.

OYSTERJNG REOPENED — 
A large part of Lavaca Bay 
which was closed last year to 
oyster harvesting due to mercury 
contamination hag been reopened. 
However, the State Department 
of Health said blue crab should 
not be taken for human consump­
tion until further notice.

Excessive mercury densities 
are still found in some blue crab 
collected from the bay, the Heal­
th Department reported.

There has been a steady re­
duction in mercury densities 
found in oysters (which can 
cleanse themselves as the qual­
ity of their environment Im­
proves). according to the De­
partment. Maps showing approv­
ed oystering areas and those 
still closed are available from 
the Health Department division 
of marine resources, 1100 W. 49th 
St., Austin.

SCHOOL FOOD PROGRAM 
CURBED — A free breakfast 
program for school children faces 
insufficient funding, a Texas 
Education Agency spokesman re­
ports.

TEA has been unable to add 
schools to the breakfast program 
this year due to lack of money. 
About 115 schools have had to 
he turned down. Schools partici­
pating last year increased from 
298 in September to 474 in May. 
Schools receive 15 cents per 
breakfast or the cost of esch 
msal, whichever is less, through

U. S. Department of Agriculture 
allocations.

Pennies de 
count when buying food, says 
Gwendolyne Clyatt, Extension 
consumer marketing specialist.

Three to four cents off on a 
25 cent can of food is a 10 to 
15 percent savings, not bad for 
pennies, she explains.

She suggests these tips to help 
save pennies on your grocery 
bill.

Shop carefully — advertise­
ments, prices, and the markets. 
Check particularly for specials 
on meat, poultry and fish then 
plan meals accordingly. Meat, 
poultry and fish can amount to 
a third of your family’s food bill.

Compare brands when you 
shop, trying the lower priced 
grades and brands. You may 
like them as well as more ex­
pensive items, the specialist says. 
Some stores carry as many as six 
different brands of canned 
green beans with prices some­
times varying considerably. 
Quality and cut may differ, but 
nutritional values vary little. By 
looking for the lowest priced 
brands in one store, you can 
save as much as 5 to 7 cents 
on a 6-ounce can of frozen orange 
juice, 5 cents on a can of peas, 
or 20 cents on a pound of bacon.

Check the cost of convenience, 
Mrs. Clyatt continues. Chances 
are partially prepared items will 
cost more than fresh, but not 
always. Some convenience foods, 
like frozen concentrated orange 
juice, frozen green peas, canned 
orange juice and some cake mix­
es are often cheaper than fresh 
choices. Other convenience foods, 
such as frozen com-on-the-cob,
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stuffed baked potatoes, cheese in 
a spray can and frozen dinners, 
usually cost you more. But lf 
time is short, you may be will­
ing to pay the cost of conveni­
ence.
