Eight cent, first class mail is
now 10 cents. Post cards are
now 8 cents. Airmail rates went
from 11 cents to 13 cents. Air
mail 1ptm cards increased fr

Greenbelt Water Use

Continues To Grow

According to the monthly re-
port from Greenbelt Water Auth-
ority the consumption of water
by member cities continues to
grow. For the month of Febru-
ary 1971 and 1972 the number
of gallons used remained about
the same. In 1973 Clarendon
used 6,242,000 gallons as com-
pared to 7,997,000 gallons in Feb-
ruary of 1974,

Childress has been the largest
consumer in all years and in
February of 1973 used 22,365,000
as compared to 19,894,000 in
1974. Hedley used 1,040,000 gal-
lons in February of 1973 com-
pared to 1,271,000 in 1974. Quan-
ah, Crowell, Bestwall and Red
River used slightly more through
February 1974 than 1973.

Total gallons used in Febru-
ary 1974 reached 60,245,000 gal-
ons as compared to 52,423,000 in
1973.

Lake depth reached an all time
high March 1, 1974 with 63.00 ft.
This compares with 60.13 in 1973;
58.17 in 1972, 57.42 in 1971, and
58.31 in 1970 at the same date,
March 1.

Drivers Ignoring The
55 MPH Speed Limit

Colonel Wilson E. Speir, direc-
tor of the Texas Department of
Public Safety, said today he
is disturbed by many complaints
by Texas motorists about driv-
ers refusing to obey the 55-
mile-per-hour speed limit, and

forts.

“But since that time, we have
noticed that motorists, or at
least many of them, have been
gradually ‘inching’ up their
speeds on Texas highways. Con-
sequently, our troopers have
been increasing their volume of
speeding citations, and will have
to continue to intensify their ef-
forts until a more reasonable de-
gree of voluntary compliance is
achieved.”

Speir said he has received nu-
merous reports by motorists who
are complying with the new
law who are frightened and ang-
ered by others who pass them
at speeds dangerously above the
legal limit, and still others who
“tailgate” them when they can’t
pass for one reason or another.
“We commend those drivers
who are cooperating in the state
and national effort to reduce ac-
cidents, save lives, and at the
same time conserve fuel by driv.
ing within the legal limits,” Speir
said.

“And we solicit the cooperation
of those who would forget or
ignore the dangers posed to
themselves and others by dan-
gerous and illegal speeds on the
highways of our state.

“We would remind everyone
that consistently through the
years, excessive speed is in-
volved in more fatal accidents
than any other single factor.”

The Lost Sheep

First United Methodist Church

Matthew 15:7 — “Even so, I tell
you, there will be more joy In
heaven over one sinner who re-
pents than over ninety-nine
righteous persons who need mno
repentance.”

Jeremiah ask the question
‘“Is there no balm in Gilead; is
there no physician there?”
(Jeremiah 8:22). He is bereived
over the sins of the people and
he is searching for some ele-
ment of healing to bring about
a reconciliation of the people
with God. The people of God do
not always live as righteous in
the sight of God as He would
desire. When the people turn
from God and remember their
bond of the Covenant no more
God sends his messenger to the
people to call them to repent-
ance.

In response to Jeremiah's ques-
tion there came the American
Folk Hymn affirming:

There is a balm in Gilead,

To make the wounded whole;
There is a balm in Gllead,

spiritual truth had been lost
and they separated themselves
from those of the children of
God who were ‘‘unclean” and
thus unworthy of fellowship in
the house of the Lord. And it
was these same scribes and
Pharisees who raised the voice
of descention when Jesus came
on the scene because he was
found constantly in the com-
pany of tax collectors and sin-
ners, e.g, the unclean. There-
fore, they could not grasp his
meaning when he announced
“l came to seek and to save
the lost” (Matthew 18:11), and
“They that are whole have no
need of a physiclan, but they
that are sick” (Matthew 9:12).
He was saying that the scribes
and Pharisees had blown their
chance to be the balm in Gilead
which could have saved the least
of the Children of God. Now, He
was come to do just that.

I recall a conversation with
an ambitious preacher who want-
ed to climb the ecclestical ladder
as quickly as possible. His ad-
monition was to go into a new
appointment and as quickly as
possible learn who were the in-
fluential people in that congre-
gation. Then, these were to be
the ones with whom you were

To heal the sin sick soul.

In Jesus' day the scribes and
Pharisees = were the lpiﬂmd‘
shepherds but they had betrayed
their trust by neglecting those
individuals who needed them
desperately, They had so en-
gulfed the Law of Moses with

Congressman Bob Price is
sending his district assistant,
Mr. Gene Hanks, on a tour of
communities throughout the 13th
Congressional District to con-
duct non-partisan, open-to-the-
public, “Town Hall"” meetings.

“Congressional business de-
mands that I spend much of my
time in Washington serving the
people of the 13th District,”
Price commented, “but it is vi-
tal that I keep abreast of the
concerns of the people in order
to fully represent their views
in the Congress. Since I am able
to visit the many communities
spread over the District less of-
ten than I would like, I am send-
ing my assistant on tour to
conduct “Town Hall” meetings
where he will be able to hear the
current views of the people. In
turn, I am in contact with my
assistant by telephone.”

Price expressed the hope that
many citizens who are interested

in their federal government
would attend the meetings con-
ducted by Hanks. Hanks will

land in Cottle, Dickens and King
counties in the 13th Congression-
al Distriet, and in 41 other coun-
ties in Texas. The mechanisms
and pellets may be obtained
through extension agents in the
44 counties. Counties other than
the 44 test counties may use
the mechanism with potassium
cyanide pellets, not sodium cy-
anide ones.

The EPA placed a ban on che-
mical toxicants in controlling
predators in 1972, although the
ban did not cover the use of po-
tassium cyanide. Last October
the U. S. House Agriculture Com-
mittee, of which Price is a
member, passed a resolution
calling for use of the sodium
cyandie pellet gun because of
its instant and humane killing
effects and the rapid decomposi-
tion of the pellets which tend
to avoid secondary kills. EPA’s
recent test permit appears to be
a response to that action.

“This EPA test simply shows
the naivete' of the EPA ruling,”
Price said. ‘““Ranchers have been
using this device for a number
of years. Ranchers don't need
experiments; they need legal
authority and safe chemical tox-
icants to control coyotes and
other predators.

“Livestock raisers must be
allowed some effective means of
controlling predators,” Price
said. ““Last year, the loss of
sheep and lambs to coyotes was
57T times as great as for
the average of the six years be-
fore the original EPA ban took
effect. Calves also fall victim
to predators. Predator activity
does serious economic harm to
livestock businesses if left un-
controlled, and this, in turn, pos-
es yet another factor which
tends to force retail meat prices
higher.

Computer Service By
WTSU As of 1974

November 1974 will begin a
new era in university and re-
gional computing services sup-
plied by West Texas State Uni-
versity.

It is the proposed full opera-
tion date for WT's new DEC
system-1070, million dollar com-
puter system which puts the
university in league with Har-
vard, MIT, Stanford, Oxford and
Yale.

The installation of the DEC
system-1070 will provide a “huge
change from the teaching and
research view,” noted Durwood
Henderson, director of WT's
computer services. The ‘“uni-
versity - oriented” system fea-
tures operationally - independ-
ent terminals which can be con-
nected from both local and re-
mote sites. Up to 60 students,
researchers and administrators
will be able to utilize the 24
million word on-line data base
for their individual projects at
one time.

A simple telephone call can
put the operator of a remote
terminal in contact with the
system’s features, which include
instruction look-ahead, increased
memory size and tremendous
flexibility in instructional uses.
