tent searches or to process pa­
tent applications.

The chief of our Consumer 
Protection Division and the head 
of the U. S. Patent Office have 
Issued Joint warnings of consu­
mer fraud in the invention de­
velopment field.

Patent Office officials say that 
while Inventors can even pre­
pare their own patent applica­
tion, file It with the office, and 
conduct the prosecution of the ap­
plication themselves, It Is ex­
tremely difficult tor anyone un­
acquainted with patent law and 
the procedures of the Patent Of­
fice.

They suggest that persons who 
are not experts in such mat­
ters hire patent attorneys or 
agents registered to practice be­
fore the Patent Office. Other­
wise, inventors may fail to get 
a patent or may get one that 
doesn’t adequately protect their 
invention.

Since there are more than 
300 subject classes and 90,000 
subclasses of patents, it’s ob­
viously a complicated matter tor 
an amateur to determine if an 
idea already is patented. In­
ventors who wish to do so them- 
sedves, however, can conduct o 
check at the Patent Office 
Search Room in Virginia, or in 
one of several special libraries 
across the country. Or they can 
hire a qualified person register­
ed to practice before the Pa­
tent Office to do it tor them. 
A list of registered attorneys 
and agents is available from 
the U. S. Government Printing 
Office.

Persons who have a complaint 
about an idea or invention m ar­
keting firm should contact the 
Attorney General's Consumer 
Protection Division, their coun­
ty or district attorney, or their 
local Better Business Bureau, 
working and stopped

Protection Division 
urges caution before paying 
large fees to firms offering ser­
vices variously labeled invention 

idea promotion, marketing, 
or development or patent search­
es and development.

Last summer, our Consumer 
Protection lawyers testified to 

Federal Trade Commission 
bearing in Dallas — the first 
of a series of hearings nation­
wide to determine if a trade re­
gulation rule is needed to curb 
fradulent activity in the idea 
and invention promotion field.

Our attorneys described the 
method of operation found time 
and again In the Invention mar­
keting cases we have investi­
gated or taken to court for vio­
lation of the Texas Deceptive 
Trade Practices - Consumer Pro. 
tection Act.

Some one with an idea or an 
Invention sees an ad promising 
patent search and protection; 
evaluation and feasibility studies 
to determine product market­
ability; engineering and pro- 
duction services; or exclusive 
contacts with manufacturers.

The would - be inventor pays 
a fee averaging 71,000 or more 
and submits his idea or gadget. 
Virtually all those submitted are 
judged by the firm to be “high­
ly marketable.”

Inventors are assured that 
their product will be exhibited 
in fairs and shows and that the 
manufacturers, will locate 
distributor.

While some few inventions 
have been marketed by such 
firms, our attorneys stress that 
the overwhelming majority of 
persons have never received 
return that even approaches the 
amount of money they pay as 
fees

In fact, many of the services 
offered are ones an Inventor 
could handle so well himself 
especially In light of the fact 
that the “market evaluators' 
or "analysts” for most such 
firms are merely salesmen who 
push the "special services’’ of­
fered by their employers.

In addition, inventors with a 
possibly saleable item could 
find themselves inadequately 
protected if they rely on such 
Idea promoters to conduct pa

Social Security

Q—My mother recently receiv­
ed notice of denial on her ap­
plication tor Supplemental Secur­
ity Income, because ahe receive* 
too much unearned Income. The 
only income she has is her 
111800 a month social security 
cheek. If I  didn’t let her live in 
a house I own, she Just couldn’t 
make « . What to-the lirttir (to
income?r,

A—An individual Is not eligi­
ble if she has unearned Income 
(Income other than wages or self 
employment Income) of HOB a 
month or more. In  addition to 
your mother’s social security 
check of 2118.00, we must con­
sider the rental value of the 
home which you furnish rent 
free. Since the rental value of 
the house is more than $48.00 a 
month, her income exceeds $166.

Q—I married young and have 
never worked under social se­
curity because I have children 
at home. The youngest child is 
now in school and I want to get

a Job. What do I need to get a 
social security card?

