CONGRESS MAY EXTEND 
ENERGY SHORTAGE

DOIT!

Sometimes we tend to (eel 
that "the other guy" should 
be more careful about 

wasting energy.But if

This includes keep­
ing dooTs closed when there is no traffic, and avoid 
overheating large plant areas from heating units 
located near large exits.

ed unwisely in passing mea­
sures which have removed much 
of tht profit incentive from a 
very high risk business. At the 
same time, the Congress has 
refused to pass necessary legis­
lation, like the bills I have re­

peatedly introduced to provide 
domestic exploration incentive 
and to de-regulate natural gas 
pricing, which would have en­
couraged the increased domestic 
energy supply which consum­
ers now need.

As a case in point, the Con­
gress voted in 1989 to reduce the 
oil depletion allowance. This in­
creased the industry taxes be­
tween $500 million and $800 mil­
lion during each of the next two 
years. Also, the industry spent 
some $500 million less in 1970, 
and again in 1971, than it had 
spent in 1969 on domestic explor­
ation. In other words, the Con­
gressional majority took from 
the industry the funds which it 
had been spending in seeking 
new domestic energy supplies 
Now, when those supplies would 
have been on line, we do not 
have them.

Apparently, the Congress has 
still not learned the obvious les­
son: we can’t force profit incen­
tives down and encourage in­
creased production at the same 
time.

The Emergency Energy Act, 
which the House of Representa­
tives was set to consider Mon­
day, would permit a two-year 
postponement of the auto emis­
sion control requirements sche­
duled for 1975, but other pro­
visions far outweigh this one.

The most controversial part 
of the bill limits the price of 
crude oil to an average $5.25 per 
barrel, which is the price for 
crude under the price controls 
imposed last year. The price 
controls, however, did provide 
a margin of incentive for get­
ting more crude out of the 
ground, because the controls 
contain exemptions for margi­
nal production ‘ ‘stripper” wells 
and for new producing wells. The 
bill passed by the Senate, how­
ever does not contain these ex­
emptions, and, if passed, I fear 
that the crude oil price roll­
back will only deal another blow 
to domestic exploration incen­
tive which, in tum, will only ex­
tend the shortage and cause 
more difficulties for consum­

ers.
The bill also plays politics 

with the price provision by al­
lowing the President, if he 
chooses, to raise the average 
price of crude as high as $7.09 a 
barrel. The majority in the Con­
gress feels that the President 
will be forced to opt for this 
higher price. Then, they will be 
able to blame him for the ac­
tion. This is an old game the 
Congressional majority has play­
ed for too many years: give a- 
way power to the Executive 
Branch and then complain when 
the President is forced to use 
the power he has been given.

This nation must make de­
cided and rapid progress toward 
energy self - sufficiency if we 
intend to remain a leading world 
power, not subject to foreign 
economic blackmail. To attain 
self-sufficiency by 1980, this 
country will have to decrease 
its annual growth rate of con­
sumption from 3.6% to 2%, and, 
at the same time, increase its 
annual growth rate of domestic 

production from 3% to 4.7%.

I remember, as a youngster 
at about nine or ten years, want­
ing to gp to the movie one Sun­
day afternoon. We lived on a 
farm about two and one-half 
miles west of Rotan, Texas in 
Fisher County. We had our 
shortages then, too, only they 
were not fuel oil but money. 
For many years I got to go to 
the movies on Saturday, and oc­
casionally on Sunday. Our heroes 
were Tom Mix, Buck Jones, Wil­
liam Boyd, Gene Autry, and Roy 
Rogers, Just to name a few. I 
don't remember what waa show­
ing on that Sunday afternoon, 
but I wanted to go, I don't even 
remember why but I was not 
going to get to go and I was 
greatly disappointed. You know 
the severity of a nine year old’s 
disappointment.

As I walked through the liv­
ing room, which also served as 
my parent’s bedroom, I  remem­
ber saying: “ Some day I  am 
going to have a movie screen 
in my living room so I  can 
watch the movie anytime I want 
to !”  You know that children do 
dream — this was long before 
any thought of television. How 
ridiculous was my thoughts that 
were bom in that moment of 
great disappointment.

