They hacked out of the store and 
disappeared In the nig^at.

store at Hemphill street and Penn-
mylvania avenue. Dere they corner 
ed T. F. Force, the manager, and ob-
tained $65 They fled front the drug 
store in an automobile.

GUN BATTLE BETWEEN

FORT WORTH POLICE CLASH

'Tort Worth, Tozas.--Police and al-
leged bandits fought a pistol battle 
Friday night at the foot of the Jen-
nings avenue viaduct in which one 
man was killed and two others 
wounded.

The clash came fast upon the heels 
of two roboeries and it was estimated I 
that more than a score of shots were 
fired In a three-cornered fight, three 
men in one automobile, a police 
posse In another machine and the 
motorcycle patrolman on his wheel. 

Early in the evening the grocery 
store of W. J. 11111, Adams and 
North streets, was entered by thret 
men. Hill and a customer, W. G 
Deike were covered with revolvers 
The robbers took $5 from Deike and 
an unknown amount from the cash 
register. 

They hacked out of the store and 
disappeared in the night. 

Thirty minutes later. three men 
meld up the Barr-Hopkins drug 
store at Hemphill street and Penn 
aylvania avenue. Here they cotner 
ed T. F. Foree, the manager, and ob-
tained $65. They fled from the drug 
store in an automobile.  

The police wets notified that the 
three men in an automobile had sped 
north toward the Jennings avenue 
viaduct. A posse of policemen and 
Detective Ed Young responded in 
the police emergency car. 

The police car swung toward 
strange machine at the foot of the 
viaduct, forcing the driver to the 
curb. 

Here the men in the cornered car

•Gentletnen:— 

The above letter is self explan-
atory and no further comment 
is necessary. In presenting the 
claims of Baird before the State 
Fire Insurance Commission, at 
your request. I found the follow-
ing conditions, so vitally neces 
sary tcp the welfare of the City 
of Baird, as they actually exist: 

The Key Rate of 43e, which we 
have enjoyed up to the present 
time. I find we are not entitled 
to. 	The conditions, as they ex • 
ist, were found by one of the 
State Inspectors, during one of 
his visits to our City, which ne-
cessitated the raising of the Key 
Rate 11e. 

Since the death of Claude Ter-
ry. a Paid Driver, sad one who 
looked after the affairs of the 
Fire Station, I find that we are 
still getting credit which we are 
not entitled to. Other matters 
were found for which we re-
ceived credit and for which we 
had no showing. 

Our Water System, under the 
present system is fifty per cent 
deficient, and that was added to 
the above raise in Baird's Key 
Rate. In order to explain fully 
and according to the standard 
regulations, we should have 50 

gallons of water per capita and, 
in addition thereto, 60 gallons 
per capita for Fire Protection, 
making a total of 110 gallons i)er 
capita. which, multiplied by the 
population of Baird, according to 
the census of 190(), would give 
the City a total consumption per 
day of 209,000 gallons. Estimat-
ing our supply now at about 
115,000 gallons per day, there is 
a daily deficiency of 94,000 gal 
Ions. 

There is now in preparation a 
new Key Rate of 70c. with a 
credit of lie, leaving 67e, that 

will exist unless the new im• 
provements, as contemplated by 
the issue of our Water Bonds. 
are made. 

These facts are true, I having 
seen the Key Rate of 67c, while 
in Austin. This is no threat to 
induce the citizens to vote for 
the Bonds, but cold blooded 
facts, which cannot be overcome. 
unless we wake up and realize 
the necessity of doing our part 
to overcome this alarming state 
of affairs. 

If the Bonds should carry we 
will be entitled to at least 25c 
reduction, which deducted from 
the 67e, would leave the Key 
Rate at 42c. It is my further 
opinion that even this can be re• 
duced at least 3c or more.
