MACHINERY UPS INCOME 
FOR FARMERS

Modern crop mechanization, 
as well as large-scale industrial 
utilization of crops, are bring­
ing drastic economic changes to 
Texas agriculture. This agricul­
tu ral revolution is adding many 
millions of dollars to farm ln- 
n .n if

O raln crops from millions of 
Texas acres now are annually 
processed a t home in large and 
small m anufacturing plants ex­
tracting oils, starch, sugars, pro­
tein, pharmaceuticals, adhesives 
and other chemical raw mater­
ials needed by American indus­
tries. Since many of those raw 
m aterials in the past were im­
ported. it Is plain that Texas 
growers profit proportionately 
as their crops receive industrial 
preference.

From such other large-volume 
crops as alfalfa. Sudan. Italian 
rye and oat grasses there are 
extracted chloropryll, carotene, 
xanthophyil and other needed 
chemicals. From Texas grape­
fruit and orange peel large 
m anfacturing plants in the Rio

Grande Valley are obtaining not 
only readily salable livestock 
feed but pectin and Vitamin P. 
From Texas pecan shells are 
obtained perfume base oil, ta n ­
nic acid and plastic molding 
flour.

Texas agriculture, in fact, Is 
undergoing a mighty revolution 
dut to application of science and 
resaerch to the surpluses and 
often enormous wastes which 
accompany many traditional 
processing methods. Results in ­
clude enhanced buying power 
among farmers because of en- 
larg d crop outlets.

Mechanized agriculture, which 
has come to most of Texas d u r­
ing Um  last 10 y i n  m the 
form of 230,000 farm tractors, 
25,000 grain harvester-combines, 
thousands of bulldozers which 
uproot mighty trees and change 
a landscape overnight, is re ­
shaping this s ta te ’s farm econ­
omy in term s of seven-league 
boots.

Some 5.000 mechanical cotton 
harvesting machines in use on 
the Texas South Plains are 
bringing profound changes to 
th a t im portant region, where

cotton and grain sorghum, a l­
falfa and wheat can bo grown 
In volume a n d  W i t h  the aid of 
irrigation lrom shallow wells.

This agricultural revolution is 
sweeping over a larp part of 
the famed Texas Blacklard 
Prairies, but more pariicu 'arly 
around Corpus Chrlsti, Hous­
ton, El Campo and other Gulf 
Coast centers But what is tak ­
ing place there might well, to 
a considerable extent, be publi- 
cated in our North Texas area

The purpose of this am end­
ment is to set up conditions un­

It is essential th a t further 
increase of infestation in such 
counties be stopped and th a t all 
possible tfforto be m adi to sup­
press pink bollworm infestation 
which developed in a large num ­
ber of counties in western and 
northwestern Texas in the 1947 
and 1948 cotton crop Additional 
requirements such as the h ea t­
ing or fumigation of seed in the 
hands of growers and all others 
in certain counties may become 
necessary and if investigations 
now under way Indicate the ad ­
visability of such action the ne­
cessary rules and regulations 
will be promulgated within the 
near future.

I do here­
by require th a t all cottonseed 
sold, offered for sale, moved or 
allowed to be moved with the 
area as defined above or from 
said area to non-infested area, 
be treated by the heat method 
to a tem perature of 150 degrees 
F for a minimum period of 
thirty seconds, or fumigated 
methyl bromide in approved 
treating machines or fumigation 
chambers, under the supervision 
of an inspector, and subsequent­
ly kept free of contamination; 
Provided tha t untreated cotton­
seed may be retained on the 
farm of origin for planting on 
said farm during the spring of
1949 or for feeding to livestock 
up to June 1, 1949; Provided fur­
ther th a t cottonseed produced 
within the area as defined above 
may be moved to a processing or 
treating plant designated to re­
ceive, handle, treat, and process 
such seed in accordance with 
the stipulations incorporated in 
the Dealer-Carrier permit g ran t­
ed th a t processing or treating 
plant.

County Agent's 
Column

Oliver F. Werst 

GOOD GRASS
A visit was made to the At­

wood Ranch between Rowden 
and C ron  Plains last Friday by 
members of the Dressy SCS 
Group. D C. Cox. Soil Conserva- j 
tionlst. and the county agent for 
the purpose of studying pastures 
and grasses

Mr Atwood has one of the 
best pastures in the county This 
is due to the fact tha t he ca r­
ries out proper pasture m anage­
ment practices, and mainly to 
proper rates of stocking and 
grazing

Even though there has been a 
long drought, a great portion of 
the ground is covered with good 
grass Mr A:w ini wanted a 
tank in his pasture but found 
out the grass was so thick that 
when it did rain, all the water 
soaked into the ground and none 
of it would run off inU) a tank

He has Just put up a windmill 
in the north end of this pas­
ture He has done this in order 
to make better use of all his 
grass There has always been a 
windmill and place for stock to 
water In the south end of the 
pasture. Since the cattle grazed 
near the water more than  any 
place else, the ground was not 
covered with near as much good 
grass in the south as in the 
north end of the pasture. Now 
the cattle will make use of the 
grass all over the pasture

Some of the grasses which 
were found in abundance on this 
pasture were: little bluestem, In ­
dian grass. Canada wild rye, 
side-oats grass, blue grass, hairy 
grass, buffalo grass, mesqulte 
grass. Texas winter grass and 
some needle and dropseed and 
white trtoda grasses.

When cattle are grazed on 
pasture like this no money is 
spent on supplementary feed 
during the winter months.

4-H  G R A S S  C O N T E S T

December 4-H club meetings 
are being spent in showing how 
to identify grasses which grow 
in this section of the state. 4-H 
club boys are learning how to 
identify the grasses, tell whether 
the grass is a native or in tro ­
duced grass, tell whether it is 
a cool or warm season growing 
grass, whether lt is an annual 
or perennial grass and whether

HEALTH FACTS

Austin — Every school has 
tremendous opportunities to 
promote the health of lt pupils 
and its community, and for this 
r e a so n  Dr G eo  W Cox S ta te  
Health Officer, says tha t every 
school should have a definite 
health program including safe 
drinking water, good school lun­
ches, proper lighting, seating 
and ventilating facilities as well 
as scrupulously clean premises.

“From early childhood to 
manhood and womanhood, most 
youngsters are enrolled In school 
and are under the supervision 
of school staffs for a substan­
tial part of the day. approxim a­
tely half the days of the year," 
Dr Cox said. The conditions 
under which they live in school, 
the help which they are given 
in solving their health problems, 
the ideals of Individual and 
community health which they 
are taught, and the Information 
and understanding that they ac­
quire are factors which operate 
to deelop attitudes and behavior 
conducive to happy, healthy and 
successful living."

To supplement the efforts of 
teachers, school boards, parent 
and civic groups interested in 
promoting school health, the 
State Health D epartm ent’s Di­
vision of School Health Services 
carries on a full time program 
designed to promote and develop 
a sound basic health program 
for the school child This plan 
consists of attem pting the con­
trol of communicable diseases 
in cooperation with local health 
departm ents; the minimizing of 
hearing, vision, dental and other 
similar problems; providing m in­
imum health essentials in class­
room environment such as sea t­
ing. lighting, and so forth; an 
adequate physical activity pro­
gram; stressing education on 
personal hygiene and local 
health hazards; nutrition super­
vision and instruction; and In­
tegrating the school health pro­
gram with the total community 
health  program.
