Ttll of Hazardous Trip to 
Almost Extinct Seris in 

Gulf of California.
New York. Mis Natalie Rogers, lr 

private life Mrs Oscar *le Lima May 
rr. wife of a painter, wiio, wi lt In* 
h£*haiul explored the wilds near the 
Kvosevelt river tllte River of Doubt) 
in the Aimixi nlaii basin of South 
America In tlfJ’i, lias recently returned 
lc New York from another expedition 
among wild and warlike people. She 
told how she and Miss < tra Ford of 
Springfield. Mass., a classmate at fo r  
nell university u few years ago. hail 
made a trip full o f hardships and 
dangers to visit the nearly extinct 
tills of Scrl Indians, who formerly 
controlled much of flu* went coast of 
tile Province of S iitoru. Mexico, lull 
are now confined almost exclusively 
to flu tiny Island of TUiuron (Slunk 
Islaiid) in the Cnlf of California.

Ml*-s Rogers and Miss Ford are be­
lieved to !>e the first white women to 
j>. mu ale to the habitation of tb** 
primitive S*»ris. as they were said to 
be the first white women to reach cer­
tain parts of Bolivia In lll'.'.'i. This 
time they went alone, with no white 
ntuii to protect them, but each carried 
a pistol, "l'li** copper-colored Indians 
they foqnd ott Tlhuron had never s*-en 
a white person before.

“ We had been studying the Indian 
tribe* in Arizona,” said Miss Rogers, 
“when early In November we decided 
to go Into the Province of Sonora. 
We had heard rumors of the Sells us 
a very primitive tribe of Indians on 
the Island of Tlhuron, und were espe­
cially interested because of the primi­
tive Indians we hud seen in Bolivia 
und Brazil.

Warned by Mexican Conaul.
“The Mexican consul at Tucson ad­

vised us ugainst going, because of the 
terrific floods in Sonora, the Yaqui 
Indian revolution, nnd the nature of 
the Seris. who had been reported to 
be cannibalistic until quite lately In 
tlielr history.

’ ’The railroad from Nogules (on the 
Arizona border) to the Mexican town 
o f Ilerniosillo (meaning ‘pretty little 
thing* in Spanish) was out of opera­
tion because of the flood, and we had 
to go by automobile over roads that 
were almost Impassable. At Hcrnio- 
cillo we turned west for the roast. 
t»n this part of the Journey we found 
no roads whatever and the whole 
country flooded. We got stuck inuny 
times, and finally had to abandon our 
car on our sixth day in Mexico. We 
left the car with an American guide 
who had cotne with us from Arizona 
After another day of walking and 
floundering in wuter and mud. und 
wandering all night, lost In h desert, 
we reached the coast.

“ Here we found a few Seri Indians 
Living mi the mainland, they had seen 
white people before and knew a little 
Spanish. We hud to convince them 
we were not Mexicans la*f<*re they 
b» cuiue ut all friendly. Like tlo* 
Yaqtt—. the Seris luitc the M *\Icutis

“ We Induct'd tin* mainland S,*ri* to 
tuke us over fo the Island of Tlhuron. 
where white |*»rsoiis ordinarily do not 
vlidt because of th** cannibalistic rec­
ord of tin* Seris. Their chief, whose 
Spanish name is Chico Romero, und 
with whom vve communicated in Spiin- 
ish, came over and escorted us to the 
island in a primitive boat, made of a 
hollowed out log. with n sail and pud 
dies, which the; bandied with heuutl 
fill seamanship. We had a dlflh ult 
crossing of 'everal miles, hecuuae of 
the terrific tides and currents.

The Scria Do Not Work.
’*We spent ii week with the Seris. 

timllng them the most primitive, back­
ward tribe of Indians I have ever en­
countered. either in North or South 
America. They do not work or culti­
vate the fields. They are satisfied l»> 
kill enough game or entcli enough Ad; 
for the day’s needs, without setting 
anything aside for the future. A l­
though they know how to make Are. 
they nre too lazy urd shiftless to cook 
food. When they kill an unllMnl, they 
simply surround It. tearing the flesh 
from the hones with tlielr Angers, and 
gnawing it as they walk away.

