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How To Keep Out Of Trouble

If children were taught in the
home by their parents and in
the schools and Sunday schools
by their teachers, one simple
rule of action, think of the sor-
row and suffering it would save,
not to mentidr the countless
millions of dollars.

This simple rule of action
woudn't require any new laws,
it wouldn’t cost a dime of tax-
payers' money, and it would re-
duce the cost of law enforce-

. ment and court trials. Respect

for the rule would eventually
become automatic with most
children as they grow up.
“There wouldn't be so many
news reparts of murder, robbery,
kldnapping, rape, purse snatch-
ing, automobile stealing, etc.

And what is the rule of ac-
tion that would reduce our vi-
clous crime record, if it became
part of the thinking of child-
ren when it was taught to them
dally by their parents and in
school, along with illustrations
of what it meant?

Rule: “Keep your hands off
other people and other people’s
property.” It's that simple to
keep out of trouble.
