These youths, with two Ama­
rillo boys, Hugh Haralson ami Frank 
Strader, arc charged with robbing 
Ted Howell, a taxi driver, o f $4.46 
and taking his cab. They were rourt- 
eous enough to tell him wherr they 
would Irave his cab, but left it at 
another place in Amurtllo several 
blocks distant.

The four arc said to have gone on 
an expedition of sight-seeing Friday 
night. They visited a “ night spot” 
and other spots until they spotted 
the cab at a service station at about 
3 a. m. They took charge, or at least 
two of them did, according to police 
reports of testimony offered by way 
of explanation of their efforts to 
amuse themselves.

Justice Carder set their bonds at 
$2,500 each. They arc being held in 
Amarillo's “burglar proof” jail.

CROP AND FEED LOANS ARE 
NOW AVAILABLE

Emergency crop and feed loans for 
1940 are now available to farmers in 
Donley County, and applications for 
these loans are now being received 
at Clarendon by Harold Hinimel, 
Field Supervisor of the Emergency 
Crop and Feed Loan Section of the 
Farm Credit Administration, who 
will be in Clarendon each Wednes­
day afternoon.

These loans will be made, as in the 
past, only to farmers whose cash re­
quirements are small and who can­
not obtain a loan from any other 
source, including production credit 
associations, banks, or oilier private 
concerns or individuals.

As in former years, the money 
loaned will lie limited to the appli­
cant’s necessary rash needs in pre­
paring and cultivating his 1940 crops 
or in purchasing or producing feed 
for his livestock.

Borrowers who obtain loans for 
the production of cash crops are re­
quired to give as security a first lien 
on the crop financed or, in the case 
of loans for the purchase or produc­
tion of feed for livestock, a first lien 
on the livestock to be fed.

The snowfall last night, though 
light, was the tenth snowfall o f thu 
season as the wintry blast bung on 
with a tight grip. Temperatures her* 
the past week have not gotten down 
to zero, though six and seven ubovu 
was common.

Stock losses are light so far, but 
the continued cold weather called for 
heavy feeding. The weather forecast 
today reads:

West Texas: Cloudy with rain in 
•outh, snow in north portion Thurs­
day; little change in temperature.

Snow has fallen along the Gulf 
coast from Corpus Christi across 
northern Florida, reaching a maxi­
mum depth of 16 inches in southern 
Alabama. Atlanta reports 14 inches 
by radio today ns a total continuous 
fall of three days. This snowfall is 
credited with being the first of the 
kind extending from Canada to tile 
(iulf, since the first settlements in 
America liy the white man, so far as 
they knew.

Galveston with 18 aliove records 
that as her coldest since 1864. 
Brownsville has 29 almve this morn­
ing. This means a heavy loss to tha 
Valley, Brownsville being the last 
town on the Rio Grande of note as 
the river flows into the Gulf.

Citrus fruit loss in South Texas is 
estimated ut around HO percent, how­
ever the damuge was spotted due to 
protective measures. Hundreds o f

fruit juice will lie unfit for food, it 
is announced, and for that reason 
the juice is being extracted la-fore 
the fruit thaws.

The cold wave barging down across 
the entire nation last night leads to 
federal weather forecasts of “con­
tinued cold." Tile coldest spot in the 
nation this morning is Miles City, 
Montana with .14 below. The warm­
est place is Key West, Florida with 
42 above, an extremely low for that 
cily.

At the saint- time the committee 

informed county committees that 
they could refuse to allow any in­
crease in the share of payments to 
landlords who rearranged tlu-ir 
funning system in order to obtain a 
larger share of I lie AAA payments 
for the farm in 11)40.

Citing the AAA regulations, the 
committce said: “The net payment 
computed for any farm for special 
and general crops shall be divided 
among the landlords, tenants, and 
sharecroppers in the same propor­
tion (as indicated by their acreage

shares) that such persons are en­
titled, at the time of harvest, to 
share in the proceeds (other than a 
fixed commodity payment) of such 
crops on the farm in 1940.”

In other words, if a farm is oper­
ated on a Ihird-uinl-fourth basis with 
the landlord receiving one-fourth of 
the cotton crop and one-third of tin- 
general crops, lln-ii he will also re­
ceive one-fourth of the cotton pay­
ment and one-third of the general 
crop payment.

The regulations further declare: 
“ If on any farm in 1940 any change 
of the arrangements which existed

on the farm in 1939 is made between 
the landlord and the tenants or 
sharecroppers and such change 
would cause a greater proportion of 
tlie payments to he made to the land­
lord under the 1940 program than 
would have Ih-cii made to him under 
Ihe 1939 program, payments to the 
landlord under Iht- 1940 program 
with respect to the farm shall not he 
greater than the amount tlint would 
have been paid to the landlord and 
operator if the arrangements which 
existed on Hit- farm in 1939 had been 
continued, if the county committee 
ccrlifies that the change is not justi­

fied and disapproves such change.* 
Thus, the committee said, a county

committee can refuse to allow any 
increase in payments to a landlord 
who replaces a tenant with wage 
labor in order to obtain for himself 
the total AAA payments to the farm.

28,831 TRENCH SILOS BEING 
OPERATED IN TEXAS

COLLEGE STATION—Texas farm­
ers and ranchmen stored 3,446,591 
tons o f feed in 28,881 trench silos in 
1939.

This represents an increase of 1,- 
629,963 tons and 11,783 trenches over 
1938 totals, according to E. It. Eud- 
uly, dairyman of the Texas A&M 
Extension Service.

“The trench silo figures are get­
ting so big (hat we need some sort 
of comparison to grasp them," Eud- 
aly pointed out. “For instance, if all

ihe silage put in trench allot in 1989 
were put into one trench 12 feet 
wide and 6 feet deep, it would reach 
from Corpus Christi to Ardmore, 
Oklahoma.”

More significant was his statement
that enough feed had been placed un­
derground to feed Texas’ 1,400,000 
duiry cows for 125 days.

The increase in the number o f 
french silos and in the volume of 
silage stored is surprising in view 
of the wde-spreud drought o f tho 
past year. The dary specialist, how­
ever, said that many farmers and 
ranchmen hud put otherwise worth­
less drought stunted crops into 
trenches. Such feed makes fair sil­
age.

The outstanding development of 
the 1939 trench silo year was the 
lurge amount of threshed grain stor­
ed in trenches. Many county agri­
cultural agents took occasion to re­
mark that the trench silo afforded 
the only way to prevent weevil 
losses.
