Is Like A Kicking Gun Liable 
To Damage The Shooter 

More Than The Target
The joint deflate at the Taberna­

cle Wednesday night was the largest 
and liveliest political gathering we 
have had in this section during this 
cam paign.

Rev. L. X. Stuckey of Abilene, 
supporting Judge Felix Robertson, 
challenged Attorney J. M Wigg- 
staff, also of Abilene, supporting 
Mrs. Miriam A. Ferguson, to meet 
him here in joint debate, and the 
challenge was accepted.

The Tabernacle will seat 1200 
people comfortably, but all seats 
were taken, the aisles were crowded, 
many found vantage points on the 
big stage and there was a large 
assemblage outside unable to gain 
admittance. A total of two thous­
and was the number estimated as 
present,

The editor of The Star did not at­
tend the Tabernacle meeting, but 
he had a reporter present, he inter­
viewed many who were present and, 
from all accounts, it was about the 
liveliest crowd ever assembled in 
Baird at a political meeting, not ex­
cepting the Hogg Clark campaign in 
1892 or several gatherings here in 
the bitter prohibition campaign dur­
ing the ten years’ fight over the 
county.

Rev. Mr. Stuckey was accompan­
ied from Abilence by a number of 
friends, some say two hundred or 
more

Judge J. K Black presided and 
introduced the speakers

Rev. Mr. Stuckey opened in an 
hour and fifteen minutes' speech. 
Lawyer Wagstatf had one hour and a 
half hours’ speech, with fifteen min­
utes’ rejoinder for Rev. Mr Stuck- 
ey.

Several amusing incidents oc­
curred. One was the return of a 
Klan hood to Rev. Mr. Stuckey, 
said to have fallen out ot the latter’ s 
automobile, on the way from Abilene 
to Baird.

Rev. Mr. Stuckey followed the 
usual lines of Robertson's support­
ers, repeated all sorts of chargee 
made against Ferguson for the past 
ten years, and dodged the real issue 
of the Klan in this campaign.

Judge Wagstaff neatly smashed 
these charges by teplying that any 

sensible man knows that if Ferguson 
were guilty of these chargee be 
would have been serving as a con­
vict in the penitentiary today.

As to the one about the Kaiser's 
money, if the Government had the 
proof, Ferguson would have been 
hanged as a traitor during the war, 
and Wagstaff insisted that his rev­
erend antagonist should apologize 
fortheee mistatemente. No doubt the 
reverend gentleman believed them, 
but every one of them were false.

We regret that such debates oc­
cur, because they only stir up bitter­
ness among neighbors and friends.

We did not attend the debate and 
are glad of it, for reasons not nec­
essary to state here. The result is 
certainly not gratifying to either 
Robertson or tb" Ku Klux Klan 
The crowd was overwhelmingly for 
Mrs. Ferguson and the net result, so 
fsr as we know, is one vote gained 
for Mrs. Ferguson by Lev. Mr. 
Stuckey's intemperate speech.

Political straws show which way

For Mrs. Ferguson the letters were 
from Bmall towns, tiut seven of them 
were from Dallas, the home of the 
Klan nominee, Robertson, while on­
ly six were for the Klan Kandidate. 
Mrs. Ferguson had two from Fort 
Worth and one each from Wichita 
Falls and Austin. Nearly all the 
others were from small towns.

Here is another straw Jim Fer­
guson has the largest crowds to bear 
h m of any candidate in this or any 
other campaign in the past twenty 
years. At Waco, the native town 
of Felix Robertson Ferguson spoke 
to an audience of nearly ten thou­
sand persons.

Felix came along a week later and 
they gave him aD uproarious wel­
come, but he bad only four thous­
and to hear him, despite all the ef­
forts of the Klan.

Ferguson, in aome small Kast 
Texas town, the name of which we 
do not recall, had six thousand to 
hear him. The population of this 
town was given at 700, hut the 
crowds came from surrounding coun­
ties.

At Greenville Ferguaon had a 
crowd of ten thousand gathered to 
hear him. Four thousand ia Felix’s 
limit, and that was at his native 
town. Waco. That crowd was equal 
ed so (ar only at Temple, the borne 
town of Ferguaon. and at Austin— 
all three Klan low os.