A—New regulations require 
that persons over age 18 fur­
nish proof of age, Identity and 
citizenship when applying tor a  
number for the first time. Age 
can usually be proved with a 
birth or baptism certificate. To 
prove identity you may use a dri­
ver’s license, voter’s registra­
tion or some similar document 
If you were bom In the United 
States, citizenship Is usually es­
tablished by the documents you 
submit as proof of age and Iden­
tity.

Q—I am in my second year 
of high school and I plan to seek 
summer work. When should I 
apply for a social security card?

A—Anyone in need of a social 
security card should apply well 
in advance since it takes from 
six to eight weeks to obtain a 
card.

Q—How many quarters ol so­
cial security would I need to get 
disability? I am 46 years old and 
I became disabled In November 
1972.

A—You would need to have a 
total of 21 quarters or 5 years 
and 3 months of credits. In 
addition you would be required 
to have at least 20 of these quar­
ters in the 40 quarter or 10 
year period ending December 
1972.

Q—How old must a person be 
to have a social security card?

A—If a person has a need tor 
a social security number it can 
be issued at any age.

Q—I am age 14. Will I need 
to bring anything to the social 
security office to get a social se­
curity card?

A—United States citizens un­
der age 18 need no proof of age 
or identity to obtain a card.

Q—Some of my friends play 
game using social security num­
bers How many numbers can 
I get?

A—A person should have only 
one social security number since 
this will be used to record your 
earnings and will be the basis 
tor your future social security 
benefts.

Q—I plan to marry next mon- 
the and therefore my name will 
change. Should I  get a new so­
cial security number?

A—No. You only need to have 
your name changed on your pre- 
sect oard. Your , number will, al­
ways stay the same, r*

JThey're here — those crisp, 
OOol days which mean only one 
tiling to some one million peo­
ple in Texas: it’s hunting sea­
son.
SDove season brings a gleam 
tp the eyes of hunters, but it is 
late October and November 
which put that extra bounce in 
their step, sends them into the 
hills and valleys and Into mar­
ches and timbered country for 
deer, javalina, duck, geese, quail 
and turkey.
£ Previews of the season are 
obtained by bow hunters, who 
take advantage of a special 
•rchery season in October.
■t In addition to the hunting sea­

son. most real fishermen are 
keeping their gear in shape tor 
the excellent fishing which con­
tinues through the fall and win­
ter in Texas.

What you have in Texas now - 
in addition to the exhilirating 
thrill of being out in the open 
hunting, camping and fishing— 
is the chance for accidents. Good 
health and hunting safety go to­
gether, says the Texas State 
Department of Health.

While most hunters look on 
themselves as Daniel Boones, 

\  far too many should never leave 
\ h e i r  television sets and com­

fortable arm  chairs. They are 
the* people who are out of shape, 
out of practice in handling 
their rides and shotguns, and 
out of touch with good safety 
habits

Safety in the field Is a vital 
part of any hunting trip, and it 
takes some thought and planning 
to make sure that your trip 
doesn't end In tragedy. How 
many people do you know who 
carry loaded guns in their cars 
r i .  climb into their deer blinds 
with guns loaded . . . walk a-

nxmd with the safety of their 
rifles or shotguns off and a  shell 
in the chamber . . . point their 
weapona at others . . . bring 
their loaded guns into the camp- 
house.

Caution is something which 
all persons should exercise 
throughout every day of the 
year, but extra precautions a- 
galnst Injury — and perhaps 
death — should be taken when 
you're outside of your natural 
element.

Since many duck hunters use 
boats to get to and from blinds, 
they should take extra care In 
carrying life jackets, since it is 
mighty hard to swim wearing 
heavy, bulky clothing. O ld  wa­
ters can sap your strength in 
minutes.

Hopefully, all hunting camps 
have been cleaned up and rid 
of such things as spiders, mice 
and other critters. But have you 
checked your stoves against the 
possibility of carbon monoxide 
poisoning? Vents should fit tight, 
ly and be unobstructed

It's too late now for exercising 
to get in shape for the strenuous 
hunting activities, but brisk 
walks will help tone up some of 
your muscles. If you're in the 
middle and later stages of life, 
take it easy and don't overdo It. 
If you’re the type who likes a 
little nip now and then, wait un­
til after you're through hunting 
for the day.