Well, now everywhere you turn 
there is that movie screen; in 
living rooms, in dens, in kit­
chens, in bedrooms. And now, I 
am coming quite concerned a- 
bout what is to be seen on the 
"one-eyed monster”  these days. 
Some movies are not worth see­
ing — with all their nudity, pro­
fanity and glorification of gamb­
ling and drinking. The morality 
of our nation is declining and 
few voices are being raised to 
awaken the people out of their 
tranquility.

resulting from crop production. 
With this in mind we believe it 
to be essential that the disaster 
payment provision be adminis­
tered in a manner, to the ex­
tent permitted by law, to as­
sure maximum uniformity of 
coverage to producers of the 
crops (wheat, feed grains and 
cotton) and this type payment 
not be made on farms where 
there is a substantial return 
from other crops. In view of the 
foregoing, the following disaster 
payment determinations have 
been made;

A. Follow-up crops planted for 
harvest on failed wheat and feed 
grain acreage within the allot­
ment will nullify eligibility for 
disaster payment on the failed 
crop unless the follow-up crop 
also fails.

B. Coverage will be extended 
(both prevented and failed plant­
ing) only to the historical allot­
ment on each farm. In the case 
of cotton, this would be the basic 
allotment and would not include 
acreage leased or reapportioned 
to the farm.

2. ALLOTMENT FOR DETER­
MINING PAYMENTS

A. Disaster Payments.
1. Feed grain and wheat Lim­

ited to basic allotment.
2. Upland cotton. Farms re­

ceiving temporary allotment:
a. Increases. Limited to basic 

allotment
b. Decreases. Limited to ef­

fective allotment.
B. Deficiency Payments.
1. Feed grain and wheat. Lim­

ited to effective allotment.
2. Upland cotton. Limited to 

acreage planted within effec­
tive allotment.

3. In other words, any cotton al­
lotment transferred to a farm 
(either by lease or reapportion­
ment) will be eligible for target 
price (deficiency) payments, but 
will not be eligible for disaster 
payment (prevented or failed.)

Selective Service 
News Information

Young men bom in 1955 will 
have their Selective Service lot­
tery numbers drawn on March 
20, even though there is no draft 
or plans to resume callups for 
involuntary military service, Col. 
Melvin N Glantz, State Director 
of Selective Service, for Texas 
announced today.

The sixth annual Selective Ser­
vice lottery drawing for the na­
tion’s young men who become 
19 years of age during 1974 will 
be held in Washington, D. C. 
on that date.

“ Although the nation is at 
peace, it is generally recognized 
that there is the need to main­
tain a strong defense capability 
in order to insure continued 
peace,”  Col. Glantz said. "The 
present 'standby' Selective Ser­
vice System, which continues to 
register and classify young men, 
in a vital part of our defense 
prepardeness program."

Texas has approximately 110,- 
000 19-year-olds who will have 
their lottery numbers establish 
ed by this drawing, according 
to Glantz.

The Military Selective Service 
Act requires all young men to

register with the System at the 
time of their 18th birthday. TTiey 
are assigned their Random Se­
quence Number through the lot­
tery which is held during the 
year in which they become 19 
years of age. They are poten­
tially vulnerable to induction 
throughout the calendar year of 
their 20th birthday: thereafter 
each year, they are placed in 
a lower priority selection group.

The President's induction auth­
ority would have to be restored 
by the congress before these 
young men could be inducted. 
The Defense Department has is­
sued no calls for draftees since 
December 1972.

In reminding Texas’ young 
men that penalties for failing to 
register can range to as much 
as five years’ imprisonment or 
a fine of $10,000. or both. Col 
Glantz said that Selective Ser­
vice has provided ways which 
enable men to register with min­

imum inconvenience.
In Texas, registration places 

have been established in every 
county. In addition to Selective 
Service Slstem Area Offices, 
there are more than 1,200 un­
compensated registrars operat­
ing in County Courthouses, 
Schools, National Guard Armor­
ies, and in other public places. 
Broad publicity has given no­
tice to young men having res­
ponsibilities under the law to 
register that registrars are a- 
vaiiabie to them.

Veteran News
Q—Can the Veterans Admin­

istration still guarantee G1 home 
loans for widows based on 
deaths of their husbands in ser­
vice in 1946?

A—Yes. The Veterans Hous­
ing Act of 1970 restored unused 
expired loan benefits to veter­
ans and unremarried widows ol

World War II and later periods.
Q—I was discharged from ser­

vice June 15. 1966, and would 
like to enter on-job training. 
What's the time frame?

A—Veterans discharged after 
Jan. 31, 1955, have eight years 
from date of last separation or 
until Aug. 30, 1975, whichever 
is later, to use flight, farm co­
operative and on-job training 
benefits provided by the Vete­
rans Administration.

Q—1 live in a state which has 
no burial space for veterans in 
its national cemetery. Will the 
Veterans Administration pay 
anything toward costs of burial 
plots in private cemeteries for 
such veterans?

A—Yes. Under Public Law 93- 
43 enacted in June 1973, VA pays 
up to $150 in plot and intermem 
costs of veterans not buried in 
national cemeteries.