“The most sought after flesh among 
the Seris Is that of the pelican, which 
Is found In large numbers on Alcatraz 
island i Bird Island) in CJttlno buy, an 
Inlet of tli** gulf. The Seris hunt for 
pel leans at night with long poles hav­
ing torches at the end. The torch 
blinds the pelican which Is then killed 
wlfh a blow of the lade. Besides us 
ing the meat for food, the Seris use 
the sklti to make robes,

•’T im* chief cave me a pelican robe 
consisting of 12 skins, measuring 
about 1<t by fl feet. He allowed great 
interest in a leather coat, lined with 
alpaca, that I had brought Iniek from 
Bolivia. Striking |t, he told me that 
lie liked it and had no coat himself. I 
had be**Ti warned that the Seris were 
great thieves, and that If they liked 
anything very much they were likely 
to express admiration for It In just 
that way. und then to murder Its own­
er In order to get It. I apent a very 
uncomfortublo few moments wonder 
Ing what T was up against, hut If the 
chief had any designs for robbery and 
murder he abandoned them."

Mias Rogers said the Seris had no 
culture, no religion, no civilization of 
any kind to speak vf, and seemed to 
b« • perfect example of a degenerate 
peepU that ha* almost reached ex- 
tlAtUeo. with bo hope of recovering.

II. Philip Preaching the Gospel in 
Samaria (vv. f»-N).

Philip was one of the seven so-called 
deacons. He was not un apostle, nor 
a minister In the accepted sense of 
that term, hut a layman, lie  Is tl c 
only man called all evangelist in the 
New Testament. He is un example of 
what a devoted layman can do in 
preuchlng the gospel In the evungell- 
xatlon of the world. He went to the 
city of Samaria and preached Christ, 
showing that the purpose of God ill 
eluded these despised people. The 
fact that Philip preached Christ unto 
these people shows that the true evan 
gelist's me, ,.ge Is Jesus Christ. He 
did not preut a Christ as un ethical 
teacher or an example merely, hut 
Chris; a*, tin* Savior from sin through 
ilie uhstitutUMiury offering of lilui- 
i elf on the cross. This is shown h\ 
llie fact that he preached Christ to 
the eunuch from tin* fifty-third chap­
ter of Isaiah, lie  not only preached 
Christ as the Savior from the guilt of 
«ln, but from the power of sin as 
symbolized In baptism, which means 
not only identification with Christ in 
Ills death, but to arise In the power 
of His resurrection, to walk In new­
ness of life. Then. too. according to 
verve 12 he preached Christ as a 
reigning king. Philip’s preaching was 
fruitful, for mutitudes believed his 
message which was accompanied with 
numerous miracles, lie  cast out un­
clean spirits, healed the palsied and 
the lame. Great Joy accompanied the 
reception of the gospel by these Sa 
inaritans.

The omnipresent luieilhi* 
of tuberculosis spreads with the great 
est fuelllty through the whole aulinal 
kingdom, yet the disease It produces 
wotdd be the most eiirahle of maladies 
If only mini could find the secret ot 
his own natural immunity.

Medical science has established 
that practically every one In the more 
densely populated parts of the world 
at motile time In Ids life, becomes In 
fected with tuberculosis, but the pro 
portion that actually die Is extremely 
small. Wind constitute* this myatert 
ous immunity that man tins built up 
during centuries of civili/.ntion I* n 
problem tlint engages tiie l»est mind 
in medical research.

Belltves He’* Found Preventive.
Can this natural immunity tiiat en

uhles the hulk o f the population t< 
survive in led ion be supplemented b> 
some artificial means? To produce 
an attenuated strain of bacteria tliai 
would confer the power to resist dis 
ease, but whose teeth for producing 
virulent symptoms are drawn, hn> 
been a goal sought in nuiny disease- 
and attained In hut few. However 
Hr. Albert Calmette o f the Pusteur 
Institute in Paris believes that he hus 
attained such a preventive for tuber 
eulonis in Ills vaccine IICG.