Of course, old stagers know bow 
an organized minority can work up 
crowds, but when Ferguaon, who 
has no money, except what bis 
friends voluntarily donate, and has 
no Ftaie organization to boost for 
him, can draw bigger crowds than 
Felix Robertson, with an orgaoiza 
lion in nearly every county in Texas 
and money galore to help him, it 
shows that Texas sentiment i s 
against the Klan, no matter how the 
election turns out

This campaign also shows that 
sentiment against the Klan in Texas 
is growing in Dallass, Fort Worth, 
Waco, Austin, Houston, Galveston, 
Beaumont and other leaser Klan 
centers, white in the country, in 
moat counties away from Klan in­
fluence. the voters seem to be almost 
solidly agaiDBt the Klan, the mod­
ern successor of the secret Know 
Nothing Party, that the Democratic 
party smashed in 1856.

A Mr. Olsen of Waco, apoke in 
Coleman for Rohertaon last week. 
He denied that the Ku Klux Klan 
was in politic*. In view of the no­

While Mr. Johnson has been hes­
itating to ac. .-j f his appointment 
as Secretary of State since the Gov­
ernor's appointment, it was not def­
initely known until recently that lie 
had notified the Governor of his de­
clination.

The National Guard is Not to Be 
Mobilized at Any One Desig­

nated Point.

Austin. Texas.— Mobilization of the 
Texas National Guard units and all 
citizens of military uge has been 
ordered by (Jov. Neff In a proclama­
tion just issued. In keeping with the 
leouest of President Coolidge for 
proper observance bv the various 
States of defense test day. The Gov­
ernor said "without regard to their 
personal views the people of Texas 
should always gladly comply with 
;■ reasonable requi >t made of them 
by the president of the United 
St.Ues."

All Texas citizens of military age 
are called upon to co-operate with 
the units of the regular army, tha 
National Guard and organ izetl re­
serves in carrying out the provisions 
of the National Defense Act.

The Adjutant General of Texas is 
directed "not only to assemble for 
drill and patriotic purposes all the 
National Guard units of the State," 
but also to co-operate with county 
and city officials and the civilian 
population generally in arranging 
proper patriotic programs.

The National Guard Is not to he 
mobilized at any one designated 
point, but the various units will as­
semble at their respective home sta­
tions and follow a program yet to 
We arranged. An officer from the 
Fighth Corps Area. I’nlted State* 
Army, will arrive In Austin from 
San Antonio soon and work out Na­
tional Guard plar* with the Adju­
tant Genral's Department.

Governor Neff's proclamation 
reads: •

"The President of the I’ nlted 
States, in kieping with the law 
known as the national defense act 
oassed at the suggestion of Gen. 
Pershing nnd with tha approval of 
Woodrow Wilson, providing for the 
mobilization in times of peace of all 
the organized and unorganized mili­
tary forces of the United State* has 
named Sept. 12 as the day on which 
.-.hould he assembled for patriotic and 
nformatlonal purposes all those citi­

zens bf the several States who are 
qualified for military service. Sep­
tember 12. 1924. the day selected 
this year to give to the provisions 
of this natlonl defense act a practi­
cal test. Is the sixth anniversary of 
the slgnlflcent St. Mlhiel drive made 
by our army In Northern France, 
ns it Is also the day designated 
for the retirement of Gen. John J. 
Pershing as commander in chief of 
the army of the United States.

"President Coolidge has requested 
that tli<* Governors of the several 
States ask the military organizations 
nnd the civilian population to coop ­
erate in defense test day in assemhl 
ing the military man power of »he 
Nation as a peacetim e test of onr 
national mobilization law nnd as an 
indication of the part each com 
mnnlty would play In time of enter- 
gi -icy In the defense of our country. 
Without regard to their personal 
views, the people of Texas should 
ilw iy s  gladly comply with a rearon- 
tblfc request made of them by the 
President of the Un’t*d States

"Therefore. In keeping with the 
request of our President. I take 
thir method of reminding the people 
of Texas of the purpose* of this 
dav and call upon the clUiens of 
the State of military age who de­
sire to do so to co-operate with the 
units if the regular atr.iy, the Nation­
al Guard and the organized reserves 
In carrying out the provisions of 
our national defense act

"The Adjutant General of the State 
ha* been directed not only to a* 
setnble for drill and patriotic pur­
poses nil the National Guard unit* 
of the State, but he has also been 
requested to oo-operate w ith all ! 
county and city officials and the j 
civilian population generally In ar 
ranging proper patriotic programs j 
of muslc^ addresses and drills In 
keeping with tlie purposes and the 
Gpirlt of this defense test day. I am 
sure the people of Texas will readi­
ly respond, as they have always 
done, to any suggestion coming from 
the President of the Nation.