Safety authorities strongly re­
commend the use of blaze orange 
clothing as a safeguard against 
becoming a statistics. Too many 
hunters are mistaken tor game 
by over-anxious, careless hunt­
ers

And, to help prevent eye in­
juries, make certain you are 
wearing glasses with plastic or 
hardened lenses — lenses which 
are much more difficult to 
break.

You can follow the following 
safety rules:

When handling and demonatra- 
trating a gun, treat It aa if it 
were loaded. Keep the muzzle 
pointed in a safe direction. Re­
move the clip if there la one. 
Open the action and leave it 
open.

If you're practicing with an 
empty gun, be sure it Is ac t­
ually empty. Check every gun 
you pick up Even with an emp­
ty gun, aim nt a  safe backstop.

When cleaning a  firearm, the 
same safe handling rules ap­
ply. Keep others away when 
you're cleaning a  gun.

In transporting guns, break 
them down whenever possible 
Keep guns in •  case or secur­
ity wrapped. Carry all ammuni­
tion separately. Always trans­
port guns unloaded.

In practicing, know the po­
tential of your gun. Make sure 
you have an adequate backstop. 
Keep the firing line and shooting

restricted
Always store guns out of reach 

of children, unloaded and un­
cocked. Store ammunition se­
parate from firearms and also 
out of sight.

Keep the gun safety on until 
ready to shoot.

Agree beforehand on the area 
each hunter will cover.

Unload the gun before cross­
ing a fence and pass the gun 
under first. Never climb into 
a stand, a tree or over obstacles 
with a  loaded gun.

When duck hunting from a 
boat, two hunters should face in 
opposite directions Never lay 
a loaded gun in the boat.

Tall la a  wonderful time of 
the year in Texas, says the State 
health Department. And you can 
make it a productive one and 
a happy one by thinking safety 
—first, last and foremost.

There's a revolution happening 
in emergency medical care In 
Texas.

Until a very few years ago, 
the only ambulance service in 
any Texas city was operated by 
a private company — in many 
cases, a funeral home. That’s 
still true In the vast majority of 
Texas communities. In many In­
stances ambulance services had 
neither the training nor the 
equipment to provide complete 
emergency care in the field.

In recent years, more and 
more local governments have 
assumed full responsibility for 
providing emergency medical 
services.

The City of Dallas provides an 
Illustrative example. That city 
assumed responsibility for emer­
gency ambulance service In 1972, 
but, of course, it didn’t happen 
overnight. Months of planning by 
a committee preceded the first 
day of the new operation. The 
committee included representa­
tives of the County Medical So­
ciety, the Dallas Fire Depart­
ment, the Dallas City Health De­
partment, and the Southwestern 
Medical Center of the Univer­
sity of Texas. The elaborate 
planning process included a 
computer simulation of the pro­
jected 25,000 ambulance calls 
that would be received the first 
year, to determine the optimum 
location for the ambulance sta­
tions. Even though the first 
year actually saw nearly 40,000 
calls, instead of 25,000, the com­
puter analysis was so accurate 
that the average ambulance re­
sponse time was less than five 
minutes.

The most important step in 
providing the new ambulance 
service was to provide trained 
ambulance crews. It had al­
ready been decided that the 
Dallas Fire Department would 
operate the ambulances, and 106 
new firemen were hired to per-

mit more experienced men to 
be trained for emergency ambu­
lance duty. The training was 
provided by another cooperative 
effort, with the Dallas CJty 
Health Department providing 
overall coordination, the South­
western Medical Center provid 
lng most of the faculty, and the 
Texas State Health Department 
contributing Its advice and coun­
sel based on past experience.

Anyone who had been a fire­
man for more than a year was 
eligible for the first level at 
training as an Emergency Med­
ical Technician, or EMT. There 
were more volunteers than there 
were openings In the first class. 
So far. 120 Dallas firemen have 
received EMT training, and 
eventually every fire company 
in the city will have a t least 
one EMT.

The second stage was to up  
grade the EMT*s to full-fledged 
paramedics. The first parame­
dic class was held In 1973, and 
again there were more volun­
teers than there were places In 
the class. In less than two years, 
Dallas has trained enough fire­
men to provide a minimum of 
one paramedic and three EM Ts 
on every shift In each of the 16 
ambulance companies.

Fireman - EMT Brian Doro­
thy, an ambulance driver a t Fire 
Station 6, described the EMT 
training as consisting of "What 
it takes for a body to exist bio­
logically. How to get air Into 
somebody, to keep the blood cir­
culating, heart massage, breath­
ing for somebody — tha t’s basi­
cally what they teach, to sus­
tain life, to get them to the 
hospital.”

According to the firemen, the 
paramedic training is consid­
erably more advanced and more 
difficult. In fact, according to 
paramedic Pat Sullivan of Sta­
tion 6, “A lot of people didn't 
want to volunteer until they 
heard how excellent the train­
ing was. I, frankly, wasn’t head- 
over heels about It, but I didn’t 
want to miss out on anything new 
that was happening.”

Firemen Dorethy explains 
’’The primary purpose of this 
whole training is to keep these 
ambulance from driving 60 or 
70 miles an hour with an at­
tendant back there looking at 
somebody dying and not doing 
anything about it. These am­
bulances aren't designed to go 
fast The purpose of the train­
ing it to get someone in an am­
bulance and stabilized, then get 
them to the hospital. There’s 
lot of people in this world who 
are really sick and they don't 
know how to help themselves 
It's gratifying to know that you 
can help people."

Another fireman - paramedic, 
David Stambaugh, also feels 
that the training he received 
was excellent. ”1 don’t think 
the training could have been 
any better,” he says. "With the 
equipment we’ve got and the 
training we have, I don’t think 
there’s any way you can count 
the number of lives that are go­
ing to be saved.” Like his col­
leagues, Stambaugh is proud of 
his job. He says, “ I love it. 
You couldn't pay me enough to 
quit.”

Fireman Dorethy concurs: "It 
really makes you feel great to 
know that you’ve saved some­
body’s life.”

1974 Agriculture 
Census Set For Jan.

The 1974 Census of Agricul­
ture, the largest agricultural sta­
tistical project of the past five 
years, will begin in January 
It will be conducted by the Bur­
eau of the Census, part of the 
Department of Commerce’s So­
cial and Economic Statistics Ad­
ministration.

From Alaska to Florida, from 
Maine to Hawaii, farmers and 
ranchers will receive census 
forms in the mail around the 
first of the new year. The report 
forms are to be filled out and 
mailed back promptly.

Farmers themselves have par­
ticipated in deciding what in­
formation is collected in the cen­
sus. Representatives of farm or­
ganizations such as the Farm 
Bureau, The Grange, Fanners 
Union, National Farmers Organ­
ization, and Farmers Coopera­
tives serve on the Advisory Com­
mittee that recommends to the 
Bureau the questions that should 
be included In the census.

Three kinds of information are

many other services provided by 
colleges, business firms, manu­
facturers, publishers and broad­
casters.

The Census of Agriculture Is 
the only source of statistics on 
agriculure that are comparable 
from county to county nation­
wide. It Is the sole source of 
comprehensive data tabulated 
for each State and for the U. S. 
for farms classified by size, ten­
ure, type of organization, m ar­
ket value of products sold, and 
type of farm enterprise.

Every farmer’s report Is con­
fidential by law. It may be seen 
only by sworn Census employ­
ees and may be used only for 
statistical purposes. The mail 
census method reinforces con­
fidentiality. And It allows the 
farmers to complete his report 
at his convenience with accu­
rate information from his re­
cords.

Although the final impact oi 
the original and subsequent G1 
Bills has not yet been evaluated, 
it has already gone down in 
history as one of the roost en­
lightened programs ever pro­
vided those who served any na­
tion.

Statewide Interest In the gen­
eral election may be running at 
a near low, a check of local of­
ficials across Texas Indicates.

Even optimistic forecasters 
place the turnout In the SO per 
cent range. Many doubt the 30 
per cent showing of last May’s 
primaries will be Improved on 
much. There are an estimated 
5.5 million registered voters.

About 55 per cent of eligible 
voters participated in the 1970 
off - presidential - year election, 
48 per cent in 1966.

The spotcheck produced these 
estimates on the turnout:

Harris County (Houston) — 40 
per cent.

Dallas County — 35 to 50 per 
cent.

Tarrant County (Fort Worth)— 
30 per cent .

Bexar County (San Antonio) — 
35 to 40 per cent.

Travis County (Austin) — 45- 
50 per cent.

El Paso — Fewer than 30 
per cent.

Even in countries where local 
candidates are slugging it out, 
voters don't seem turned out. 
The governor's race between 
Gov. Dolph Briscoe and Repub­
lican Jim Cranberry has at­
tracted limited attention.

Observers report voters are 
burned out politically by Water­
gate scandals and President 
Nixon's hasty departure from the 
White House under fire.

Many voters are said to dis­
rupt politicians & proposed pol­
itical solutions to such major is­
sues of concern as runaway in­
flation. So — apparently — they 
will sit home November 5, and 
leave it to a minority to decide 
who gels elected.

INSURANCE HIKE DUE — 
State Insurance Board staff 
members recommended a whop­
ping 16.8 per cent increase in 
auto insurance, but the Board in­
dicated it may not go for the 
full amount.

The Insurance Industry asked 
for 18 3 per cent average state 
increases on private auto cov­
erage.

Board Chairman Joe Christie 
noted that accident and claim 
data used bv the staff cut off 
Dec. 3, iyi3 — before speed 
limits were reduced from 70 
to 55 miles per hour and before 
peak of the winter gasoline 
shortage.

He used consideration of more- 
recent data. No decision will be 
made on the rates, to be effec­
tive January 1, until late Nov­
ember, Christie indicated.

Under the recommendations, 
full coverage comprehensive po­
licies would increase 22.3 per 
cent on the statewide average, 
property damage liability 21.4 
per cent, bodily Injury liability 
eight tenths of one per cent and 
no - fault medical payments 2.8 
per cent. Uninsured motorist 
coverage cost would be reduced 
20.1 per cent.

ALLOWABLE UNCHANGED -  
The November state oil produc­
tion allowable will remain at 
100 per cent of potential for the 
32nd straight month.

Texas Railroad Commission 
agreed on that last week after 
noting that major buyers asked 
for 17,582 barrels a day (4,075,- 
201 barrels) less than in Octo­
ber.

Commission Chairman Jim 
Langdon said leased acreage for 
exploration is about as high as 
it has been in 15 years and drill­
ing applications have increased 
40 per cent. Actual increase in 
drilling is about 15 per cent. 
Langdon said the increase would 
he far greater if it were not for 
a shortage of pipe and drilling 
rigs.
AG OPINIONS — Waiver of a 

city-owned utility’s obligation to 
make payments to the parent 
city is not an unconstitutional 
gift but merely a rate reduction, 
Atty. Gen John Hill held.

In other recent opinions, Hill 
concluded:

Copies of tests and test re­
sults on mobile home tie-downs 
should be made public on re­
quest.

Public officials must confer 
with employees over grievancies.

Child care facilities operated 
by local mental health units or 
other political subdivisions are

come from its lands — a 64 per 
cent increase — in history, ac­
cording to Land Commissioner 
Bob Armstrong.

The receipts increased from 
$27.7 million last year to $43.7 
million for 1973-74 on school 
lands.

However, White said the Oct­
ober outlook for most Texas 
grains — rice, com, sorghum 
and soybeans — remains good. 
Rice production is expected to

hels and soybeans at 6.5 million 
bushels. He said 1974 will be a 
good year for pecan production, 
estimated at 40 million pounds.

REMEMBERINO VETERANS
Officially, Oct. 28th is Vete­

rans Day. Most veterans organ­
izations will continue to carry 
on their observances on the his­
toric date of Nov. 11th which 
marks the close of World War 1 
in 1918 and was the original 
Armistice Day, later changed to 
Veterans Day. In 1968, the Con­
gressional majority, in its “wis­
dom” (or lack thereof), chang­
ed many of the legal holidays 
so that Americans could be as­
sured of a number of 3-day 
weekends. We became more in­
terested in taking vacations, It 
seems, than in remembering the 
special days for the reasons they 
were originally created.

I sponsored legislation to re­
turn Veterans Day to its pro­
per Nov. 11th date. The Senate 
recently passed a similar bill 
but the House Judiciary Com­
mittee has not acted on the mat­
ter.

But regardless of the date of 
the observance, it is proper for 
all Americans to remember the 
sacrifices of this nation’s mili­
tary veterans. As a combat pi­
lot during the Korean Conflict. 
I know first-hand the personal 
risks faced by every combat ve­
teran. Some of us did not re­
turn. Most of us did. But all of 
us faced the same risk Most of 
us probably would have pre­
ferred to have stayed at home.

But we recognized a responsi­
bility to support a national po­
licy designed to meet a specific 
military need. Every veteran 
deserves a measure of recogni­
tion for his willingness to serve 
and we should all be thankful 
that thus far In our nation’s 
history, the majority of us have 
been willing to answer the na­
tion’s needs for military man­
power.

DAYLIGHT SAVING TIME 
will end this year a t 2 a.m. on 
Sunday, Oct. 27. I proposed full 
repeal of daylight saving time 
last February and worked for 
the legislation which was pass­
ed and which will help to keep 
school children from being forc­
ed to go to school in the dark 
this winter as they did last win­
ter.

THE CONGRESS, after an un­
expected extended session last 
week, did recess Oct. 17th and 
will reconvene Nov. 18th. This 
report will therefore be suspend­
ed for the weeks the Congress 
is in recess.

MILITARY AID TO TURKEY 
was an item for major consid­
eration by the Congress this 
past week. President Ford had 
vetoed a continuing appropria­
tions measure because it con­
tained a rider denying aid to 
Turkey due to that nation's pos­
ition on Cypress. I voted with 
the majority to sustain the 
President’s veto. I have always 
opposed unnecessary foreign 
aid, but as a member of the 
House Armed Services Commit­
tee, I know that we should give 
the President the authority to 
try to negotiate a settlement 
on Cypress between our NATO 
allies. The Congress should not 
tie the hand of the Secretary 
of State as he attempts to nego­
tiate a  settlement, because fail­
ure to reach a settlement might 
weaken the NATO position in 
the Eastern Mediterranean, leav­
ing open that flank in Western 
defenses.

AUTO SEATBELT ignition in­
terlock systems were outlawed 
in final legislation passed by 
the House and sent to the pres­
ident for signature during the 
week. Upon enactment, auto 
buyers will be able to purchase 
care without this system and al­
so without the continuous buzzer 
system. I sponsored this legisla-

tion last April and am gratified 
that a majority in the Congress 
has finally realized that the 
public demands reversal of the 
Congress’ earlier action mak­
ing these systems mandatory. 
The new law will also enable 
these systems existing in vehi­
cles already on the road to be 
legally disconnected.

MEAT IMPORTS should be re­
duced even further and I was 
encouraged that Agriculture Se­
cretary Earl Butz will carry a' 
recommendation to impose a 
180-day meat import embargo to 
the USDA’s Cattle Industry Ad­
visory Committee. I proposed 
such an embargo last April and 
Butz later credited the volun­
tary reductions in imports our 
negotiators were able to gain 
from meat exporting nations to 
Congressional pressure for an 
embargo.

Old Clarendon

Have we lost that pioneer 
spirit? There are some of our 
pioneer citizen in Clarendon to­
day who feel that we have.

One of the characteristics of 
the pioneer spirit of Garendon 
in yester - year according to 
one of our senior citizens was 
hard work. When you came to 
Old Clarendon, you had to build 

house or sleep in or under a

wagon. You didn't have modem 
tools to do the job. You usually 
had to cut your own timber and 
make your own lumber in those 
early days when Garendon was 
a  settlement.

“While you were building your 
house, your family had to eat,” 
commented one of our senior 
citizens. "You had to raise your 
food, so the ground had to be 
tilled and seed planted. Nearly 
everyone had an old milk cow, 
so a bam  had to be built. You 
didn’t have time to get bored 
with life because you had plen­
ty to do. You didn’t have time 
to get into trouble because you 
were too tired.”

"Everybody worked,” said one 
person. "The women worked a- 
long side of the men in con­
structing houses, plowing with 
the mules, and building bams 
The kids worked.” It was "ear­
ly to bed and early to rise.” 
“ You went to the field early, 
and you stayed late,” said an­
other.

Another characteristic of the 
pioneer spirit of Old Garendon 
was the helping hand. "People 
were more inclined to help one 
another,” said one lady, “they 
still had that pioneer spirit.” 
" I’ll help you today and you can 
help me if and when I need it,” 
was the spirit.

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There were house raisings, 
bam  raisings, and hog killings. 
People would help raise a house 
for a new family, for a young 
couple just getting married, or 
for a  family who lost their 
house by tragedy. Men would 
gather In the cold winter months 
for hog killings. Several neigh­
bors would come together, help 
a neighbor butcher his hog, and 
the next day meet a t another’s 
house to help him. “Helping one 
another was the spirit of the 
tim e,'1 said one.

One family recalled a flu epi­
demic of those early days when 
many people died. “Neighbors 
would care for neighbors, nurse 
them, until they were back on 
their feet” , said one person. 
"Neighbors would care for their 
sick neighbor’s stock and land. 
If problems arose, neighbors 
would help get the harvest gath­
ered.” "People worked togeth­
er,” said a senior citizen.

Another characteristic of the 
pioneer spirit of those days was 
a high standard of morality. 
This morality was expressed in 
every fiber of society. “Another 
person’s word was as good as 
a signed contract,” stated one 
person. ’'There wasn’t  much 
crime, then,” she commented, 
“You didn't have to be afraid 
of a stranger. Today, you can’t  
tell who you are talking to.”

“Our town was more friendly 
In those days,’’ commented one 
of our senior citizens. “People 
spoke to one another on the 
streets. Today, folk might speak 
to you and they might not.” 
said one. She reflected, “There 
are a lot of folk today who would 
be willing to help people out, 
but you don’t know who you 
can trust.”

“We’ve lost that pioneer 
spirit in our society and church­
es,” one senior citizen com­
mented, “and as a result of it, 
we have all this trouble in the 
land today.” "Hie Bible and 
the church were In first place 
in our society and you were 
looked upon as weird If you 
didn't attend church,” said one 
person. “These helped give us 
something to hold to. The Bible 
and the church helped mold our 
thinking We were taught to do 
right because God said so,” 
commented a senior citizen. 
“When you take the Bible and 
the church out of first (dace 
in a community,” said another, 
"You have taken away the salt, 
the savor, preservative of our 
society,’ said one person.

The question remains; Have 
we lost that pioneer spirit?

There are  some folk around 
Garendon today who remember 
another day. These folk seem 
to think that we have let some 
things slip in our society, some 
good things.______ _________

A search of the 
motel room revealed that 9 
checks had been made out for 
$948 and the checks were re­
covered. A search recovered 
some J300 in cash and a pickup 
Elton James Moat and wife 
Patsy were taken before Judge 
Carroll Lewis and bonds were 
set. They then were transferred 
to the Amarillo City jail to ans­
wer burglary charges. The 3 
children were turned over to 
Welfare authorities and placed 
in a foster home.

By this time a call on two 
drunks having a fight came in. 
They were lodged in the local 
jail. At 12:30 a.m a 1973 Ford 
being driven by three juveniles 
from Ada, Okla. was stopped 
and the juveniles were arrested 
by patrolman Daniel Archule­
ta.
